The study aims to evaluate how distance social studies courses were conducted during
the pandemic, in line with teachers’ experiences. The semi-structured interviews were
conducted with 14 social studies teachers working in various provinces of Turkey in
this study, which was carried out with interpretative phenomenology design, one of
the qualitative research methods. The data were evaluated by the content analysis
method. The results show that social studies teachers perceive distance education as a
system that allows using different materials and tools, maintaining education, learning
technology, and eliminating the need for time and place. On the other hand, teachers
expressed some limitations of distance education arising from the lack of internet and
technological tools. In addition, the results indicated teachers mostly used direct
instruction and question-answer methods for teaching during the distance education
period, EBA, Zoom, and some Web 2.0 tools as educational technologies, and tests and
question-answer methods for measurement and evaluation. Finally, many problems,
gathered under the titles of “technological-systemic”, “communication-coordination”,
“student”, “family, and “other” in the distance education process were emphasized.
When examining the experiences, all problems are seen to be related to the internet
connection, access to technological tools, and how families play a role in their
children’s education. In this context, compared with other studies in the literature, it is
possible to say that teachers working in different branches also experienced similar
problems during the distance education period. Therefore, innovative applications that
can be developed will be beneficial for all branches.
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Arastirma Makalesi

Bu arastirmanin amaci, pandemi déneminde uzaktan sosyal bilgiler derslerinin nasil
yuratildagini ogretmenlerin deneyimleri dogrultusunda degerlendirmektir. Nitel
arastirma yontemlerinden olgubilim deseniyle gerceklestirilen arastirmada Tirkiye'nin
cesitli illerinde gbrev yapan 14 sosyal bilgiler 6gretmeniyle yari yapilandiriimig
gorigmeler yuUritdlmastir. Elde edilen veriler, igerik analiz yontemiyle
degerlendirilmistir. Arastirma sonuglari, sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin uzaktan egitimi
farkl materyal ve araglari kullanabilmeye, egitimi siirdiirmeye, teknolojiyi 6grenmeye,
zaman ve mekan zorunlulugunu ortadan kaldirmaya olanak saglayan bir sistem olarak
algiladiklarini gostermektedir. Buna karsin 6gretmenler, uzaktan egitimin internet ve
teknolojik arag eksikliginden kaynaklanan bazi sinirliliklara deginmislerdir. Bunun
yaninda O0gretmenlerin uzaktan egitim doneminde 6gretim igin daha ¢ok diiz anlatim
ve soru-cevap yontemlerini, egitim teknolojileri olarak EBA, Zoom ve bazi Web 2.0
araclarini, 6lgme degerlendirme igin test ve soru cevap yontemlerini kullandiklari tespit
edilmistir. Son olarak uzaktan egitim sirecinde “teknolojik-sistemsel”, “iletisim-
koordinasyon”, “6grenci”, “aile” ve “diger” basliklari altinda toplanan gesitli sorunlar
vurgulanmistir. incelenen deneyimler, tiim sorunlarin temelde internet baglantisi,
teknolojik araca ulagma imkani ve ailelerin ¢ocuklarinin egitiminde nasil rol
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oynadiklariyla yakindan ilgili oldugunu gostermektedir. Bu baglamda alanyazindaki
diger calismalarla karsilagtinildiginda farkli branslarda gorev yapan 6gretmenlerin de
uzaktan egitim doneminde benzer sorunlar yasadiklarini, dolayisiyla gelistirebilecek
yenilikgi uygulamalarin tim branslara faydali olacagini séylemek mimkiindr.

Introduction

Many global or regional events have occurred in world history and disrupted educational activities.
Wars, natural disasters, terrorism, and epidemics have come to the fore. For example, schools
interrupted education when students and teachers went to battlefronts as soldiers in World War I. In
addition, there were disruptions in education from time to time, primarily due to regional terrorist
incidents and natural disasters. For example, epidemics did not interrupt education in Turkey until 2020
(Kahraman, 2020). However, the COVID-19 virus, which emerged in December 2019 and spread all over
the world in a short time, was declared a “pandemic” by the World Health Organization (WHO) on
March 11, 2021 (World Health Organization [WHO], 2020). Soon after this statement, the COVID-19
pandemic spread worldwide and deeply hit many fields, including health, economy, tourism, and
education. One of the most critical areas affected by this process was education. As a result, most
countries have decided to close schools temporarily to avoid the effects of the pandemic. Pandemic-
related school closures, which affected approximately 91% (about 1.6 billion) of students worldwide,
have been considered an unprecedented event in world history (Miks & Mcllwaine, 2020).

With the closure of schools, the distance education period started at all levels. After detecting the
first case in Turkey, the Ministry of National Education announced the measures to be taken on
education and stated that all schools across the country were closed temporarily for two weeks
between Monday, March 16 and Monday, March 30, to protect the health of students, teachers, and
parents. Therefore, distance education started at home on Monday, March 23, for remedial training. In
addition, the renewed Education Informatics Network (EBA) has been activated within the scope of
remedial training to bring the class environment to houses and continue education remotely. As a result,
the weekly curriculum was restructured in primary and secondary schools, and remedial training began
via EBA, over the internet, and through Turkish Radio Television Corporation [TRT] on television screens
(Ministry of National Education [MoNE], 2020a). However, as the losses from the epidemic increased in
the following days, distance education was extended first until April 30 (MoNE, 2020b) and then until
May 31 (MoNE, 2020c) with new statements. Thus, distance education began on March 23 within the
scope of coronavirus measures and continued until June 19 via three new television channels on TRT
EBA and EBA, whose capacity was increased (MoNE, 2020d). Although face-to-face education trials were
conducted many times in the 2020-2021 academic year, due to the new waves in the epidemic, almost
the entire semester continued via distance education (MoNE, 2020e, 2020f, 2020g, 2021a). Finally, face-
to-face education was started again at all academic levels in the 2021-2022 academic year (MoNE,
2021b).

History of Distance Education in the World and Turkey

Distance education includes educational activities that can be conducted in a virtual environment
independent of time and place, without the need for students and educators to be in the same place.
This education system, which allows teaching at all levels (Enfiyeci & Biyikalan-Filiz, 2019), includes
different processes in the world and in Turkey. Firstly, Bozkurt (2016) discussed the development of
distance education in the world by dividing it into three periods and stages:

This classification made within the bounds of possibilities in the relevant period shows that
information and communication technologies (ICT) have a more expansive place. Especially after the
1990s, the use of ICTs and since the 2000s, the use of network technologies have increased a lot.
Besides, each period continued by covering the technologies used in the previous period. In addition,
the direction of change in these periods has turned from teacher-centered to learner-centered, from
distance education to open and distance education (Bozkurt, 2016).

In Turkey, the development process of distance education is divided into four periods according to
the standard technological tools used and significant developments (Bozkurt, 2017):

e |. Period- Discussion and Suggestions: Conceptual (1923-1955)
e |I. Period-Correspondence: Via Letters (1956-1975)

o |Il. Period-Visual-Auditory Tools: Radio-Television (1976-1995)
e |V. Period- Informatics Based: Internet-Web (1996-present)

When examining these periods in detail, it is seen that distance education was discussed
conceptually from 1923 to the 1960s, conducted at the secondary education level after the 1970s, and
some progress was achieved even a little by gaining some experience. These practices took place in
higher education with the establishment of Anadolu University Open Education Faculty after 1980.
Distance education, which made progress at primary, secondary, and higher education levels in the
1980s and 1990s, has become a system that includes a large student population. This success increased
interest in distance education. Educational opportunities offered in parallel with developments in
information and communication technologies (ICT) after 1996 have expanded. As a result, this system
has started to serve millions of students (Bozkurt, 2017). Having different development processes in the
world and Turkey, distance education, which the whole world has experienced closely as of 2020, differs
from traditional education with its various features.

Features of Distance Education

As is every educational activity, the distance education model has many advantages and limitations.
First, some advantages of distance education are as follows (Yurdakul, 2020, p. 275-276):

e |t offers broader and more effective training opportunities to overcome the inadequacies of
traditional educational practices.

e It supports an identifier-educator structure rather than a selective-eliminative system.

e It provides flexibility and freedom in terms of learning place and time.

e It democratizes education and makes it accessible to the large masses.

e |t supports both mass and individual education.

e ltresponds to learners’ broad interests, wishes, and expectations with different programs.

e |t develops students’ learning-to-learn skills.

In addition to the advantages mentioned above, distance education has many limitations (Yurdakul,
2020, p. 276-277):

e It is not beneficial for externally controlled people who have not developed the motivation to
learn and the habit of studying independently.
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e There are some delays in help, guidance, and feedback-correction activities for learning
difficulties and inadequacies.

e Itincreases addiction to communication technologies.

e |tis limited in terms of face-to-face communication and interaction.

e Itisinadequate to develop the skills of applied disciplines.

In distance education, which should be used by considering its advantages and limitations, there are
four models: synchronous, asynchronous, blended learning, and flipped education. In synchronous
learning, instructors and students are in a classroom system. In this time-dependent model, sounds and
images are transmitted simultaneously via the internet. However, in the asynchronous learning model,
students can start and end their courses whenever they want, regardless of the instructor. In addition,
courses are recorded, and various course materials are uploaded (Erfidan, 2019). Finally, the blended
learning model refers to continuing the courses and activities at school using internet technologies after
school or considering the in-school and out-of-school education as a whole. This process includes
various synchronous or asynchronous learning and teaching methods at different guidance levels
(individual, instructor, expert-led, or group/social learning). On the other hand, in the flipped learning
model, the teacher of a course gives his/her students homework, class repetitions (via video, recitation
of the course), or activities to do at home. After students do these activities at home, the teacher checks
them at school and gives feedback. The aim here is to use the time in the classroom more effectively for
learning activities and to eliminate the students’ shortcomings (Yaylak, 2019). Various learning
management systems (LMS) and virtual classroom applications implement these four models. LMSes
can be listed as Moodle LMS, EBA, Edmodo, Google Classroom, Schoology, Blackboard Learn, ATutor,
Dokeos, OLAT, eStudy, Bodington, Claroline, Docebo, eFront, Sakai, Drupal (Celik, 2021; Kavrat, 2013;
Solmaz, 2021; Yaylak, 2019). Virtual classroom applications include Adobe Connect, BigBlueButton,
Elluminate Live, and Microsoft Office Live Meeting (Celik, 2021; Kavrat, 2013).

In the distance education process, which is carried out via various platforms, many Web 2.0 tools
have been used. The use of these tools has increased, especially after the pandemic period. Besides the
teaching process, Web 2.0 tools are preferred for assessment and evaluation purposes. These tools are
also used to create mind maps, boards, posters, cartoons, blogs, tests, puzzles, presentations,
animations, information posters, infographics, stories, and books (Celik, 2021). Hundreds of tools such
as blogs, Bubbl.us, Canva, Camtasia, Diigo, Edpuzzle, Evernote, Flickr, Glogster, H5P, StoryboardThat,
Padlet, Pixton, Powtoon, Prezi, and Voki (Celik, 2021; Dere & Demirci, 2021; Kavasoglu, 2020; Solmaz,
2021; Tlnkler, 2021; Yaylak, 2019; Yesiltas, 2020) are used during teaching in virtual classrooms. In
addition, various tools such as Bookwidgets, Crowdsignal, Gimkit, Kahoot, Mentimeter, Nearpod,
Osmosis, Plickers, Polleverywhere, Quizizz, Quizlet, Qwizdom, Socrative, Wooclap, and Zeetings
(Aydogan-Yenmez & Gokge, 2021; Celik, 2021; Lightbody, 2021; Solmaz, 2021; Siitci, 2020; Yaylak, 2019)
are preferred for digital assessment and evaluation. The mentioned models, methods, and tools have
become indispensable parts of the education process during the epidemic period. After the Covid-19
pandemic emerged, one of the courses for distance education applications was social studies. Distance
social studies teaching, which has individual examples until 2020, has become the ‘new normal’ at
secondary, high school, and university levels.

With the pandemic becoming the ‘new normal’ in Turkey, distance education, which was conducted
in parallel with the developments experienced in 1.5 years, has been discussed in many studies with its
various dimensions. The studies evaluated the experiences, perspectives, and suggestions of teachers,
who are the most critical stakeholders in the distance education process. These studies have been
carried out in many fields such as physical education (Cetin et al., 2021), religious culture and ethics
(Cakmak & Uzunpolat, 2021), science (Bakioglu & Cevik, 2020; Unal & Bulunuz, 2020), visual arts
(Higyllmaz, 2020), English (Tiimen-Akyildiz, 2020), mathematics (Ozdemir-Baki & Celik, 2021), preschool
(Gundogdu, 2021), classroom (Saygi, 2021; Sénmez et al., 2020), and Turkish (Bayburtlu, 2020; Karakus
et al.,, 2021) teaching. In addition to these, many studies have also been conducted that refer to
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teachers’ opinions from various branches (Avci & Akdeniz, 2021; Balaman & Hanbay-Tiryaki, 2021;
Canbolat & Yildirim, 2021; Cakin & Kiilekgi-Akyavuz, 2020; Erglig-Sahan & Parlar, 2021; Karaca et al.,
2021; Kavuk & Demirtas, 2021).

