2024-2028 doneminde bolgesel kalkinma alaninda temel egilimleri ve dncelikli alanlar1 ortaya koyan, merkezi
ve yerel kurumlarin politika miidahalelerinin gergevesini belirleyen yapisiyla 6niimiizdeki 5 yilda temel

rehberimiz olacaktir.

Kalkinma ajanslar1 sorumluluk alanlarinda kalkinmanin ivmesini yakalayabilmek {izere yereldeki aktorleri
bir araya getirerek katilimci planlama siiregleri isletilmesi yoluyla boélge plani hazirliklarini tamamladi.
Oniimiizdeki dénemde temel politika belgelerinin éngordiigii stratejiler baglaminda, yerelde sinerji ve carpan
etkisi olusturmaya yonelik olarak gerceklestirilecek faaliyetlerle bolgelerimizin rekabet giiclerini artirma

¢abamiz devam edecektir.

Bolgesel politika alaninda kuramsal aragtirmalarin sayisinin ve niteliginin artirilmasi amaciyla 2023 yilinda
akademik yayinciliga kazandirdigimiz Bolgesel Kalkinma Dergisinde yola devam ediyoruz. Bu alanda giincel

kuramsal tartigmalar1 paylagmayi ve uygulamali 6zgiin ¢alismalar1 yaymay1 hedefliyoruz.

Derginin bu sayisinda degerli hocamiz Prof. Dr. [lhan TEKELI ile gerceklestirdigimiz soylesi dizisinin son
béliimiine yer veriyoruz. Sayin TEKELI “Modernite Projesinin Aginmasi ve Post Modernite Déneminde Bolge
Planlama” anlatisinda, 1980li yillarla birlikte diinyada egemen olan neoliberal politikalarin etkisinde yasanan
hizli kiiresellesme siirecinde Tiirkiyede, bolgesel politikanin ele aliniginda ve bélge planlama konusunda yaganan
degisimi, 6nemli kurumsal olusumlar1 ve planlama ¢alismalarini degerlendiriyor. Soylesi, Sayin TEKELI'nin
son donemde ortaya koydugu agik plan modeli ¢ercevesinde bolge planlamanin ele alinisi ve bu ele alista bolge

plancisinin iistlenmesi gerekli goriilen role yonelik 6neri ile son buluyor.

Dergi bolgesel kalkinmaya yonelik iyi uygulama érneklerine, analitik ¢oziimlemelere ve kuramsal tartismalara
yer vermeye devam ediyor. Dordiincii sayida yer alan ilk arastirma, bolgesel kalkinmanin 6nemli aktorlerinden
yerel iiretici kooperatiflerini Izmir Odemis ilgesinde faaliyet gésteren bir &rnek iizerinden inceleyen 6zgiin
bir calismadir. “Aktér Ag Iligkileri Baglaminda Sosyal Sermaye, Yerel Kooperatifler, Bolgesel Kalkinma: {zmir
Odemis Bademli Kooperatifi” baglikli aragtirmada kapsamli alan ¢aligmasi bulgularina dayanarak sosyal ag

iliskilerinin ve sosyal sermaye yapisinin bolgesel kalkinmaya etkisi ortaya koyulmaktadir.



“Bélge Planlarinda Mekansal Kademelenme ve Alt Bolgelerin Belirlenmesi Uzerine Bir Deneme” baglikli ikinci
makalede, bolge plani ¢aligmalarinda kullanilmak iizere mekansal tipolojiye yonelik alt bolgelerin belirlenmesi
icin bir sayisal ¢oziimleme caligmasi gerceklestirilmektedir. Yazarlar, Avrupa Istatistik Ofisinin kentlesme
derecesi arastirmas1 (DEGURBA) ile Tiirkiyede kentsel ve kirsal yerlesim sistemleri arastirmasi (YER-SIS) ve
sosyoekonomik gelismislik siralamasi aragtirmalar: (SEGE) olmak tizere farkli endeksleri kullanarak Gelismislik

Endeksi adryla yeni bir 6neri sunmaktadir.

“Iklim Degisikligi Etkisinde Tiirkiyede Tarimsal Uriin Verimliligi: Bolgesel Bir Degerlendirme” baghikli ii¢iincii
makale giiniimiiziin en 6nemli problemlerinden iklim degisikliginin bugday, misir ve aygicegi triinlerinin
verimine etkilerini Tiirkiye 6rneginde tartismaktadir. Bolgesel 6lgekte bugday, misir ve aygigegi {iretiminin
iklim kosullarina uyum saglayabilmesi ve siirdiiriilebilirligi igin alinmasi gereken dnlemler {izerinde durmakta;
dogal kaynaklarin korunmasi ve tarimsal {iretim artisi yerine iirtin verimliligindeki artisa odaklanan politikalar

gelistirilmesi konusunda bolgesel politika koyucularin dikkatini gekmeyi amaglamaktadir.

