ICOMOS-Uluslararas1 Anitlar ve Sitler Konseyi’nin bu yil 18 Nisan Uluslararasi Anitlar ve Sitler Giinii i¢in belirledigi
Ortak Kiiltiirler, Ortak Miras, Ortak Sorumluluklar temasi; diinya genelinde yasadigimiz pandemi siirecinin yarattigi
sorunlara yonelik gelistirilen ortak reflekslerle birlikte diisiiniildiiglinde, kiiltiirel miras alanlartyla ilgili olugan
ve yayilan rahatsizliklarin iistesinden, benzer bi¢imde, ortak reflekslerle asilabilecegi fikri akla gelmektedir. Bu
fikir ¢ercevesinde, kiiltiirel miras alanlarina ortak sorunlar ve sorumlulukiar bakis agisiyla yaklasilarak tiretilen
refleksler, son zamanlarda kiiresel 6lgekten yerel 6lgege kadar artarak yayilan kiiltiirel mirasin 6¢ekilestirilmesi olarak
tanimlanabilecek bir salgin hastaliga kars1 antikorlarin olugsmasina katki saglayabilir.

Ote yandan, ortak sorun ve sorumluluklar; sadece {istiin evrensel degerlere sahip olan kiiltiirel miras alanlar1 6zelinde
olusan hastaliklara yonelik gelistirilen ortak reflekslerle smirli kalmayip; yakinimizdaki, uzagimizdaki, komsumuzdaki,
mahallemizdeki tiim 6zekilestirilen kiiltiirel miras alanlariin somut ve soyut degerlerini tehdit edebilecek hastaliklara
yonelik gelistirmemiz gereken ortak bir asi arayisi olarak ele alinmalidir. Bu arayis, belki, ortak kiiltiir mirasimizin
direngli, bagisiklig1 yiiksek, zamandan ve donemlerden bagimsiz yasayan ve ortak gelecegimiz iginde var olmalarini
saglayacak ortak meselemizin cevaplarini iiretmemize ve onlari saglikli kilmamiza olanak saglayabilir. Bu kapsamda,
bilimsel arastirma ve iiretimler bu arayisin temel dayanagi ve yol gostericisi olarak var olmaktadir. Bu arayisa katki
saglayabilmek adina, Tiirkiye Bilimler Akademisi Kiiltiir Envanteri Dergisi’nin (TUBA-KED) 21. say1s1 ulusal ve
uluslararasi dl¢eklerde ortak kiiltiir mirast kavramini odagina alan giincel, ¢ok boyutlu ve alana kiymetli bilimsel
katki saglayan 12 makaleden olusmaktadir.

TUBA-KED’in bu sayisinda yer alan makaleler; Amerika Birlesik Devletleri Georgia Eyaleti’nde bulunan bir
iiniversite kentinde kiiltiirel mirasin korunmasiyla iliskili gelistirilen yaklasimlari, Tiirkiye’nin farkli bolgelerinden
farkli donemlere ait yapilarin belgeleme ve koruma ¢aligmalarini, kirsal yerlesimlerde yapilan teknik ¢6ziimlemeler ve
somut olmayan kiiltiir mirasi ile ilgili arastirmalari, kentsel yerlesimlerin tarihsel katmanlarin bir arada ¢éztimlenmesi
ve yorumlanmasina yonelik ¢aligmalari, antik donem yapilar1 ve buluntular ile ilgili envanter calismalarini
icermektedir.

EDITOR’S NOTE

The International Council on Monuments and Sites (ICOMOS) selected the theme Shared Cultures, Shared Heritage,
Shared Responsibility for this year’s International Day for Monuments and Sites, celebrated on 18 April. If we
consider the shared reflexes developed to address the problems created by the current global pandemic, the growing
disturbances regarding cultural heritage sites might also be overcome using similar shared reflexes. Within this
framework, reflexes produced by considering cultural heritage sites from the perspective of shared problems and
responsibilities can contribute to the formation of antibodies against the epidemic of marginalisation of cultural
heritage, which has spread from the global to the local scale in recent years.

On the other hand, shared problems and responsibilities are not limited to shared reflexes developed for diseases
specific to cultural heritage sites with outstanding universal value, but it should rather be considered as a search for a
shared vaccine for diseases that may threaten the tangible and intangible values of all marginalised cultural heritage
sites near or far, among our neighbours or in our own neighbourhoods. This pursuit may allow us to find answers to
our shared concern, that our shared cultural heritage remains resilient, immune, and independent of time and epochs,
and may ensure its survival and integrity into our shared future. In this context, scientific research, and production
forms the basis and guiding principle of this pursuit. In order to contribute to this search, the 21st volume of Turkish
Academy of Sciences Journal of Cultural Inventory (TUBA-KED) consists of 12 articles focusing on the concept of
shared cultural heritage at both the national and international levels, while providing recent, multi-dimensional and
invaluable scientific contributions to the field of heritage studies.

Atrticles in this volume of TUBA-KED include approaches to cultural heritage conservation developed in a university
town in the American state of Georgia, documentation and conservation work on single buildings from different
periods and different regions of Turkey, technical analysis and research into intangible heritage in rural settlements,
and analysis and interpretation of historical layers in urban settlements, as well as inventory work on ancient buildings
and findings.

The International TUBA-KED Journal is a specialised and significant scientific platform in the field of heritage
studies due to its contribution to research into the multi-dimensional character of cultural heritage as a concept and its
dissemination of scientific knowledge. Due to its scientific reputation, the journal’s place in national and international
indexes has been consolidated and it has become a rich and pioneering scientific publication comprising a great
variety of subjects within the scope of the expanding concept of cultural heritage.
