Mikrobiyal adaptasyonda,
diyet aliskanliklarinda, sosyal ve cinsel uygulamalardaki
degisiklikler ve diinyada gittik¢e artis gdsteren seyahatler;
zoonotik enfeksiyonlarin artmasinda veya yeniden ortaya
¢ikmasinda baslica nedenlerdir. SARS, kus gribi ve pande-
mik grip yakin donemde goriilen zoonotik enfeksiyonlara
ornekleridir.

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Zoonotic infections are communicable diseases between
humans and animals with global distribution. Nearly half of
the human pathogens are zoonotic. Zoonotic infections are
caused by totally new or partially new agents. Change in
Microbial adaptation, environment, dietary habits, social
and sexual practices and increase in global travel are the
main reasons of emerging or re-emerging zoonosis. Recent
examples of emerging zoonotic diseases: SARS, avian
influenza and pandemic influenza.

This special focuses on zoonotic infections with six
articles about brucellosis, anthrax, leptospirosis, Lyme
disease, Crimean-Congo hemorrhagic fever, West Nile
virus and pandemic influenza.
