Diger taraftan UAK tarafindan ilahiyat alaninda
dogentlik basvurusunda “alan indeksi” tespit
edilmemis olmasi ayri bir handikap olusturmaya
devam etmektedir.

Onceki sayilarimizda da bahsettigimiz konunun énemi
acisindan bu sayimizda da tekrar ederek vurgulamak
istedigimiz, dergi hakemliginin akademik bir deger
olarak gorilmemesi, dergi hakemliginin,
akademisyenler tarafindan sevimsiz ve zaman kaybi
olarak gorilmesine neden olmaktadir. Bu durum,
dergi editorlerinin makaleler icin hakem bulmasinda
zorluklar yaratmaktadir. Bu sikintinin giderilmesi hem
dergiler acisinda ve hem de dergi hakemligi yapan
akademisyenler agisindan olumlu bir adim olacaktir.
Bu anlamda dergi hakemligini tesvik etmek igin
dogentlik basvurusunda 0,5 puan bile verilirse bu
sorunun ortadan kalkacaktir.

We
would like to thank the all our academicians, editors and
friends who have contributed.

In this issue, we have published 30 articles out of
approximately 45 articles submitted to our journal, by going
through the process. Other articles either failed to pass the
peer-review process or were returned because they did not
comply with the journal's publication requirements.

As it is known, the fact that Tr-Index has been brought in
applications for the title of Associate Professor into the
forefront in the field of Theology and the journals being
scanned in Tr-Index has become important both in terms
articles' number and seriousness, or the functionality of the
journal. In addition, its importance in terms of incentives is
obvious.

On the other hand, the fact that "field index" was not
determined in the application for an associate professorship
in the field of Theology by UAK continues to constitute a
separate handicap.

The fact that journal refereeing is not seen as an academic
value, which we have mentioned in our previous issues and
which we would like to emphasize again in this issue in
terms of the importance of the subject, causes journal
refereeing to be seen as unpleasant and a waste of time by
academics. This situation creates difficulties for journal
editors to find referees for articles. Elimination of this
problem will be a positive step both for journals and for
academicians who are referees of journals. In this sense, this
situation will be eliminated if 0.5 points are given in the
application for an associate professorship to encourage
journal refereeing,

We were faced with a fairly high number of articles in this
issue such as in previous issues. We believe that every article
is the result of an effort. In this respect, we approached and
concluded each article with a positive approach.

Asjournal’s editor, we owe a debt of gratitude for publication
of the journal to the academic friends who sent the articles,
to the academic friends who showed the delicyness and
kindness of refereeing by sparing their precious time, and to
the young friends who contributed to.
