We are happy to share the twelfth issue of Uskiidar University Faculty of Com-
munication Academic Journal Etkilesim. This issue includes 19 research arti-
cles and one review article in the peer-reviewed section, and three texts in the
commentary section Etkilesim/Yorum.

The 12th issue of Etkilesim opens with the article “Soundtrack Design in
Documentary Films from the Perspective of Cultural Geography” by Mustafa
S6zen. While examining the role of sound landscape in documentary films, the
study emphasizes the importance of soundtrack design and the cultural/social
connotations of sounds.

In the following article, Mohsen Banihashemi and Ghazaleh Hasanian investi-
gate the reflection of cultural values in food programs on Iranian television in
their study titled “Cultural Content of Food TV Shows: A Comparative Study of
National and International Persian TV Programs”.

Another article in thisissue is titled: “Between Two Worlds: Media Use Tenden-
cies of Syrian Migrants in Tlrkiye". Based on the research conducted by Zeliha
Hepkon and Oya Hacer Adigiizel, the study focuses on Syrian immigrants living
in Istanbul and aims to map their media usage.

In their work titled “Artificial Intelligence in Digital Public Relations: A Delphi
Study”, Ebru Ozgen and ibrahim Cataldas discuss artificial intelligence tech-
nology in the context of public relations and make predictions for the future
of digital public relations practices with expert opinions.

The following article in this issue is titled “Intermedia Strategies in the ‘Dead-
pool’ Story Universe as an Example of an Anti-Hero Transmedia Ecosystem.”
Written by Olcay Holat and Dilek Takimci, this study analyzes transmedia nar-
ratives in the case of the Deadpool universe and focuses on how the antihero
phenomenon is constructed.

The study carried out by Murad Karaduman and Muhammet Erdem Duru is
titled “A Different Example in Antalya’s Publication History: A Review On ‘Ak-
deniz Cagdas’ Magazine”. The article examines local press practices through
Akdeniz Cagdas magazine and aims to contribute to research on press history.

The following article in this issue is by Metin Eken and Mohammad Naeim
Nasiri. The study, titled “Christchurch Terrorist Attacks in AfFghanistan Inter-
national Media: Islamophobia, Framing and Representation”, focuses on the
representation of Christchurch mosque attacks in Afghanistan’s international
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media and analyses how media organizations covered the event.

“A Comparison of ‘Hiirriyet’, ‘Sabah’ and ‘Cumhuriyet’ Newspapers in the Con-
text of Cognitive Structure after the Kahramanmaras Earthquake” is written
by Mehmet Ozdemir and Taylan Maral. The article aims to examine the use of
divisive and unifying language by focusing on the discourse practices of news-
papers following the February 6 earthquake.

Semra Demirdis, in her article titled “Networked Gatekeeping in ‘Twitter’
During a Crisis Event: A Case Study of #Taksim in Turkey”, follows the concept
of gatekeeping and focuses on the role of elite sources in the face of crisis
events such as terrorist attacks.

“Factors that Negatively Affect the Creativity of Screenwriters in the Turkish
Television Industry and Proposed Solutions” by Dilara Balci Gilpinar, aims to
shed light on the obstacles to the production of original and innovative works
through in-depth interviews with professional screenwriters.

The following article in this issue is titled ““YouTube’ as an Area of Intercultur-
al Communication: An Examination of Communication Practices in the Com-
ments of Culture-Themed Videos” and written by Hande Ulusoy. The article
traces intercultural communication practices by examining comments made
on YouTubevideos.

Maria Pia Ester Cristaldi’s article titled “A Linguistic Analysis of Turkish News-
papers Published Between the Late Ottoman and the Early Republican Eras”
aims to examine the development of the Turkish language through the press
of the late Ottoman and early Republican periods.

The following study is titled “Rereading the Call for Diaspora Armenians to
Return to Motherland After the Second World War”, and written by Hiilya
Eraslan. The article re-reads the call for immigration to Soviet Armenia, initi-
ated under the leadership of the Soviet Union at the end of the Second World
War, according to British and Turkish archival documents.

The article “Political Interaction in Social Media Posts: The Case of Tirkiye” is
based on the research by Firat Ata and Cihan Cakir. The study traces politics
in the digital world by examining the social media posts of presidential candi-
dates and the comments made on these posts.

Nihal Toros Ntapiapis, in her article titled “Artificial Intelligence in Digital Mar-
keting: Descriptive Analysis of Companies’ Artificial Intelligence Strategies
with Random Sampling”, draws attention to the importance of artificial intel-
ligence in developing the marketing strategies of brands and focuses on the
impact of this technology on companies.

Ozan Kocabas's article “The Value/Worthlessness of the News and the Ethical
Dilemmas: A Qualitative Research on Malatya Local Press” focuses on local
press members and is based on in-depth interviews with journalists.
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The following article “Trend Traffic on Social Media in the Focus of Popular
Culture: The Example of ‘Tiktok™ written by Elif Hatice Bahcecioglu, examines
TikTok's streaming strategy and current structure and provides findings on
the streaming traffic created by the platform.

Inanother study, Yesim Argin discusses the marginalizing dimensions of laugh-
ing and mocking through cinema under the title “The Othering Dimension of
Laughing and Mocking in the Context of Representations of Madness in the
Film ‘Vizontele'. The study offers an analysis of the way madness is repre-
sented and its relationship with cultural definitions.

In the study ““YouTube’ as a Digital Political Tool: A Study on ‘Babala TV’ ‘Mev-
zular Acik Mikrofon’ Program”, Burak ili discusses the digitalization of politics
by tracking user comments on YouTube videos of the ‘Mevzular Acik Mikrofon’
Program.

Our review article in this issue is “A New Concept in Communication Sciences:
‘Social Network Fatigue”” by Nihal Acar and Birol Giilnar. The study aims to
bring the theoretical framework of social network fatigue to Turkish litera-
ture.

There are three texts in the Etkilesim/Yorum section of this issue of
Etkilesim. The first text consists of Dan Schiller’s speech at the 10th Interna-
tional Communication Days and is titled “Digital Capitalism in the 2020s: Divid-
ing the World”. I would like to once again thank Professor Schiller for choosing
to publish this significant text in our journal. The other text in this section is by
Maria Teresa Carbone and is titled “Cultural Journalism in Italy”. You can also