Among the studies on social studies teachers closely, the recent study by Uyar (2020) evaluated the
distance education process with social studies teachers. As a result of the research, it has been seen that
teachers have pointed out that distance education alone is not adequate, is less effective than face-to-
face education, and that there is an inequality of opportunity among students. However, on the positive
side, it was emphasized that distance education eliminates the time and place limitations and provides
access to a broader audience. In another study, Akglil and Oran (2020) examined the views of secondary
school students and parents on the distance education process and social studies teachers. As in the
study of Uyar (2020), the most significant advantage of distance education has been emphasized is that
it is a time and place independent process. On the other hand, most teachers complained about various
problems, such as students’ motivation toward distance education and low participation in classes,
insufficient infrastructure, and disconnection. In the third study, Coskun-Keskin et al. (2021) focused on
the problems experienced by social studies teachers in the distance education process. As a result of the
research, it has been determined that social studies teachers encounter problems in various subjects
such as students, parents, school management and process, domestic life, and family function in the
distance education process. Among these problems, the problems experienced by students were the
most prominent. In the fourth study, Aydemir (2021), unlike the other two studies, focused on the
communication of social studies teachers with parents and students in the distance education process.
As a result of the research, teachers have cared about communication to manage the process well. They
establish contact by telephone, messaging, and calling apps to give courses and homework and
motivate. In addition, teachers pointed out that they have various communication problems with
students and parents based on financial issues. In the fifth study, Korkut and Memisoglu (2021)
examined the opinions of social studies teachers about distance education. Teachers participating in the
research stated the positive aspects of distance education, such as facilitating access to rich content in
the digital environment, attracting attention, and keeping motivation alive. However, they also
mentioned its negative aspects, such as socialization and communication problems. Finally, Tanta (2021)
found that social studies teachers faced problems arising from administrators, students, parents,
technology, assessment, and evaluation in the distance education process; therefore, they viewed face-
to-face education more positively. In addition to the aspects addressed in the studies mentioned above,
this study also discusses the perceptions of social studies teachers about Web 2.0 tools they use in the
distance education process and their digital competencies. Furthermore, it aims to comprehensively
evaluate the social studies courses in the distance education period. In line with these characteristics
and purposes, answers to the following research questions were sought:

1. What are the disadvantages and limitations of distance education?

2. What methods and techniques did social studies teachers prefer during the distance education
period?

3. What materials and educational technologies did social studies teachers use during the distance
education period?

4. How did social studies teachers perform assessment and evaluation in distance education?

5. What are social studies teachers’ perceptions of digital competence?

6. What problems did social studies teachers encounter during the distance education period?

Method
Research Model

This research was designed and conducted by interpretative phenomenology design. As is known, in
phenomenological studies, data are collected from people who have experienced the phenomenon by
researchers and made a holistic description that defines the essence of their experience (including
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“what” and “how” they experienced) (Creswell, 2013). Since the second author of this study is a teacher
who taught social studies courses during the pandemic process and had direct observations about the
process, his experiences were not only described but also interpreted in meaning. In interpretative
phenomenology, the researchers try to reach the background meanings by interpreting them with their
prior knowledge and experiences (Ersoy, 2019).

Working Group

The research study group consists of 14 social studies teachers serving in 9 different provinces of
Turkey. Demographic information about the participants is given in Table 2 below:

As seen in the table, 14 teachers, seven females and seven males, from 9 different cities, who had
experiences with the phenomenon, participated in the study. Participants were selected by the
maximum variation sampling method to reveal the similarities and differences between teachers’
experiences working in different regions and conditions. In this context, the variables of gender,
seniority, and the province of duty were used to understand how the social studies courses were
conducted during the pandemic period and reflect the differences and similarities between the
teachers’ experiences. The teachers who agreed to participate in the study signed the voluntary
participation consent form. To not reveal the participants’ identities, the nicknames (T1, T2, T3...) were
used instead of their real names. In addition, the Ethics Committee of Social and Human Sciences
Scientific Researches Department of Necmettin Erbakan University, declaring that this research meets
the ethical qualifications, approved the study on 18/12/2020 (Meeting Number: 03, Decision No:
2020/109).

Data Collection Tool and Process

The study data were collected in semi-structured interview sessions using an interview form
consisting of 8 main questions and 12 sub-questions prepared by the researchers. In the semi-structured
interview, although the researcher has prepared the questions s/he wants to ask in advance, s/he may
add extra questions according to the course of the interview (Kuzu, 2013). In this context, two
undergraduate students were first interviewed without recording to test the suitability of the questions
in the interview form. Incomprehensible sections were edited. Then, after taking the opinions of two
field experts to evaluate the relevance of the questions to the subject, the interview questions were
given their final form. After this stage, interviews were made with social studies teachers over the Zoom
application and recorded. The recorded interviews were then transcribed.
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Data Analysis

The transcribed interview transcripts were evaluated by the content analysis method. Content
analysis is used to describe, analyze, or interpret the content of the data in detail (Privitera & Ahlgrim-
Delzell, 2019). In this evaluation process, all the transcripts were read, then notes were taken on the
blank parts of the paper, and finally, codes were determined. Then the codes were reread with the
transcripts, and the categories were created. Research questions provided the creation of categories
and themes. In the last stage, direct quotations were determined as evidence of the analysis. In
addition, frequencies (f) were used to show which subjects the findings and opinions were concentrated
on. Moreover, to increase the reliability and validity of the research, two field experts who examined
the interview questions were asked to analyze the data analysis and express their opinions. Data
analysis was organized in line with the criticisms of the two experts.

Findings

The data obtained from the interviews were analyzed and presented in the following order in line
with the research questions.

Advantages and Limitations of Distance Education

In the first part of the first research question, the opinions of social studies teachers about the
advantages of distance education were examined and presented in Table 3:

Teachers’ opinions in Table 3 show that distance education’s allowance of the use of different
materials or tools has become prominent among the advantages (7). Evaluating the advantages of
distance education, T8 said: “The advantages may be that children can learn to use technology. In
addition, it can contribute to the development of digital literacy skills. Furthermore, there are some
conveniences such as using maps, interpreting tables and statistics with children, presenting images to
children more easily, and having children watch videos.” The teacher refers to using different materials
and technological tools in distance education for both students and teachers. At the same time,
teachers started to use many materials in this process, which they could not use in schools with no
smartboards and material deficiencies during the course.

Another significant advantage of distance education has been that both students and teachers can
healthily continue their education activities despite the epidemic. T5 explained her experience: “I have a
positive view about distance education because it allows us to continue education somehow, even during
the pandemic period. For instance, we did not disconnect with students and can still contact them,
preventing children from being completely disconnected from [education].” Moreover, T11 explained
how distance education, the primary tool that provides communication with students during the
pandemic, gave them an experience they were unfamiliar with: “We can teach our students a certain
amount of courses. We are trying to prevent them from falling behind in education. At least, distance
education allowed conducting courses without the time and place limitations...” The expression of
“eliminating the time and space limit” used by the teacher was also included in the findings of this
research as one of the typical features of distance education. Apart from these, the teachers mentioned
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the advantages of distance education, such as recording and watching the courses, providing
convenience to disadvantaged students, and reaching dozens of students simultaneously.

Teachers who evaluated the advantages of distance education also highlighted some limitations. The
results obtained are given in Table 4:

Teachers’ views in Table 4 indicate that the most significant limitation of the distance education
process is the insufficient class participation of students (8). T7 drew attention to this limitation and
said:

“Since | work in a rural school, most students have trouble accessing the internet. Especially since
families are very crowded in number, there is only one mobile phone in a house; however, there are four
students, their class hours coincide, one can sign in, one cannot. The internet package of most of them
ends after two or three courses. Sometimes there is no internet in the rural school, and there may be a
network problem.”

As T7 stated, financial difficulties, disadvantages of the settlement, and inability to access the
internet are among the most important factors that negatively affect student participation. In addition,
as other teachers have similarly expressed, the fact that distance education requires a high-speed
internet connection has brought along many limitations. Due to internet and participation problem:s,
teachers have experienced significant problems with assessment and evaluation in the distance
education process. T6 described her observations about the problems experienced in the assessment
and evaluation process as follows:

“We used to easily understand whether the student comprehends the subject, what he was thinking,
from his/her looks and facial expressions. However, unfortunately, we do not have such a chance in
distance education. At first, exams would be held, but then they repealed them, either. When there was
no exam, the student started to think; there will be no exam, then | had many students who thought,
why should | join the class....”

In addition to the limitations of distance education in assessment and evaluation, the uncertainty
about the exams during the epidemic period and the complete repealing of the exams after the
epidemic caused the students to lose their motivation to study. This situation significantly decreased the
participation rate of students in online courses. Furthermore, the fact that the students did not attend
classes sufficiently also caused significant learning losses.
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Methods and Techniques Used in Distance Education

The second research question examined the methods and techniques used by teachers in the
process, as shown in Table 5.

As seen in Table 5, teachers mostly use face-to-face education, preferring direct instruction (14) and
question-answer (10) methods. T12 justified this situation: “Necessarily, we have to use only direct
instruction. We cannot use a different method anyway. We give a research task, or we will do research,
we even have problems with the research subject....” T7 and T3, who support T12, also think that direct
instruction methods are inevitable. T7 explained this preference as follows: “I use presentation and
instruction techniques, | use question and answer technique, | can only use the methods used in
traditional education.” As can be seen, T7 also stated that he had to prefer traditional methods. T9, who
did different practices apart from the teacher-centered traditional methods, explained what he did: “We
generally used student-centered methods and brainstorming a lot. We can use the question and answer
technique so much to get students’ ideas. Even though our course is a verbal course, we used the
problem-solving technique easily.”

T9 used brainstorming and problem-solving methods in which the student was more active in this

process. Apart from these, some participating teachers diversified their courses using case studies,
discussion, and animation methods.

Educational Technologies and Materials Used by Teachers

The third research question reviewed educational technologies and materials used by teachers, as in
the findings shown in Table 6.

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All teachers used both EBA and Zoom applications to teach in virtual classrooms and share
information with students in line with the Ministry of National Education’s directive. By this means,
teachers had the opportunity to use more materials and educational technologies that appeal to
various sensory organs of students during the distance education period since there is no smartboard in
every classroom in face-to-face education. T8, one of the teachers, explained the materials and
educational technologies she preferred in the process as follows: “We use PowerPoint presentations,
PDFs, Word documents, and various documents. There are also YouTube videos, the contents of EBA and
Morpa. In addition, | benefit from visuals, maps, and the live museums of the Ministry of Culture [virtual
museums], where we can watch and visit museums from every angle.” As can be seen, the teacher was
able to use many audio and visual technologies through learning management systems and tools.

In this process, some teachers familiarized Web 2.0 tools and used them. Despite this, it was
determined that most of the participants (10) had never used these tools. Therefore, the Web 2.0 tools
used by teachers are given in Table 7:

Four teachers who use the technologies presented in the table have preferred to use various Web
2.0 tools. For instance, T9, one of the participants, explained how he used these tools and their
functions as follows:

“For example, there is a word cloud application called Word Art, which the students have so much fun
with while expressing and writing their ideas, and we used it. There is an application called Scrumlr; we
log in to the same room together. For example, considering democracy, | ask the children what comes to
their minds, and they all write on their digital worksheets. We organized competitions on Kahoot, and
the children did voiceovers. We also used puzzle programs and created surveys using Google Forms. | got
many ideas from the children. We did voiceovers with Voki, created a school board with the Padlet app,
and designed posters and banners with Canva. | also used PowerPoint presentations very intensively.”

The opinions of T9, who mostly used Web 2.0 tools (8), are given below. When reviewing the tools
that he used and the purposes of use, it is understood that he had the opportunity to diversify his
courses quite a lot. Similarly, T11 used many Web 2.0 tools to prepare and implement games, puzzles,
and activities:

“There is an application called Learning App; games are designed on it. | used to design games and
send them to the students via WhatsApp groups. There was a website like Crossword Puzzle, where |
used to make puzzles and send them to my students. Moreover, there was a website called Wordwall, on
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which | used to try to design game-style activities and send them to the students. There is an application
called Artsteps, a virtual travel application, | also tried to use it once or twice. Sometimes | send some
documents via Google Drive.”

As seen above, T11 used five different Web 2.0 tools to support the teaching process, assessment
and evaluation, and after-class reading. Both T9 and T11 addressed various intelligence areas of the
students by using Web 2.0 tools following their purpose, as predicted by the multiple intelligence
theory.