Dérdiincii makale “Tiirkiyedeki Ulastirma ve Depolama Faaliyetlerinin Etkinligi Uzerine Bir Analiz” baslikl
makaledir. Tiirkiye i¢in farkli ulagtirma modlar1 ve depolama faaliyetlerinin etkinligini veri zarflama analiziyle
6l¢meyi amaglayan arastirmada, Tiirkiyede deniz yolu tasimacilig1 ve hava yolu tasimaciligi ile bu sektorleri
destekleyen hizmet faaliyetlerinin gorece tam etkin oldugu belirlenmistir. Kara yolu yiik tasimacilig1 ve yolcu
tasimaciliginin ise en diisiik etkinlik skoruna sahip oldugu ortaya koyulan arastirmada, ulastirma ve depolama

faaliyetlerinin etkinliginde katma deger en belirleyici degisken olarak ortaya ¢ikmuistr.

Dordiincii saymin son makalesi tarimsal istihdamu kiigiik aile ciftciligi kavrami agisindan mercek altina alan
“Tarimsal Istihdam Ekseninde TR83 Bolgesi Isgiicii Gostergelerine Genel Bakis” isimli caligmadir. Arastirmada
tarimsal istihdamda yasanan degisimin sosyoekonomik yasam iizerindeki etkileri TR83 Diizey 2 Bolgesi

orneginde incelenmekte; sektoriin bolge icin 6nemi tartisilmaktadir.

PREFACE

We present the fourth issue of the Journal of Regional Development.

During the preparation process of this issue, our efforts have been focused on analysing economic geography
aiming to contribute regional revitalization and prosperity creation, and understanding local potential. We
have endeavoured to identify unique and sustainable interventions at the most appropriate scale to stimulate
regional growth. We have completed the formulation of fundamental policy documents in the field of regional
development. The overarching strategic document for regional policy, the National Strategy for Regional
Development (NSRD), spanning the 2024-2028 period, will serve as a key guide in the following five years.
It delineates the primary trends and priority areas in regional development, defining the intervention areas of

both central and local institutions.

Aiming to capture the momentum of development, development agencies have finalized the preparation
processes of regional plans internalizing a participatory planning approach that enables to gather local actors.
In the forthcoming period, in line with the strategies envisaged by these main policy documents, our efforts
will continue to enhance the competitive strengths of our regions through activities designed to create synergy

and multiplier effects.

With the aim of increasing both the quantity and quality of research in the field of regional policy, we proceed
our journey with the Journal of Regional Development, launched in the beginning of 2023. This publication

aims to disseminate contemporary theoretical discussions and unique applied studies in this field.

In this issue, we feature the concluding part of our interview series with Professor [lhan TEKELI. In his discourse,
titled “The Erosion of the Modernity Project and Regional Planning in the Postmodern Era”, Professor TEKELI
evaluates the changes in regional policy and planning in Tiirkiye, within the context of rapid globalization
influenced by dominant neoliberal policies since the 1980s. He assesses significant institutional formations and
planning activities. The interview concludes with Professor TEKELI’s recent proposal of an open-plan model

for regional planning, focusing on the role of the regional planner.

In the fourth issue of the Regional Development Journal, five articles have been featured. The first article is a
unique study examining local producer cooperatives, significant actors in regional development, through a case
study in Odemis, Izmir. Titled “Actor-Network, Social Capital, Local Cooperatives and Regional Development:
[zmir, Odemis Bademli Cooperative”, this research explicates the impact of social network relationships and

social capital structure on regional development, based on extensive field study findings.



The second article, “A Study on Spatial Hierarchy and Determination of Sub-Regions in Regional Plans’,
conducts a numerical analysis to determine sub-regions for spatial typology in regional planning. The authors
propose a new index, namely the Development Index, using different indicators including the European
Statistical Office’s urbanization degree research (DEGURBA), Tiirkiye’s Urban And Rural Settlement Systems
Research (YER-SIS), and the Socioeconomic Development Index (SEGE).

The third article, “Agricultural Productivity in Tiirkiye Under the Impact of Climate Change: A Regional
Assessment”, addresses the effects of climate change, one of today’s most critical issues, on the productivity of
wheat, corn, and sunflower in Tiirkiye. This study focuses on integral measures for ensuring the adaptation of
these products to climatic conditions at a regional scale, aiming to raise policymakers’ awareness on developing
policies focused on enhancing productivity rather than increasing agricultural production, and preserving

natural resources.

The fourth article, “An Analysis on the Efficiency of Transportation and Warehousing Operations in Tiirkiye”,
aims to measure the efficiency of various transportation modes and warehousing activities in Tiirkiye utilizing
data envelopment analysis. The study reveals that maritime and air transportation, along with their supporting
service activities, are relatively fully efficient, while road freight and passenger transport have the lowest
efficiency scores. Added value emerges as the most decisive variable in the efficiency of transportation and

warehousing activities.

The final article of the issue, titled “General Overview of Labor Force Indicators in TR83 Region in the Context
of Agricultural Employment,” focuses on agricultural employment through the concept of small family farming.
The study investigates the socio-economic impacts of changes in agricultural employment, using the TR83

NUTS II Region as a case study, and discusses the sector’s significance for the region.

We extend our best wishes and anticipate reconvening in our forthcoming issue in 2024.