Assessment and Evaluation Methods Used in Distance Education

The fourth research question examined how teachers do assessment and evaluation during the
distance education period, in the findings as shown in Table 8:

Table 8 indicates that teachers mainly make assessments and evaluations through tests (8) in the
distance education process. For example, T10 carried out an assessment and evaluation as follows: “We
did it with questions, tests, and assignments we sent via EBA.” It is understood that many teachers, such
as T10, performed limited assessment and evaluation activities using tests and verbal questions and
answers. On the other hand, T9, one of the teachers who used alternative assessment and evaluation
methods besides traditional assessment and evaluation activities, carried out the assessment and
evaluation by using Web 2.0 tools:

“| sent the puzzles to the children; | could see how much they could do the activities on the puzzle,
how many of them responded, and how much interest they showed. Similarly, we did a Puzzle about the
basic principles. Two weeks later, | will have a Kahoot contest on this topic. Feedback with Kahoot is very
nice and very enjoyable.”

As mentioned above, T9 tried to ensure that the assessment and evaluation process was both
instructive and entertaining by using Web 2.0 tools.

Teachers’ Perceptions of Digital Competence

The fifth research question examined teachers’ perceptions of digital competence. Most participants
(8) consider themselves inadequate in terms of digital skills. However, they indirectly expressed this
situation by saying, “I need to improve myself.” Thus, only 4 of the 14 participating teachers recognized
and used Web 2.0 tools. In addition, only two teachers found themselves sufficient in digital skills. At
this point, it would be helpful to include the views of 3 teachers who use various Web 2.0 tools and
materials. Firstly, T9, who mostly used Web 2.0 tools, said about his digital skills: “/ do not see myself as
very talented, but | can say that | have improved myself a lot. | can say that the biggest benefit of
distance education for me is that it allowed me to be more intertwined with technology.” As it is seen,
T9 expresses his strengths and weaknesses more realistically, although he mostly uses Web 2.0 tools (8)
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among teachers and spreads these tools to all stages of the courses. T11, who uses Web 2.0 tools (5)
the most after T9, also made a very realistic self-evaluation:

“Of course, we had weaknesses in many ways initially, as it was a process that we did not know
about. When | think about my weaknesses, frankly, | had difficulties in reaching my students more at the
beginning of the process. | was inexperienced in using applications such as Zoom and EBA. When | think
about my strengths, | realize that | discovered many distance education tools or activity tools that | can
use for my courses, and | saw that | could use them. Frankly, I did not encounter any major problems in
terms of personal competence.”

As it is seen, T11 explains as clearly as possible how he has identified his shortcomings, and improved
himself in the process. T8, who is the third person who uses materials the most, evaluated himself as
follows:

“Web 2.0 tools existed; not using them would be a shortcoming. These may be tools that | need to
learn on my own in education. As my strengths, | can say that using the contents of EBA or other portals
of which we are members. Apart from that, | do my best to present the video content about the topic to
the children before the class or to research it and access current information. | did not have any problems
during this process.”

As seen above, all three teachers realistically explained their strengths and weaknesses. On the other
hand, when reviewing some opinions of teachers who did not give enough information about benefiting
from both Web 2.0 tools and materials or did not use them, it is seen that they did not state their
shortcomings enough. Some examples of teachers who indirectly express their shortcomings are
presented below:

“l do not think | am bad at digital competence, | do not think | am adequate either, | have my
shortcomings, but | am trying to cover them.” (T10)

“I am digitally competent, but | think | need to improve myself even more. Because, with the
digitalization of education, | think | need to improve myself more, especially in this pandemic process.”
(T13)

“Maybe my strong point is my mastery of technology. Because | love using technology. As my
weakness, | can say that most of the internet-based applications today, especially the best ones, have
English infrastructure. Unfortunately, my English level may not be enough...” (T2)

Participant teachers are seen to prefer more cautious statements when expressing their
shortcomings. On the other hand, some teachers have directly stated their inadequacies:

“Let me tell you this, | was quite inadequate, especially using the phone, computer, EBA, Zoom or
other applications. At least | improved myself a little more with distance education.” (T1)

“During the distance education process, we saw that the teacher, who uses the digital platform
efficiently, can produce more content and shows that he can be more productive to students. | can also
say that | feel a little insufficient in this regard, in other words, | think that | need to improve myself...”
(17)

Both teachers are diligent in improving themselves but are also aware of their weaknesses. Apart
from these, T12, who considers himself sufficient, explained his reasoning as follows:

“We are ready for this process with the training we received from the school before. Therefore, we
are aware of it, and we can adapt to the situation. We were lucky in our school because at least the
necessary information and training were given to us on this subject. We did not have any problems since
we had already trained in our universities before coming here.”
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When asked the question “Which Web 2.0 tools do you use?” to the teacher who found himself
sufficient, he answered, “I did not use Web tools other than EBA and Zoom,” which is quite remarkable.
In addition to these, an answer that shadows teachers’ perceptions of competence are noteworthy: “I
did not have much trouble.” According to most teachers, not having too many problems is a measure of
their proficiency. The core of the question is which tools they use and how they use them. Therefore,
when Web 2.0 tools or other tools are not used, and only EBA and Zoom are preferred, it will be usual
not to encounter any significant problems. Apart from these findings, the teachers stated that to
improve their digital competencies, they watched Youtube videos, got help from their colleagues, and
participated in in-service training programs of the Ministry of National Education.

Problems Encountered in the Distance Education Process

The last research question examined the problems encountered by teachers during the distance
education period, as given in Table 9.

As seen in Table 9, the problems faced by teachers are grouped under five categories: technological-
systemic, communication-coordination, students, family, and other problems. The most emphasized
category among these problems was technological-systemic problems. The main problems are the
internet connection and live class applications (such as Zoom and EBA). Some examples of teachers'
experiences related to the problems caused by EBA, one of the applications used by teachers, are given
below:

“Due to the intensity experienced in EBA, we experienced some technical problems, which were a big
problem. Because EBA had a busy schedule, we often had much trouble signing in and out of the
classes.” (T4)

“EBA is the most clicked site in the world right now, in this respect, there were many times that we
could not sign in EBA and start the courses due to the intensity of the systems at first.” (T13)

“There were times when we could not attend the class due to the busy schedule, and the system
logged me out of the class, which | think is one of the problems.” (T6)

In addition to EBA, there were some problems experienced with the Zoom program, which is widely
used in the world during the pandemic process, such as its application language being English, the
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session duration being limited to 40 minutes, and the students not being able to attend the classes
because they entered their ID and passwords incorrectly. T7 explained the problems he had with the
Zoom program: “We were unfamiliar with using Zoom initially because it was something | used for the
first time; frankly, | had a hard time. | had a technical problem because most information was in English.
Even the students had difficulties. They asked me where is the volume. We cannot turn on the volume.
How do we turn on the video?” Various problems regarding both the EBA and Zoom programs used by
teachers in live classes were mostly experienced at first, and many of them were eliminated in the
process.

In the second main category, the communication-coordination process, teachers stated that they
could not communicate well with both students and families due to the problems arising from internet
connections and families. T7 summarized the main problem: “Parents need to take responsibility here;
unfortunately, we cannot communicate well with students because parents do not take responsibility.”

In the third main category, which is the problems related to students, internet problems (11) and
lack of equipment (10) came forward. On this subject, T8 explained the problems faced by the students
as follows: “Children’s internet packages expire very quickly. Some students do not have computers or
tablets at home; we had such problems.” T1 also mentioned similar problems: “At first, students did not
have any pieces of equipment, and internet connection was a problem. | had many students who lacked
tablets, computers, or smartphones.” As can be understood from the quotations, students have
experienced difficulties attending classes, mainly due to financial problems in the distance education
process.

Financial difficulties of families (6) and their ignorance of distance education (5) came to the fore in
the fourth main category, family-related problems. T14 explained the problem she faced: “Since | work
in a rural school, 90% of the students do not have internet access. Many people do not have internet
access on their phones and do not have smartphones, so children cannot connect in any way. Families
find internet expensive because it is not within the bounds of their possibilities.” Mentioning another
significant problem besides financial difficulties, T13 said: “/ think that families should break their
perspectives and prejudices towards this distance education because even in the live classes. Moreover, |
also noticed that the parents do not take [distance education] very seriously because | saw their
reactions during the class hours.”

The last category includes other problems such as lack of class hours and curriculum intensity (7),
violation of private life (2), homework control and evaluation difficulties; (2), and lack of informing.
Especially the limited class hours and the late starting of courses (sometimes not being able to start
them) due to internet connection problems resulted in the teachers not being able to complete the
subjects in their current curriculum. Apart from this, one of the participants, T12, summarized the result
of not having face-to-face education classes during the daytime: “The biggest problem of teachers is that
we are in a position to be called at every hour of the night... We have no private life...” This problem
emerged in the distance education process due to the students and parents trying to communicate with
the teachers every hour of the day other than during class hours. Furthermore, teachers who were
unprepared for the distance education period complained that both the homework given and the
students could not be appropriately assessed.

Discussion and Conclusion

This research evaluated how social studies classes were conducted during the pandemic period,
based on the experiences of teachers working in various provinces of Turkey. The scope of the first
research question discussed the advantages and limitations of distance education. First of all, the results
of these advantages indicate that it allows using of different materials and tools, maintaining education,
and learning technology, and eliminating the necessity of time and place. These results are similar to the
findings of studies conducted by Akgiil and Oran (2020), Korkut and Memisoglu (2021), Seyhan (2021),
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and Uyar (2020). Participants in the related studies emphasized distance education functions, such as
sharing materials, maintaining education appropriately, and eliminating the necessity of time and place.

Considering the limitations of distance education results, issues such as insufficient student
participation, financial difficulties, communication problems, and insufficient infrastructure have
become prominent. These limitations of distance education have been mentioned in various studies
(Akgul & Oran, 2020; Bakioglu & Cevik, 2020; Bayburtlu, 2020; Coskun-Keskin et al., 2020; Kavuk &
Demirtas, 2021; Korkut & Memisoglu, 2021; Tanta, 2021; Uyar, 2020). These studies conducted with
teachers from various branches have evaluated the inadequacy of student participation and access to
the internet/computer as the two most important limitations of distance education. These limitations
are not directly associated with distance education but with the economic conditions of families.
Whenever the necessary conditions allow, it will be healthier to evaluate the limited aspects of distance
education. However, internet and technological tool problems encountered during the emergency
remote teaching period are limitations to distance education.

Within the second research question, it was discussed which methods and techniques social studies
teachers prefer in distance education. As a result, participant teachers preferred direct instruction and
question-answer methods (Dere & Ding, 2017), which are indispensable elements in traditional
education during the distance education period. In addition, other study results (Bakioglu & Cevik, 2020;
Demirtas & Kavuk, 2021; Uyar, 2020) also indicate that these two methods are indispensable. However,
apart from these two methods, some teachers prefer methods, techniques, and activities such as
problem-solving, brainstorming, case studies, discussion, and animation.

In the third research question, was examined teachers’ educational technologies and materials in the
distance education process. All teachers conducted their classes on the EBA and Zoom applications,
which the Ministry of National Education requires. Unlike Zoom, EBA has also been used for material
sharing, messaging, communicating, and giving homework. Additionally, teachers used many materials,
especially videos, visuals, PowerPoints, and textbooks. However, it was determined that only four
teachers used Web 2.0 tools, which indicates a significant lack of using Web 2.0 tools. When reviewing
other studies in the literature, it is seen that teachers prefer materials such as videos, maps, slides, and
textbooks during the distance education period (Bakioglu & Cevik, 2020; Tanta, 2021; Uyar, 2020). The
results show that materials and educational technologies (especially Web 2.0 tools) should be used
more in distance education.

Within the fourth research question, it was determined that social studies teachers mostly use tests
and question-answer methods for assessment and evaluation. determined that social studies teachers
mostly use tests and question-answer methods for assessment and evaluation. Apart from these,
although teachers use true-false questions, puzzles, fill-in-the-gap, and open-ended questions, it is seen
that the assessment and evaluation methods are not sufficiently diversified. However, it is noteworthy
that only one teacher diversified the assessment process using the Kahoot app.

The fifth research question examined social studies teachers’ perceptions of digital competencies.
Accordingly, almost all teachers (12) do not consider themselves entirely competent. However, they
indirectly expressed this situation by saying, “I need to improve myself.” In addition, the fact that the
two teachers who find themselves competent are the ones who use Web 2.0 tools the most and
evaluate their strengths and weaknesses more realistically can be considered an essential indicator in
terms of digital competence.

In the last research question was examined the problems encountered by teachers in the distance
education process under five headings: technological-systemic, communication-coordination, student,
family, and other problems. In the technological-systemic aspect, problems with internet connection
and live class programs became prominent; In the communication-coordination aspect, inability to

communicate well with students and families; And in the student aspect, insufficient class attendance
due to the failure to access the internet and technological tools were determined. Moreover, in the
family aspect, problems such as financial difficulties, ignoring distance education, and avoiding
responsibility were emphasized. Finally, the lack of class hours, the curriculum intensity, and the
inadequacies in assessment and evaluation were underlined, among other problems. The studies
conducted in various branches also highlighted all these results (Akglil & Oran, 2020; Aydemir, 2021;
Bakioglu & Cevik, 2020; Bayburtlu, 2020; Coskun-Keskin et al., 2021; Demirtas & Kavuk, 2020; Tanta,
2021; Uyar, 2020). In these studies, problems have come to the fore, such as disconnections from the
live class programs (EBA and Zoom), inability to access the internet and technological tools, inability to
communicate with families and students, financial difficulties, negligence of families, and failure to use
many methods and techniques used in face-to-face education. As a result, it is seen that all problems are
closely related to the internet connection, access to technological tools, and how families play a role in
their children’s education. This situation shows that teachers working in different branches experience
similar problems during the distance education period. Therefore, innovative applications that can be
developed will benefit all branches.

Recommendations

As a result of the research, some suggestions can be made based on the research results to make
distance social studies education more efficient:

e For distance education to be efficient and effective for all stakeholders (teacher, family, and
student), the problems of accessing the internet and technological tools should be solved.

e Nearly all teachers participating in the research do not find themselves adequate at digital skills
and want to receive training. Based on this need, in-service training should be given to increase
teachers' digital literacy and media literacy. This training can be given to all teachers in online
environments.

e One of the most critical education stakeholders, families need to be informed about the distance
education process and be more involved in the process. This involvement process should be planned
and carried out directly by school administrators.

e Lastly, the distance education experiences gained during the pandemic period should be utilized in
face-to-face education, and the hybrid (mixed) applications should be expanded.

Dunya tarihinde egitim faaliyetlerini aksatan gesitli kiiresel veya bélgesel olaylar meydana gelmistir.
Bunlar arasinda savaslar, dogal afetler, terdr ve salgin hastaliklar 6n plana gikmaktadir. Ornegin; I. Diinya
Savasi’'nda Ogrenci ve 6gretmenler cephelere asker olarak gittigi icin tim okullar egitime ara vermistir.
Bunun yaninda daha ¢ok bolgesel nitelikli terér olaylari ve dogal afetler nedeniyle zaman zaman
egitimde aksamalar olmaktadir. Salgin hastaliklar ise Tirkiye’de 2020 yilina kadar egitime ara
verilmesine neden olmamistir (Kahraman, 2020). Ancak 2019 yilinin aralik ayindan itibaren baslayan ve
kisa siirede tiim diinyaya yayilan COVID-19 viriisii, Diinya Saghk Orgiitii (DSO) tarafindan 11 Mart 2021
tarihinde “pandemi” olarak ilan edilmistir (World Health Organization [WHO], 2020). Bu agiklamadan
kisa bir slire sonra COVID-19 salgini, biitiin diinyaya yayilarak saglik, ekonomi, turizm ve egitim olmak
zere bircok alani derinden sarsmistir. Bu siirecten etkilenen énemli alanlarin basinda egitim gelmistir.
Salginin etkilerinden kaginmak icin Ulkelerin ¢ogu, okullari gegici olarak kapatma karari almistir. Diinya
genelinde 6grencilerin yaklasik %91’ini (yaklasik 1,6 milyar) etkileyen bu durum, diinya tarihinde esi
gorilmemis bir vaka olarak kayitlara gegmistir (Miks & Mcllwaine, 2020).

Okullarin kapatilmasindan sonra tiim kademelerde uzaktan egitim donemi baslamistir. Tiirkiye’de ilk
vakanin gorilmesinden sonra egitim konusunda alinacak onlemler Milli Egitim Bakanhgi tarafindan
aciklanmistir. Yapilan agiklamada 6grencilerin, 6gretmenlerin ve velilerin saglig icin Ulke genelindeki
bitiun okullarin 16 Mart Pazartesi-30 Mart Pazartesi arasinda 2 hafta siireyle tatil edildigi ve eksiklerin
telafi edilmesi icin 23 Mart Pazartesi glinlinden itibaren sunulacak alternatifler izerinden evdeki uzaktan
egitimin baslayacagi belirtilmistir. Telafi egitimi kapsaminda ders ortamini evlere tasimak ve 6grencilerin
egitimini uzaktan siirdiirmek icin yenilenen Egitim Bilisim Ag1 (EBA) devreye girmistir. ilk ve orta dereceli
okullarda haftalik ders programi yeniden yapilandirilarak EBA ile internet lzerinden ve TRT araciligiyla
televizyon ekranlarindan telafi egitimine baslanmistir (Milli Egitim Bakanhgi [MEB], 2020a). Ancak
ilerleyen siregte salginin bilangosu daha da siddetlendikge yapilan yeni aciklamalarla uzaktan egitim,
o6nce 30 Nisan’a (MEB, 2020b), daha sonra 31 Mayis’a (MEB, 2020c) kadar uzatilmistir. Boylece
koronavirils tedbirleri kapsaminda 23 Mart’ta baslanan uzaktan egitim, TRT EBA’da 3 yeni televizyon
kanali ve kapasitesi artirilan EBA (izerinden 19 Haziran’a kadar sirmustir (MEB, 2020d). 2020-2021
egitim Ogretim yilinda bircok kez yiiz yize egitim denemeleri yapilmasina ragmen salgindaki yeni
dalgalar nedeniyle donemin tamamina yakini uzaktan egitimle devam etmistir (MEB, 2020e, 2020f,
2020g, 2021a). Nihayet 2021-2022 egitim 6gretim yilinda tim kademelerde yliz ylize egitime gegilmistir
(MEB, 2021b).

Diinyada ve Tiirkiye’de Uzaktan Egitimin Gegmisi

Uzaktan egitim, 6grencilerin ve egiticilerin ylz ylize bir araya gelmesine gerek kalmaksizin zamandan
ve mekandan bagimsiz olarak sanal ortamda gerceklestirilebilen egitim etkinliklerini icermektedir. Tim
kademelerde 6gretim yapmaya imkan taniyan bu egitim sisteminin (Enfiyeci & Buyukalan-Filiz, 2019)
diinyadaki ve Tirkiye’deki gelisimi birbirinden farkli siiregleri icermektedir. Oncelikle diinyada uzaktan
egitimin gelisimi, Bozkurt (2016) tarafindan lic dénem ve evreye ayrilarak ele alinmistir:

Bu donemlerin ayrintilarina bakildiginda, uzaktan egitimin 1923 yilindan 1960’h yillara kadar
kavramsal olarak tartisildigi, 1970’li yillardan sonra ortadgretim diizeyinde uzaktan egitim calismalari
yapildig ve bazi tecrlibeler edinilerek kiigiik de olsa ilerleme kaydedildigi gorilmektedir. Bu uygulamalar,
1980 sonrasi Anadolu Universitesi Agikégretim Fakiltesinin kurulmasiyla yiiksekégretimde yer almistir.
1980 ve 1990’1 yillarda ilk, orta ve yiksekdgretim diizeylerinde gelisim gosteren uzaktan egitim, bliylk
bir 6grenci kitlesini bilinyesinde barindiran bir sistem haline gelmistir. Kazanilan basariyla uzaktan
egitime ilgi artmis, 1996 yilindan sonra bilgi ve iletisim teknolojilerinde (BiT) yasanan gelismelere paralel
olarak sunulan egitim firsatlari genislemis ve bu sistem milyonlari bulan 6grenciye hizmet vermeye
baslamistir (Bozkurt, 2017). Diinyada ve Tirkiye’de farkl gelisim sireglerine sahip olan ve 2020 vyili
itibariyle tim dinyanin zorunlu olarak yakindan tecriibe ettigi uzaktan egitim, cesitli 6zellikleriyle
geleneksel egitimden ayrilmaktadir.

Uzaktan Egitimin Ozellikleri

Her egitim faaliyetinin oldugu gibi, uzaktan egitim modelinin de birgok avantaji ve sinirliliklari
bulunmaktadir. Oncelikle uzaktan egitimin bazi avantajlarini asagidaki gibi siralamak miimkindiir
(Yurdakul, 2020, s. 275-276):

e Geleneksel egitim uygulamalarinin yetersizliklerini gidermeye yonelik daha genis ve etkin egitim
olanaklari sunar.

e Secici-eleyici sistem yerine tanilayici-yetistirici bir yapiyi destekler.

o (grenme yeri ve zamani agisindan esneklik ve serbestlik saglar.

e Egitimi demokratiklestirerek genis kitlelere ulastirir.

e Hem kitlesel hem de bireysel egitimi destekler.

e Farkh programlarla 6grenenlerin genis ilgi, istek ve beklentilerine cevap verir.

o Ogrencilerin 6grenmeyi 6grenme becerilerini gelistirir.

Yukarida deginilen avantajlarin yani sira uzaktan egitimin birgok sinirli yoni bulunmaktadir (Yurdakul,
2020, s. 276-277):
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e Distan denetimli, 6grenme glidisi ve bagimsiz ¢alisma aliskanhgi gelismemis kisilere igin yararli
degildir.

e Ogrenme giicliklerine ve yetersizliklerine yonelik yardim, rehberlik ve déniit-diizeltme
faaliyetlerinde gecikmeler yasanmaktadir.

o jletisim teknolojilerine bagimlilig artirmaktadir.

e Ylzyize iletisim ve etkilesim agisindan sinirlidir.

e Uygulamali disiplinlerin becerilerini gelistirmekte yetersizdir.

Avantajlari ve sinirli yonleri dikkate alinarak kullaniimasi gereken uzak egitimin, senkron (es zamanli),
asenkron (es zamansiz), harmanlanmis (karma) ya da ters ylz edilmis egitim olmak lzere dért modeli
bulunmaktadir. Senkron uygulamada egiticiler ve 6grenciler bir sinif sisteminde bulunur. Zamana bagiml
bu modelde, internet araciligiyla sesler ve goérintiler es zamanl olarak aktarilir. Asenkron 6grenme
modelinde 6grenciler, 6greticiden bagimsiz olarak egitimi istedigi zaman baslatma ve bitirme imkanina
sahiptir. Bunun icin dersler kaydedilir ve gesitli ders materyalleri yiklenir (Erfidan, 2019). Harmanlanmis
(karma) egitim modeli, okulda yiratilen 6gretim faaliyetlerinin internet teknolojileri kullanilarak okul
sonrasinda sirduriilmesi ya da okul ici ve okul digi verilen egitimin bir butlin olarak ele alinmasini ifade
eder. Bu sireg, gesitli senkron veya asenkron olarak bazi 6grenme ve 6gretim yontemleri ile farkli
rehberlik dizeylerinde 6grenmeleri (bireysel, egitmen ya da uzman liderligindeki veya grup/sosyal
o6grenme) icermektedir. Ters ylz 6grenme modelinde ise bir dersin 6gretmeni 6grencilerine evlerinde
yapmasi icin ddevler, ders tekrarlari (video, konu anlatimi vb.) veya etkinlikler verir. Ogrenciler, bu
faaliyetleri evlerinde yaptiktan sonra okulda 6gretmen onlari kontrol eder ve geri bildirimler verir.
Buradaki amag, siniftaki zamani 6grenme faaliyetleri icin daha etkin kullanmak ve 6grencilerin eksiklerini
gidermektir (Yaylak, 2019). Bu dért modelin uygulanmasinda cgesitli 6grenme yénetim sistemleri (OYS) ve
sanal sinif uygulamalari kullaniimaktadir. OYS’ler arasinda Moodle LMS, EBA, Edmodo, Google
Classroom, Schoology, Blackboard Learn, ATutor, Dokeos, OLAT, eStudy, Bodington, Claroline, Docebo,
eFront, Sakai, Drupal (Celik, 2021; Kavrat, 2013; Solmaz, 2021; Yaylak, 2019) gibi 6rnekler siralanabilir.
Sanal sinif uygulamalari arasinda ise Adobe Connect, BigBlueButton, Elluminate Live ve Microsoft Office
Live Meeting bulunmaktadir (Celik, 2021; Kavrat, 2013).

Cesitli platformalar aracihigiyla yaritilen uzaktan egitim slrecinde bircok Web 2.0 araci
kullaniimaktadir. Bu araglarin kullanimi, 6zellikle pandemi déoneminden sonra yogunlasmistir. Web 2.0
araglari, 6gretim siirecinin yani sira 6lgme ve degerlendirme amaciyla da tercih edilmektedir. Bu
kapsamda zihin haritasi, pano, poster, karikatiir, blog, test, bulmaca, sunum, animasyon, bilgi afisi,
infografik, hikaye ve kitap olusturmak igin bu araglardan faydalaniimaktadir (Celik, 2021). Sanal siniflarda
gerceklestirilen 6gretim sirasinda bloglar, Bubbl.us, Canva, Camtasia, Diigo, Edpuzzle, Evernote, Flickr,
Glogster, H5P, StoryboardThat, Padlet, Pixton, Powtoon, Prezi, Voki (Celik, 2021; Dere & Demirci, 2021;
Kavasoglu, 2020; Solmaz, 2021; Tinkler, 2021; Yaylak, 2019; Yesiltas, 2020) gibi ylzlerce arag
kullanilmaktadir. Dijital olarak 6lgme ve degerlendirme yapmak icin ise Bookwidgets, Crowdsignal,
Gimkit, Kahoot, Mentimeter, Nearpod, Osmosis, Plickers, Polleverywhere, Quizizz, Quizlet, Qwizdom,
Socrative, Wooclap ve Zeetings (Aydogan-Yenmez & Goékee, 2021; Celik, 2021; Lightbody, 2021; Solmaz,
2021; Sitgl, 2020; Yaylak, 2019) gibi gesitli araglar tercih edilmektedir. Buraya kadar deginilen modeller,
yontemler ve araclar, salgin doneminde egitim slrecinin vazgecilmez parcalari haline gelmistir. Bu
baglamda Covid-19 salginindan sonra uzaktan egitim uygulamalarinin zorunlu olarak kullaniimaya
baslandigi derslerden biri de sosyal bilgiler olmustur. 2020 yilina kadar minferit ornekleri bulunan
uzaktan sosyal bilgiler 6gretimi, ortaokul, lise ve liniversite kademelerinin ‘yeni normal’i olmustur.

Ote yandan salginin Tiirkiye’de ‘yeni normal’ olmasiyla birlikte 1,5 yilda yasanan gelismelere paralel
olarak verilen uzaktan egitim, cesitli boyutlariyla birgok ¢alismada ele alinmistir. Yapilan ¢alismalarda
uzaktan egitim slrecinin en 6nemli paydasi olan 6gretmenlerin siireg icerisinde yasadiklari, bakis acilari
ve Onerileri degerlendirilmistir. Bu arastirmalarin beden egitimi (Cetin vd., 2021), din kultiria ve ahlak
bilgisi (Cakmak & Uzunpolat, 2021), fen bilimleri (Bakioglu & Cevik, 2020; Unal & Bulunuz, 2020), gorsel
sanatlar (Hicyllmaz, 2020), ingilizce (Timen-Akyildiz, 2020), matematik (Ozdemir-Baki & Celik, 2021),
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okul 6ncesi (Glindogdu, 2021), sinif (Saygi, 2021; Sonmez, Yildirrm & Cetinkaya, 2020), Tirkce
(Bayburtlu, 2020; Karakus vd., 2021) 6gretmenligi gibi bircok alanda yiiratildagu goriilmektedir. Bunun
yaninda gesitli branslardan 6gretmenlerin gorislerine birlikte basvuran ¢ok sayida arastirma yapilmistir
(Avcr & Akdeniz, 2021; Balaman & Hanbay-Tiryaki, 2021; Canbolat & Yildirim, 2021; Cakin & Kilekgi-
Akyavuz, 2020; Erglic-Sahan & Parlar, 2021; Karaca vd., 2021; Kavuk & Demirtas, 2021).

Mevcut arastirmaya konu olan sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenleriyle ilgili ¢alismalara daha yakindan
bakildiginda, ilk arastirmada Uyar (2020), sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenleriyle uzaktan egitim sirecini
degerlendirmistir. Arastirma sonucunda 6gretmenlerin uzaktan egitimin tek basina yeterli olmadigina,
yuz ylze egitime gore verimin disik olduguna ve Ogrenciler arasinda firsat esitsizliginin yasandigina
dikkat cektikleri goriilmustir. Olumlu olarak ise uzaktan egitimin zaman ve mekan sinirlamalarini
ortadan kaldirmasina ve genis bir kitleye ulasilabilmeyi sagladigina vurgu yapilmistir. Bir diger ¢alismada
Akgil ve Oran (2020), sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin yani sira ortaokul 6grencilerin ve velilerin uzaktan
egitim slrecine iliskin géruslerini incelemistir. Uyar’in (2020) ¢alismasinda oldugu gibi, uzaktan egitimin
en blyuk avantajinin zaman ve mekandan bagimsiz olmayi sagladigina vurgu yapilmistir. Buna karsin
ogretmenlerin  blylik g¢ogunlugu, Ogrencilerin uzaktan egitime karsi motivasyonlari ve derse
katilimlarinin disik olmasi, alt yapi yetersizligi, baglanti kopuklugu gibi cesitli sorunlardan yakinmistir.
Ugiincii  ¢alismada Coskun-Keskin ve digerleri (2021), uzaktan egitim siirecinde sosyal bilgiler
o6gretmenlerinin  yasadigi problemlere odaklanmiglardir. Arastirma sonucunda sosyal bilgiler
o6gretmenlerinin uzaktan egitim sirecinde 6grenci, veli, okul yonetimi ve siireg, ev yasami ve aile diizeni
gibi cesitli konularda problemlerle karsilastiklari tespit edilmistir. Bu problemler arasinda en cok
ogrencilerle yasananlar 6n plana cikarilmistir. Dordincli c¢alismada Aydemir (2021), diger iki
arastirmadan farkh olarak, uzaktan egitim siirecinde sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin veli ve 6grencilerle
olan iletisimi Gzerinde durmustur. Arastirma sonucunda 6gretmenlerin sireci iyi ydnetmek igin iletigimi
onemsedikleri ve iletisimi daha ¢ok ders ve ddev verme, motive etme gibi gerekcgelerle telefon,
mesajlasma ve arama uygulamalari kullanarak kurduklari tespit edilmistir. Ayrica 6gretmenler, 6grenci
ve velilerle maddi nedenlere dayali olarak gesitli iletisim sorunlari yasadiklarina dikkat ¢ekmislerdir.
Besinci arastirmada Korkut ve Memisoglu (2021), sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin uzaktan egitimle ilgili
goruslerini incelemistir. Arastirmaya katilan Ogretmenler, uzaktan egitimi dijital ortamda zengin
iceriklere ulagsmayi kolaylastirma, dikkat cekme ve motivasyonu canli tutma gibi olumlu; sosyallesme ve
iletisim sorunlari gibi olumsuz yonlerine deginmislerdir. Son olarak Tanta (2021), uzaktan egitim
siirecinde sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin yonetici, 6grenci, veli, teknoloji, 6lgme ve degerlendirmeden
kaynaklanan sorunlarla karsilastiklarini, dolayisiyla yiiz yuze egitime daha olumlu baktiklarini tespit
etmistir. Deginilen c¢alismalarda ele alinan boyutlarin yani sira bu arastirmada sosyal bilgiler
o6gretmenlerinin uzaktan egitim sirecinde kullandiklari Web 2.0 araglari ve kendi dijital yeterlilikleri
hakkindaki algilari ele alinmistir. Bu 6zellikleriyle uzaktan egitim déneminde sosyal bilgiler derslerini
genis bir sekilde degerlendirmek amacglanmistir. Bu o6zellikler ve amaglar dogrultusunda asagidaki
arastirma sorularina cevap aranmistir:

1. Uzaktan egitimin avantajlari ve sinirliliklari nelerdir?

2. Sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenleri, uzaktan egitim doneminde hangi yontemleri ve teknikleri tercih
etmislerdir?

3. Sosyal bilgiler 0Ogretmenleri, uzaktan egitim doneminde hangi materyalleri ve egitim
teknolojilerini kullanmiglardir?

4. Sosyal  bilgiler 06gretmenleri, uzaktan egitimde o6lgme ve degerlendirmeyi nasil
gerceklestirmislerdir?

5. Sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin dijital yeterlilik algilari nasildir?

6. Sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenleri, uzaktan egitim déneminde hangi sorunlarla karsilasmislardir?
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Yoéntem
Arastirma Modeli

Bu arastirma, yorumlamaci fenomenolojiye uygun olarak tasarlanmis ve yirutiilmustir. Bilindigi gibi
fenomenolojik ¢alismada arastirmacilar, fenomenle ilgili deneyime sahip olan kisilerden veri toplayarak
onlarin deneyimlerinin 6zlini tanimlayan (onlarin "neyi", "nasil" deneyimlediklerini iceren) butincil bir
betimleme yaparlar (Creswell, 2013). Bu arastirmada ikinci yazar, pandemi siirecinde sosyal bilgiler
derslerini yuruten bir 6gretmen oldugu ve siirece iliskin birinci elden gézlemleri oldugu igin tecriibeleri
yalnizca betimlemek yerine ayni zamanda anlamina iliskin yorumlamalar yapilmistir. Yorumlayici
fenomonolojide arastirmaci, 6n bilgi ve deneyimleriyle yorumlama yaparak geri plandaki anlamlara
ulasmaya ¢alisir (Ersoy, 2019).

Calisma Grubu

Arastirmanin ¢alisma grubu, Turkiye’nin 9 farkli ilinde gérev yapan 14 sosyal bilgiler 6gretmeninden
olusmaktadir. Katilimcilara iliskin demografik bilgiler, asagidaki Tablo 2’de sunulmustur:

Tabloda goéruldigu gibi, arastirmada salgin doneminde uzaktan sosyal bilgilere iliskin deneyimleri
olan 9 farkh ilden 7 kadin ve 7 erkek olmak Uzere toplam 14 6gretmen yer almistir. Farkh illerde ve
kosullarda ¢alisan 6gretmenlerin tecribeleri arasindaki benzerlikleri ve farkhliklari ortaya koymak igin
katilimcilar maksimum 6rnekleme yontemiyle secilmistir. Bu kapsamda salgin déneminde sosyal bilgiler
derslerinin nasil yUratildGagini anlamak, o6gretmenlerin tecribeleri arasindaki farkliliklari ve
benzerlikleri yansitmak igin cinsiyet, calisma yili ve gorev yapilan il degiskenleri kullanilmistir. Calismaya
katilmayr kabul eden 06gretmenler, gonilli katihm onam formunu imzalamislardir. Katimcilarin
kimliklerini gizlemek icin gercek isimlerinin yerine takma isimler (01, 02, 03...) kullanilmistir. Ayrica bu
arastirmanin etik vyeterlilikleri karsiladigi Necmettin Erbakan Universitesi Sosyal ve Beseri Bilimler
Bilimsel Arastirmalar Etik Kurulu'nun 18/12/2020 tarihli karariyla (Toplanti Sayisi: 03, Karar No:
2020/109) onaylanmistir.

Veri Toplama Araci ve Siireci

Arastirmanin verileri, arastirmacilar tarafindan hazirlanan 8 ana soru ve 12 alt sorudan olusan
goriisme formu kullanilarak yari yapilandiriimis gériisme oturumlarinda toplanmistir. Yari yapilandiriimis
goriismede arastirmaci, sormak istedigi sorulari 6nceden hazirlamasina ragmen goériismenin gidisatina
gore ek sorular sorabilir (Kuzu, 2013). Bu kapsamda oncelikle goriisme formundaki sorularin
uygunlugunu test etmek icin iki lisans 6grencisiyle kaydedilmeden goriisme yapilmistir. Anlasilmayan
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bolimler dizenlenmistir. Ardindan sorularin konuya uygunlugunu degerlendirmek icin iki alan
uzmanindan goris alindiktan sonra goriisme sorularina son sekli verilmistir. Bu asamadan sonra sosyal
bilgiler 6gretmenleriyle Zoom uygulamasi Uzerinden gorusmeler yapilarak kaydedilmistir. Kaydedilen
goriusmeler, birebir yaziya aktarilmistir.

Verilerin Analizi

Yaziya aktarilarak hazirlanan gériisme dékiimleri, igerik analizi yéntemiyle degerlendirilmistir. icerik
analizi, verinin igerigini ayrintili bir sekilde tanimlamak, analiz etmek veya yorumlamak igin kullanilir
(Privitera & Ahlgrim-Delzell, 2019). Bu degerlendirme siirecinde 6ncelikle bitin dékiimler okunmus,
kagidin bog birakilan yerlerine notlar alinmis ve kodlar gikarilmistir. Ardindan dékiumlerle birlikte kodlar
tekrar okunmus ve kategoriler olusturulmustur. Kategorilerin ve temalarin olusturulmasina arastirma
sorulari rehberlik etmistir. Son asamada yapilan analizlerin kanitlari olarak dogrudan alintilar
belirlenmistir. Bunun yaninda bulgularin ve gorislerin hangi konularda yogunlastigini gdstermek igin
frekanslar (f) kullanilmistir. Ayrica arastirmanin gilivenirligini ve gecerliligi artirmak icin gorisme
sorularini inceleyen iki alan uzmanindan veri analizini incelemesi ve goériis bildirmesi istenmistir. iki
uzmanin elestirileri dogrultusunda veri analizi diizenlenmistir.

Bulgular

Gorusmelerden elde edilen veriler, analiz edilerek arastirma sorulari dogrultusunda asagida sirayla
sunulmustur.

Uzaktan Egitimin Avantajlari ve Sinirhiliklar

ilk arastirma sorusunun birinci bélimiinde sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin uzaktan egitimin
avantajlari hakkindaki diistinceleri incelenmis ve Tablo 3’te sunulmustur:

Tablo 3’teki 6gretmen gorislerine bakildiginda, uzaktan egitimin avantajlari arasinda en ¢ok farkli
materyalleri ve araglari kullanmaya imkan tanimasi (7) 6n plana ¢ikmistir. Uzaktan egitimin avantajlarini
bir bitiin olarak degerlendiren 08, sunlar séylemistir: “Avantajlari, cocuklarin teknoloji kullanimini
égreniyor olabilmeleri olabilir. Dijital okuryazarlik becerisinin gelismesine katkisi olabilir. Bunun disinda
mesela haritalarin kullanimi, ¢ocuklarla beraber tablo istatistik yorumlama, gérselleri ¢ocuklara daha
kolay sunabilmemiz, ¢ocuklara videolar: izletebilmemiz gibi bazi kolaylklari da var.” Goruldugia gibi
o6gretmen, uzaktan egitimin farkli materyalleri ve teknolojik araglari kullanma imkaninin hem 6grenciler
hem de 6gretmenler agisindan sundugu katkilara deginmektedir. Ayni zamanda 6gretmenler, ders
sirasinda akilli tahtanin olmadigi, materyal eksikliklerinin bulundugu okullarda kullanamadigi bir¢ok
materyali bu siirecte kullanmaya baslamistir.

Uzaktan egitimin diger dnemli avantaji, salgina ragmen hem o0grencilerin hem de 6gretmenlerin
saglikli bir sekilde egitim faaliyetlerini siirdiirebilmeleri olmustur. Bu konudaki tecriibesini 05, su sekilde
aciklamistir: “Pandemi déneminde bile bir sekilde egitimi devam etmemizi sagladidi icin, énemli bir
kopukluk olmadigi igin, baglantiyi sagladigi igin, 6grencilerle hala irtibat hélinde olabildigimiz igin
cocuklarin tamamen [egitimden] kopmasini engelledigi icin uzaktan egitime olumlu bakiyorum.” Bunun
disinda salgin doneminde 6grencilerle iletisimi saglayan temel arag olan uzaktan egitimin hi¢ de alisik
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olmadiklari bir tecriibeyi onlara nasil kazandirdigini 011, su sekilde aciklamistir: “Derslerimizi belirli bir
oranda verebiliyoruz 6grencilerimize. Egitimden onlarin geri kalmasini engellemeye ¢alisiyoruz. Ders
imkénini en azindan zaman ve mekén siniri birakmadan yapma sansi verdi...” Ogretmenin kullandig
“zaman ve mekan sinirini ortadan kaldirma” ifadesi, uzaktan egitimin tipik 6zelliklerinden biri olarak bu
arastirmanin bulgularinda da yer almistir. Bunlarin disinda 6gretmenler, uzaktan egitimin avantajlari
arasinda dersi kaydetme ve tekrar izleyebilme, dezavantajli 6grencilere kolaylk saglama ve ayni anda
onlarca 6grenciye ulagabilme imkanlarina deginmistir.

Uzaktan egitimin avantajlarini degerlendiren 6gretmenler, ayni zamanda bazi sinirliklara dikkat
¢ekmislerdir. Elde edilen bulgular, Tablo 4’te sunulmustur:

Tablo 4’teki 6gretmen gorlslerine bakildiginda, uzaktan egitim siirecinin en 6nemli sinirhhgi,
dgrencilerin derslere yetersiz katiimidir (8). Bu sinirlihga dikkat ceken 07, sunlari séylemistir:

“Kéy okulunda gbrev yaptigim icin ¢odu Sdrencinin internete erisim sikintisi var. Ozellikle aileler
kalabalik oldugu icin bir evde bir telefon var, 4 tane Gdgrenci var, dersleri birbiriyle cakisiyor, biri
girebiliyor, biri giremiyor. Cogunun internet paketi iki (i¢ ders sonra bitiyor. Kby okulunda bazen internet
cekmiyor, sebeke sikintisi olabiliyor.”

Ogretmenin agikladigi gibi, 6grencilerin katimini olumsuz yénde etkileyen en énemli etkenler
arasinda maddi imkansizliklar, yerlesim biriminin dezavantajlari ve internete yeterince erisememenin
oldugu gorilmektedir. Diger 6gretmenlerin de benzer sekilde ifade ettigi gibi, uzaktan egitimin yeterli ve
saglikl cekim giiciine sahip internet gerektirmesi, bircok sinirliligi beraberinde getirmistir. internet ve
katihm problemlerine bagh olarak 6gretmenler, uzaktan egitim siirecinde 6lgme ve degerlendirme
konusunda énemli sorunlar yasamistir. 06, 6lgme ve degerlendirme siirecinde yasanan sorunlara iliskin
gozlemlerini soyle aktarmistir:

“Biz égrencinin konuyu nasil anlayip anlamadidini, ne disiindiigiinii bakislarindan, mimiklerinden
falan ¢ok rahat anlyorduk. Uzaktan editimde béyle bir sansimiz da yok. ilk basta sinav olacakti sonra
sinavi da kaldirdilar. Sinav olmayinca ¢ocuk diisiinmeye basladi, zaten sinav da olmayacak o zaman ben
niye gireyim mantiginda olan ¢ok 6grencim de oldu...”

Uzaktan egitimin 6lcme ve degerlendirme konusundaki sinirliklarinin yaninda salgin dénemindeki
sinavlar konusundaki belirsizlik ve sonrasinda sinavlarin tamamen kaldirilmasi, 6grencilerin ders ¢alisma
motivasyonlarini yitirmesine yol almistir. Bu durum da 6grencilerin derslere katihm oranlarini 6nemli
dlciide disirmistir. Ogrencilerin derslere yeterince katilmamasi, ayni zamanda &nemli 6grenme
kayiplarina neden olmustur.
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Uzaktan Egitimde Kullanilan Yontem ve Teknikler

ikinci arastirma sorusunda dgretmenlerin siirecte kullandiklari ydntemler ve teknikler incelenmis ve
Tablo 5’te sunulmustur.

Tablo 5’e bakildiginda, 6gretmenlerin en ¢ok yiz yiize egitimde de fazlasiyla kullandiklari, diiz anlatim
(14) ve soru-cevap (10) ydntemlerini tercih ettikleri goriilmektedir. 012, bu durumu gerekgesiyle birlikte
sdyle agiklamistir: “Ister istemez sadece diiz anlatim kullanmak zorundayiz. Ekstra bir yol zaten
kullanamiyorsunuz. Arastirma gérevi veriyorsunuz ya da arastirma yapacaksiniz, arastirma ile ilgili bile
sikinti yasiyorsunuz...” 012’yi destekleyen 07 ve O3 de diiz anlatim ydnteminin kaginilmaz oldugunu
diisinmektedir. 07, bu tercihinin nedenlerini séyle anlatmistir: “Sunum ve anlatim teknigi kullaniyorum,
soru cevap teknigini kullaniyorum, daha cok geleneksel egitimde kullanilan seyleri kullanabiliyorum
ancak.” Goériildiigi gibi O7 de geleneksel ydntemleri tercih etmek zorunda kaldigini ifade etmistir.

Ogretmen merkezli geleneksel yéntemlerin disinda farkhi uygulamalar yapan 09, neler yaptigini su
sekilde agiklamistir: “Biz genelde 6dgrenci merkezli yontemler kullandik. Beyin firtinasini ¢ok fazla
kullandik, onlarin fikirlerini almak agisindan soru cevap teknidini ¢ok fazla kullanabiliyoruz. Problem
¢6zme hani sayisal degil dersimiz ama sézel olmasina ragmen rahatlikla problem ¢ézme teknigini
kullandik.”

09, bu siirecte 6grencinin daha aktif oldugu beyin firtinasi ve problem ¢ézme ydntemlerini
kullanmistir. Bunlarin disinda katilimci 6gretmenlerin bazilari, 6rnek olay, tartisma ve canlandirma
yontemlerini kullanarak derslerini ¢esitlendirmistir.

Katihmci 6gretmenlerin tima, Millf Egitim Bakanligi’nin yénergesi dogrultusunda sanal siniflarda ders
vermek ve 6grencilerle bilgi paylasmak igin hem EBA hem de Zoom uygulamalarini kullanmislardir. Bu
sayede O0gretmenler, yiiz ylize egitimde her sinifta akilli tahta olmadigi icin uzaktan egitim doneminde
Ogrencilerin gesitli duyu organlarina hitap eden materyal ve egitim teknolojileri daha fazla kullanma
imkani bulmustur. Ogretmenlerden 08, siirecte tercih ettigi materyalleri ve egitim teknolojilerini su
sekilde acgiklamistir: “PowerPoint sunulari, onun disinda Pdf’ler, Word, cesitli dokiimanlar kullaniyoruz.
YouTube videolari, EBA ve Morpa’nin igerikleri oluyor. Gérseller, haritalar, Kiiltiir Bakanhginin canli
miizeleri [sanal miizeler] her acgidan miizeleri izleyebilecegimiz, gezebilecegimiz imkdnlardan
faydalaniyorum.” Goéruldigi gibi 6gretmen, 6grenme yonetim sistemleri ve araglari sayesinde birgok
isitsel ve gorsel teknolojileri kullanabilmistir.

Bu siregte bazi 6gretmenler, Web 2.0 araglarini tanimig ve kullanmistir. Buna ragmen katilimcilarin
biiyiik cogunlugunun (10) bu araglari kullanmadig tespit edilmistir. Ogretmenlerin kullandiklari Web 2.0
araglarina iliskin bilgilere Tablo 7’de yer verilmistir:

Tabloda sunulan teknolojileri kullanan 4 6gretmenin oldukca cesitli Web 2.0 araglarini tercih ettigi
goriilmektedir. Katiimcilardan 09, bu araglari nasil kullandigi ve onlarin fonksiyonlarini sdyle anlatmistir:

“Mesela fikirlerini séyleyip yazabilmek icin ¢ok edlendikleri Word Art diye bir kelime bulutu
uygulamasi var, onu kullandik. Scrumlr diye bir uygulama var, ayni odaya giriyoruz hep beraber. Not
kaditlarindan mesela demokrasi deyince akliniza ne geliyor diyorum ¢ocuklara, not kdditlarina hepsi
yaziyor. Kahoot lizerinden yarismalar diizenledik, ¢ocuklar seslendirmeler yaptilar. Puzzle programlari
kullandik... Google Form kullanarak anketler olusturduk, fikirlerini aldim ¢ocuklarin. Voki ile seslendirme
yaptik, Padlet uygulamasi ile okul panosu olusturduk, Canva ile posterler, afisler tasarladik. PowerPoint
sunularini da ¢ok yogun kullandim.”
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Yukarida goriislerine yer verilen 09, dgretmenler igerisinde en fazla Web 2.0 araci (8) kullanan kisi
olmustur. Kullandig araglara ve kullanim amaclarina bakildiginda derslerini oldukga gesitlendirme firsati
buldugu anlasiimaktadir. Ayni sekilde O11 de bircok Web 2.0 aracini oyunlari, bulmacalari ve etkinlikleri
hazirlamak ve uygulamak icin kullanmistir:

“Learning Apps diye bir uygulama var, onun (izerinde oyunlar tasarlaniyor. Odrenciye tasarlayip
yolluyordum WhatsApp gruplari tizerinden. Crossword Puzzle gibi bir site vardi, oradan da bulmacalar
yapip yolluyordum kendilerine. Bunun disinda yine Wordwall diye bir site vardi, onun (izerinden de oyun
tarzinda etkinlikler tasarlayip 6grenciye yollamaya c¢alisiyordum. Bir iki kere de Artsteps diye bir
uygulama var, sanal gezi uygulamasi, onu kullanmaya ¢alistim. Google Drive (izerinden de bazen bazi
kaynaklari yolluyordum."

Goruldugu gibi 011, 6gretim siirecini, 6lgme ve degerlendirmeyi ve ders sonrasi okumalari
desteklemek icin 5 farkli Web 2.0 aracini kullanmistir. Hem 09 hem de 011, Web 2.0 araglarini amacina
uygun bir sekilde kullanarak ¢oklu zekd kuraminin 6ngordigi sekilde 6grencilerin gesitli zeka alanlarina
hitap etmislerdir.

Uzaktan Egitimde Kullanilan Olgme ve Degerlendirme Yontemleri

Tablo 8’e bakildiginda, 6gretmenlerin uzaktan egitim slirecinde 6lgme ve degerlendirmeyi daha gok
testler (8) uzerinden vyaptiklari gériilmektedir. 010, 6lgme ve degerlendirmeyi su sekilde
gerceklestirmistir: “Sorularla, testlerle, EBA’dan génderdigimiz ddevlerle o sekilde yapmaya ¢calistik.”
010 gibi bircok &gretmenin testler ve sozlii soru cevaplar kullanarak sinirli sekilde 6lgme ve
degerlendirme etkinlikleri gerceklestirdikleri anlasiimaktadir. Buna karsin geleneksel 6lgme ve
degerlendirme etkinliklerinin yaninda alternatif 6lcme ve degerlendirme yontemlerini kullanan
dgretmenlerden 09, Web 2.0 araclarini kullanarak 6lgme ve degerlendirmeyi su sekilde
gerceklestirmistir:

“Cocuklara bulmacalari génderdim, bulmacanin lzerindeki etkinlikleri ne kadar yapabildiklerini, ne
kadarinin geri déniis yaptigini, ne kadar ilgilerini gekebildigimi gériiyorum. Yine ayni sekilde temel ilkeler
ile ilgili Puzzle yaptik. iki hafta sonra da bu konuyla ilgili Kahoot yarismasi yapacadim. Kahoot ile geri
dénlisii cok giizel ve cok keyifli oluyor.”

Daha &nce deginildigi gibi 09, yine Web 2.0 araclarini kullanarak élgme ve degerlendirme siirecinin
hem 6gretici hem de eglenceli olmasini saglamaya g¢alismistir.
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Ogretmenlerin Dijital Yeterlilik Algilari

Besinci arastirma sorusunda Ogretmenlerin dijital vyeterlilik algilari incelenmistir. Katilimci
Ogretmenlerin ¢ogu (8), kendisini dijital beceriler agisindan yetersiz gérmektedir. Ancak bu durumu
“kendimi gelistirmeliyim” diyerek dolayli olarak ifade etmislerdir. Nitekim katilimci 14 6gretmenden
yalnizca 4’tniin Web 2.0 araglarini tanimasi ve kullanmasi, bu durumu ortaya koymaktadir. Ayrica
yalnizca 2 6gretmen, kendini dijital beceriler agisindan yeterli bulmustur. Bu noktada 6ncelikle gesitli
Web 2.0 araglarini ve materyalleri kullanan 3 &gretmenin gorislerine yer vermekte fayda vardir. ilk
olarak en ¢ok Web 2.0 aracini kullanan 09, kendi dijital becerileri hakkinda sunlari séylemistir: “Ben
kendimi hélen ¢ok yetenekli gérmiiyorum ama sunu séyleyebilirim ki kendimi ¢ok gelistirdim. Uzaktan
editimin bence en bliyiik faydasi benim agimdan teknoloji ile daha i¢ ice olmami sagladi diyebilirim.”
Gorildigu gibi 09, dgretmenler igerisinde en fazla Web 2.0 araci (8) kullanmasina ve bu araglari
derslerin tim sireclerine yaymasina ragmen glicli ve zayif yonlerini daha gercekci ifade etmektedir.
09’dan sonra en fazla Web 2.0 araci (5) kullanan 011 de oldukga gercekei 6z degerlendirme yapmistir:

“lik basta tabii ki bilmedigimiz bir siire¢ oldudu icin bircok yénden aslinda zayif yéniimiiz vardi. Zayif
yénlerimi diisiindiigliimde ag¢ikgasi siirecin basinda daha ¢ok yasadigim durum, é6grenciye ulasma sikintim
[oldu]. Zoom, EBA gibi uygulamalari kullanma noktasinda acemilik ¢ektim. Gliglii yénlerime geldigimde
ise sunun farkina vardim bir¢ok uzaktan egitim aracini veya ders igin kullanabilecegim etkinlik aracini
kesfettim ve bunlani kullanabilecegimi gérdiim. Acikcasi kisisel yeterlilik noktasinda biiyiik bir sorunla
karsilasmadim.”

Géruldigu gibi 011, siireg igerisinde eksiklerini belirleyip nasil giderdigini ve kendini gelistirdigini
mimkiin oldugunca acik bir sekilde anlatmaktadir. Ugiincii olarak en gok materyal kullanan kisilerden
biri olan 08 de kendini s6yle degerlendirmistir:

“Web 2.0 araglari vardi, bunlarin kullanilmamasi bir eksiklik olabilir. Bunlarda egitimde-égretimde
kendi adima kazandirmam gereken araglar olabilir. iste EBA’nin iceriklerini veya kendi iiye oldugumuz
diger portallari kullanmayi giiclii yénler olarak s6yleyebilirim. Bunun disinda ¢ocuklara 6nden o konuyla
ilgili video iceriklerini sunma veya bunlari arastirma, giincel bilgilere ulasma adina elimden gelen gayreti
glsteriyorum. Bu siirecte herhangi bir sorun yasamadim.”

Goruldugu gibi, Gg 6gretmen de gicli ve zayif yonlerini gercekgi bir sekilde anlatmistir. Buna karsin
hem Web 2.0 araglarindan hem de materyallerden yararlanma konusunda yeterli bilgi vermeyen veya
bunlar kullanmayan bazi 6gretmenlerin gorislerine bakildiginda eksikliklerini yeterince net ve agik
ifadelerle belirtmedikleri gorilmektedir. Dolayh olarak eksikliklerini ifade eden 6gretmenlerden bazi
ornekler asagida sunulmustur:

“Dijital yeterlilik konusunda kéti oldugumu disiinmiyorum yeterli oldugumu da diisiinmiiyorum,
eksiklerim vardir illa ki ama onlari kapatmaya calisiyorum.” (010)

“Dijital olarak yeterliyim ama kendimi daha da gelistirmem gerektigini diisiiniiyorum. Ciinkii 6zellikle
bu pandemi siireciyle birlikte egitimin dijitallesmesiyle kendimi daha fazla gelistirmem gerektigini
disiiniiyorum.” (013)

“Gliglii yéniim olarak sayabilirsem teknolojiye hdkim olmam olabilir belki kullanmayi seviyorum ayni
zamanda teknolojiyi ama zayif yéniim olarak giiniimiizde internet tabanl uygulamalarin ¢cogu ézellikle
cok iyi olanlari ingilizce altyapiya sahip maalesef benim ingilizce seviyem yeterli olmayabiliyor...” (02)

Gorislerine yer verilen 6gretmenlerin kendi eksiklerini ifade ederken daha temkinli ifadeler tercih

ettikleri goriilmektedir. Buna karsin bazi Ogretmenler, dogrudan vyetersiz kaldiklari yonleri
soylemislerdir:
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“Soyle séyleyeyim ézellikle telefon, bilgisayardaki hani EBA, Zoom veya diger uygulamalarda bayadi
ben yani hani yetersizdim. Uzaktan editimle beraber biraz daha gelistirdim en azindan kendimi.” (01)

“Uzaktan egitim siirecinde gérdiik ki dijital platformu verimli kullanan égretmen daha fazla icerik
dretebiliyor, daha fazla 6grencilere verimli olabildigini gésteriyor. Ben de bu konuda biraz kendimi eksik
hissediyorum diyebilirim, yani kendimi gelistirmem gerektigini diisiiniiyorum...” (07)

Her iki 6gretmenin de kendini gelistirmek konusunda gayretli oldugu ancak zayif yonlerinin farkinda
oldugu da anlasiimaktadir. Bunlarin disinda kendini yeterli géren 012, gerekgesini sdyle agiklamistir:

“Bu siirece daha dncesinden okuldan aldigimiz egitimle haziriz. Yani onun farkindayiz ve duruma ayak
uydurabiliyoruz. Biz kendi okulumuz agisindan sansli oldugumuz igin en azindan gerekli bilgilendirmeler
ve egitimler verildi bu konuda. Bir sikintimiz olmadi ki iiniversitelerden zaten egitimini alip geliyoruz.”

Surecte kendini yeterli ve hazir géren O6gretmenin “Web 2.0 araglarindan hangilerini
kullaniyorsunuz?” sorusu yoneltildiginde “EBA ve Zoom disinda Web araci kullanmadim.” demesi,
oldukga dikkat gekicidir. Bunlarin yaninda 6zellikle 6gretmenlerin yeterlilik algilarini gélgeleyen bir cevap
dikkat cekmektedir: “Cok fazla sikinti yasamadim.” Ogretmenlerin ¢ogu, kendini ifade ederken
yeterliliginin 6lglsi olarak ¢ok sorun yasamamayi gormektedir. Aslinda sorunun 6ziinde hangi araglari
nasil kullandiklari sorgulanmaktadir. Zaten Web 2.0 araglari ya da diger araglar kullaniimadiginda,
yalnizca EBA ve Zoom tercih edildiginde, énemli bir sorunla karsilasiimamasi dogal karsilanacaktir. Bu
bulgularin disinda 6gretmenler, dijital yeterliliklerini gelistirmek icin Youtube videolar izlediklerini,
meslektaslarindan yardim aldiklarini ve Milli Egitim Bakanliginin egitimlerine katildiklarini ifade
etmislerdir.

Uzaktan Egitim Suirecinde Karsilagilan Sorunlar

Son arastirma sorusunda 6gretmenlerin uzaktan egitim doneminde karsilastiklari sorunlar incelenmis
ve Tablo 9’da sunulmustur.

Tablo 9'da goruldugia gibi, 6gretmenlerin karsilastigi problemler teknolojik-sistemsel, iletisim-
koordinasyon, Ogrenciler, aile ve diger sorunlar olmak Uzere bes kategori altinda toplanmistir. Bu
sorunlar igerisinde en fazla vurgulanan kategori, teknolojik-sistemsel sorunlar olmustur. Buradaki
sorunlarin temelinde internet baglantisi ve kullanilan canli ders uygulamalari (Zoom, EBA gibi)
bulunmaktadir. Ogretmenlerin kullandigi uygulamalardan biri olan EBA’dan kaynaklanan sorunlara iliskin
o6gretmenlerin tecriibelerinden 6rnekler asagida sunulmustur:
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“EBA’da yasanilan yogunluktan dolayi birtakim teknik sorunlar yasadik. Bu biiyiik bir problem oldu.
Clinkii EBA tizerinde yogunluktan dolayr ¢cogu zaman derslere giris ¢ikislarda falan baya sikinti yasadik.”
(04)

“EBA su anda diinyada en ¢ok tiklanan site, bu agidan ilk basta yogunluktan dolayr EBA’ya
giremedigimiz, dersleri baslatamadigimiz ¢ok oldu.” (013)

“Yogunluktan dolay! bazen derse giremedigimiz, sistemin dersten attigi zamanlar oldu, bu bence
sorunlardan birisi.” (06)

EBA’nin yani sira pandemi surecinde diinyada da yaygin sekilde kullanilan Zoom programiyla ilgili
uygulama dilinin ingilizce olmasi, oturum siiresinin 40 dakika ile sinirlanmasi ve 6grencilerin ID ve
sifrelerini yanhs girdigi icin derse katilamamasi gibi bazi sorunlar yasanmistir. Zoom programina iliskin
yasadigi sorunlari 07, su sekilde anlatmistir: “Zoom’u éncelikle kullanirken yabancilik cektik ¢iinkii ilk
defa kullandi§im bir seydi, acik¢asi zorlandim. Teknik bir sikinti yasadim ciinkii ¢odu sey ingilizce.
Cocuklar, égrenciler bile zorluk cekti. Ses nerden acilir hocam, iste sesi agamiyoruz, gériintii gérintiyii
nereden acacadiz...” Ogretmenlerin canli derslerde kullandiklari hem EBA hem de Zoom programlariyla
ilgili ¢esitli sorunlar, daha ¢ok ilk zamanlarda yasanmis ve siireg icerisinde birgogu giderilmistir.

ikinci ana kategori olan iletisim-koordinasyon siirecinde dgretmenler internet baglantisindan ve
ailelerden kaynaklanan sorunlardan dolayr hem &grencilerle hem de ailelerle saglikli iletisim
kuramadiklarini belirtmislerdir. Bu konudaki temel sorunu 07, sdyle dzetlemistir: “Velilerin sorumiuluk
almasi gerekiyor burada, veliler sorumluluk almadidi icin maalesef Ggrencilerle pek saglikl iletisim
kuramiyoruz.”

Ugilincli ana kategori olan &grencilerle ilgili sorunlarda yine internet problemi (11) ve derse
girebilecek arag gereg eksikligi (10) &n plana gikmistir. Bu konuda 08, égrencilerin yasadig sorunlari su
sekilde agiklamistir: “Cocuklarin ézellikle internetleri cok ¢abuk bitti. Bazi 6grencilerin evde bilgisayarlari,
tabletleri yok, béyle sorunlar yasadik.” Benzer sorunlardan 01 de bahsetmistir: “En basta Sgrencilerin
arag gereci yok, internet baglantisi problem. Tablet, bilgisayar veya akilli telefon problemi yasayan ¢ok
sayida 6grencim vardl.” Alintilardan anlasildigl gibi, uzaktan egitim slrecinde 6zelikle maddi
imkansizliklardan dolayi 6grenciler derslere katilim problemleri yasamislardir.

Dordiinct ana kategori olan ailelerle ilgili sorunlarda ailelerin maddi imkansizliklari (6) ve uzaktan
egitimi dnemsememeleri (5) 6n plana gikmistir. 014, karsilastigi sorunu su sekilde agiklamistir: “Kéy
okulunda gérev yaptigim icin 6grencilerin %90’inin, 95’inin interneti yok. Telefonda interneti olmayan,
akilli telefonlari olmayan kesim de bayadi var, cocuklar hicbir sekilde baglanamiyorlar... imkénlar
dogrultusunda oldugu igin ailelerin imkdnlari yok, interneti pahali buluyorlar.” Maddi imkansizliklarin
yaninda diger énemli soruna deginen 013, sunlari sdylemistir: “Ailelerin de aslinda ézellikle bu uzaktan
editime olan bakis agilarini, 6n yargilarini kirmalari gerektigini diisiintiyorum ¢iinkii canli derslerde bile
velilerin ders esnasinda ¢esitli davranislari ve tepkilerinden [uzaktan egitimi] ¢cok da ciddiye almadiklarini
fark ettim.”

Son kategori olan diger sorunlar basliginda ders saatinin azligi ve konu yogunlugu (7), 6zel hayatin
ihlal edilmesi (2), 6dev kontrolii ve degerlendirme zorlugu (2) ve bilgilendirme eksikligi gibi sorunlardan
bahsedilmistir. Ozellikle ders saatinin sinirli olmasi ve internet baglantisi sorunlarindan derse geg
baslanabilmesi (bazen vyapilamamasi), 0Ogretmenlerin mevcut planlarinda yer alan konulari
yetistirememesiyle sonuglanmistir. Bunun disinda yiz yiize egitim gibi yalnizca glindiiz saatlerinde
derslerin  yapilmamasinin  dogurdugu sonucu, katilimcilardan 012, su sekilde &zetlemistir:
“Ogretmenlerin en biiyiik sikintisi, gecenin her saatinde aranabilecek konumdayiz... Ozel hayatimiz
kalmad....” Uzaktan egitim silirecinde 6grenci ve velilerin ders saatleri disinda gliniin her saatinde
ogretmen ile iletisim kurmaya calismasi, bu tir sorunlarin ortaya ¢ikmasina neden olmustur. Bunun
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disinda uzaktan egitim dénemine hazirliksiz olan 6gretmenler hem verilen 6devlerin hem de 6grencilerin
saglikli bir sekilde degerlendiremediklerinden yakinmiglardir.

Tartisma ve Sonug¢

Bu arastirmada pandemi déneminde sosyal bilgiler derslerinin nasil ylratuldigu Tarkiye'nin gesitli
illerinde gorev yapan Ogretmenlerin tecribelerine dayali olarak degerlendirilmistir. Birinci arastirma
sorusu kapsaminda uzaktan egitimin avantajlari ve sinirliliklari ele alinmistir. ilk olarak avantajlara iliskin
sonuglara bakildiginda, uzaktan egitimin farkli materyal ve araglari kullanabilmeye, egitimi siirdirmeye,
teknolojiyi 6grenmeye, zaman ve mekan zorunlulugunu ortadan kaldirmaya olanak sagladig
goriilmektedir. Bu sonuglar, Akgil ve Oran (2020), Korkut ve Memisoglu (2021), Seyhan (2021) ve Uyar
(2020) tarafindan yapilan calismalarin bulgulariyla benzerlik géstermektedir. ilgili calismalarda yer alan
katilmcilar, uzaktan egitimin materyal paylasabilme, saglkli bir sekilde egitime devam edebilme, zaman
ve mekan zorunlulugunu ortadan kaldirma gibi fonksiyonlarina vurgu yapmislardir.

Uzaktan egitimin sinirhliklariyla ilgili ulasilan sonuglara bakildiginda, yetersiz 6grenci katilimi, maddi
imkansizlklar, iletisim sorunlari ve altyapi yetersizligi gibi konular 6n plana ¢ikmistir. Uzaktan egitimin bu
sinirhiliklarina gesitli calismalarda da (Akgll & Oran, 2020; Bakioglu & Cevik, 2020; Bayburtlu, 2020;
Coskun-Keskin vd., 2020; Kavuk & Demirtas, 2021; Korkut & Memisoglu, 2021; Tanta, 2021; Uyar, 2020)
deginilmistir. Cesitli branslardan 6gretmenlerle yiritilen bu ¢alismalarda 6grenci katiiminin yetersizligi
ve internete/bilgisayara erisim, uzaktan egitimin en dnemli iki sinirlihgi olarak degerlendirilmistir. Aslinda
bahsedilen bu sinirliliklar, dogrudan uzaktan egitimle degil, ailelerin ekonomik sartlariyla ilgilidir. Gerekli
sartlar saglandiginda uzaktan egitimin hangi sinirh yonleri oldugunu degerlendirmek daha saglikh
olacaktir. Ancak acil uzaktan egitim déneminde karsilasilan internet ve teknolojik arag sorunlari, uzaktan
egitimin hanesine sinirliliklar olarak yazilmistir.

ikinci arastirma sorusu kapsaminda sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin uzaktan egitim siirecinde hangi
yontemleri ve teknikleri tercih ettikleri tartisilmistir. Sonug olarak katimci 6gretmenlerin uzaktan egitim
doneminde de geleneksel egitimin vazgecilmezleri olan diiz anlatim ve soru-cevap yontemlerini (Dere &
Ding, 2017) tercih ettikleri gorilmustir. Diger arastirmalarda da (Bakioglu & Cevik, 2020; Demirtas &
Kavuk, 2021; Uyar, 2020) bu iki yontemin vazgecilmez oldugunu gésteren sonuglar bulunmaktadir. Ancak
bu iki yontemin disinda problem ¢dzme, beyin firtinasi, 6rnek olay, tartisma ve canlandirma gibi yontem,
teknik ve etkinlikleri tercih eden 6gretmenlerin bulundugunu sdylemek mimkiindiir.

Ugiincli arastirma sorusunda uzaktan egitim siirecinde &gretmenlerin kullanmis oldugu egitim
teknolojileri ve materyaller incelenmistir. Tum 6gretmenler, MEB tarafindan kullanilmasi zorunlu olan
EBA ve Zoom uygulamalarindan derslerini yliritmuslerdir. Zoom’dan farkli olarak, EBA ayni zamanda
materyal paylasimi, mesaj, iletisim ve 6dev vermek icin kullanilmistir. Bunun yaninda 6gretmenler basta
videolar, gorseller, PowerPoint, ders kitabi olmak lzere bircok materyal kullanmislardir. Ancak yalnizca 4
o6gretmenin Web 2.0 araglarini kullandigi tespit edilmistir. Bu durum, Web 2.0 araglari konusunda 6nemli
bir eksiklik oldugunu gostermektedir. Alanyazindaki diger calismalara bakildiginda benzer sekilde
ogretmenlerin uzaktan egitim déneminde video, harita, slayt ve ders kitabi gibi materyalleri tercih
ettikleri gorllmektedir (Bakioglu & Cevik, 2020; Tanta, 2021; Uyar, 2020). Tuim sonuglar,
birlestirildiginde uzaktan egitim déneminde materyal ve egitim teknolojilerinin (6zellikle Web 2.0
araglarinin) kullaniminin artirilmasi gerektigini gostermektedir.

Dordiincl arastirma sorusu kapsaminda sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin 6lgme ve degerlendirme icin
daha ¢ok test ve soru cevap yontemlerini kullandiklari tespit edilmistir. Bunlarin disinda dogru-yanlis
sorulari, bulmacalar, bosluk doldurma ve agik uglu sorular kullanilsa da 6lcme ve degerlendirme
yontemlerinin yeterince cesitlendiriimedigi gorilmektedir. Buna karsin yalnizca bir 6gretmenin Kahoot
uygulamasini kullanarak degerlendirme siirecini ¢esitlendirmesi dikkat ¢ekicidir.
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Besinci arastirma sorusu kapsaminda sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin kendi dijital yeterliliklerine iliskin
algilari incelenmistir. Ogretmenlerin neredeyse tamami (12), kendini tam olarak yeterli ggrmemektedir.
Ancak bu durumu aciklarken “kendimi gelistirmeliyim” diyerek dolayh olarak ifade ettikleri tespit
edilmistir. Ayrica kendini yeterli goren iki 6gretmenin en ¢cok Web 2.0 araci kullanan kisiler olmasi, kendi
yeterliliklerinin gliclii ve zayif yonlerini daha gergekgi degerlendirmeleri, dijital yeterlilik agisindan énemli
bir gosterge olarak kabul edilebilir.

Son arastirma sorusunda 6gretmenlerin uzaktan egitim surecinde karsilastiklari sorunlar teknolojik-
sistemsel, iletisim-koordinasyon, Ogrenciler, aile ve diger sorunlar olmak Uzere bes baslik altinda
incelenmistir. Teknolojik-sistemsel boyutta internet baglantisi ve canli ders programlariyla ilgili sorunlar
on plana cikmistir. iletisim-koordinasyon boyutta 6grenciler ve ailelerle saghkl iletisim kuramama;
o6grenci boyutunda internete ve teknolojik araglara erisime baglh olarak derslere yetersiz katilim sorunlari
tespit edilmistir. Aile boyutunda maddi imkansizliklar, uzaktan egitime 6nem vermeme ve sorumluluktan
kacinma gibi sorunlar vurgulanmistir. Son olarak diger sorunlar arasinda ders saatinin azligi ve mifredat
yogunlugu ile 6lgme ve degerlendirme konusundaki yetersizliklere dikkat cekilmistir. Bu sonuglarin
tamami, gesitli branslarda yapilan arastirmalarda da (Akgil & Oran, 2020; Aydemir, 2021; Bakioglu &
Cevik, 2020; Bayburtlu, 2020; Coskun-Keskin vd., 2021; Demirtas & Kavuk, 2020; Tanta, 2021; Uyar,
2020) vurgulanmistir. Bu arastirmalarda canh ders programlariyla (EBA ve Zoom) ilgili baglanti
kopukluklari, internete ve teknolojik aracglara erisememe, aileler ve 6grencilerle iletisim kuramama,
maddi imkansizliklar, ailelerin ilgisizligi ve yuz ylze egitimde kullanilan bir¢cok yontem ve teknigin
kullanilamamasi gibi sorunlar 6n plana ¢ikmaktadir. Sonug olarak tiim sorunlarin temelde internet
baglantisi, teknolojik araca ulasma imkani ve ailelerin ¢ocuklarinin egitiminde nasil rol oynadiklariyla
yakindan ilgili oldugu gorilmektedir. Bu durum, farkli branslarda gorev yapan 6gretmenlerin uzaktan
egitim déneminde benzer sorunlar yasadiklarini, dolayisiyla gelistirebilecek yenilikgi uygulamalarin tim
branslara faydali olacagini géstermektedir.

Oneriler
Ulasilan sonuglar baglaminda uzaktan sosyal bilgiler egitimini daha verimli hale getirmek icin
arastirma sonuglarina dayali olarak bazi 6neriler sunulabilir:

e Uzaktan egitimin tiim paydaslar icin (68retmen, aile ve 68renci) verimli ve etkili olabilmesi igin
internete ve teknolojik araglara erisim problemleri ¢oztilmelidir.

e Arastirmaya katilan 6gretmenlerin tamamina yakini, dijital beceriler konusunda kendini yeterli
gormemekte ve egitim almak istemektedir. Bu ihtiyaca cevap vermek icin 6gretmenlerin dijital
okuryazarlik ve medya okuryazarligini artirmak amaciyla hizmet ici egitimler verilmelidir. Bu
egitimler, online ortamlarda tiim 6gretmenlere yonelik yapilabilir.

e Egitimin en Onemli paydaslarindan biri olan ailelerin uzaktan egitim sireci konusunda
bilgilendirilmesi ve slirece daha fazla dahil edilmesi gerekmektedir. Bu dahil etme siireci, dogrudan
okul idarecileri tarafindan planlanmali ve yarutilmelidir.

e Son olarak salgin déneminde edinilen uzaktan egitim tecribelerinden yiiz ylize egitim doneminde
de faydalanilmasi ve hibrit (karma) uygulamalarin yayginlastirilmasi gerekmektedir.
