Dezenformasyon, yiizyilin en biiyiik problemlerinden biri olarak karsimizdadir. Medyada yasanan degisim
veriyi en dnemli sermayeye doniistiirmiistiir. Iletisim ve medya alanlarindaki cesitlilik, daha ¢ok kullanici
verisinin dolasima girmesi, gii¢lii oyuncular ortaya c¢ikarmis ve enformasyon savaslar1 devletlere yeni siber
cepheler acmistir. Biiyiik sermayeli medya isletmelerinin giiclii birer aktér olarak kontrolii elinde tuttugu
iletisim sektoriinde artik kiiciik sermayeli organizasyonlar ve bireysel aktorler bulunmaktadir. Konvansiyonel
medyanin sahip oldugu otokontrol mekanizmalar1 bilgiyi Kitlelere sunmadan once farkli asamalarda teyit
siireclerinden gecirmektedir. S6z konusu dijital mecralar oldugunda ise her tiiketicinin ayni zamanda bir
yayinciya doniist{igii yeni bir durum ortaya ¢cikmaktadir.

Yeni medya diizeninde enformasyonu kamuoyuna ileten kaynaklarin cesitlenmesiyle birlikte bireylerin
haber alma aligkanliklar1 degisim gostermistir. Vatandas gazeteciligi kavrami daha belirgin hale gelirken
dijital mecralar popiiler bilgi ve haber kaynaklarina doniismiistiir. Dogru, yanlis, eksik, fazla, carpitilmis,
manipiilasyona ugramis bilgi her zamankinden daha hizl bir sekilde dolagimdadir. Daha ¢ok verinin daha
cok kaynaktan dolasima sokulmasi bir hakikat sorununu da beraberinde getirmektedir. Derin Sahte ve Yapay
Zeka gelismesi dogru-yalan, gercek-sahte arasindaki goze carpan farklari ortadan kaldirmaktadir. Bireylerin
gercekleri 6grenmesinin oniindeki engeller artmakta, hakikate ulasmak mesakkatli hale gelmektedir.

Medyanin bir taraftan hayatimizi kolaylastirdig1 ve bilgiye erisimde yeni firsatlar sundugu, diger taraftan ise
kullanici verisi odakli hormonlu bir biiylimeyle dezenformasyon basta olmak iizere cesitli toplumsal sorunlara
neden oldugu bir donemde yayimlanan “Dezenformasyon” temali 11. sayimiz, tematik 7, genel 4 olmak tizere 11
makale ile alana katki saglayan 6nemli bir calisma niteligi tasimaktadir.

Harun Kirilmaz ve Aleyna Cebeci “Infodemi Sosyal Ag Bagimlilig ile iliskili midir?” baslikli calismalarinda
infodemi ve sosyal ag bagimlilig iliskisini ortaya koymaya, sosyal ag bagimliliginin infodemiye etkisini tespit
etmeye calismakta ve sosyo-demografik degiskenlere gore infodemi ve sosyal ag bagimliligi acisindan anlaml
bir fark olup olmadigina odaklanmaktadir.

Orhan Gevrek “Sosyal Medyadaki Dezenformasyon: Covid-19 Asilari Tiirkiye Ornegi” adli makalesinde Covid-19
siirecinde karsilasilan dezenformasyon tiirlerini ele almaktadir. Tespit edilen 37 icerik dokiiman inceleme
yontemiyle derlenmis, betimsel analiz ile degerlendirilmis ve en ¢ok kullanilan dezenformasyon tiiriin{in
“carpitma” oldugu sonucuna ulasilmistir. Dezenformasyon igeriklerinin daha c¢ok sahte hesaplar tarafindan
dolasima sokulmasi da makalenin 6nemli sonuclarindan biri olarak dikkat cekmektedir.

Leyla Turgal ve Biilent Bahri Kiiciikerdogan'in “Bir Dezenformasyon Araci Olarak Yapay Zeka: Bing Arama
Motoru Orneginde iklim Degisikligi Konulu Haber Fotograflarinin incelenmesi” baghkl makalesinde nitel bir
arastirma yontemi olan dokiiman analizi kullanilmakta ve calismanin érneklemini yapay zeka destekli “Bing”
arama motoru olusturmaktadir. Calisma kapsaminda iklim degisikligi icerisinde yer alan ana kavramlardan
olan kuraklik, buzullarin erimesi ve asir1 1sinma konularinda Bing arama motorunda yer alan haberlerde
kullanilan gorsellerin nasil dezenformasyon risklerine yol actig1 incelenmektedir.

Kili¢ Kogeri “Yapay Zekanin Siyasi, Etik ve Toplumsal A¢idan Dezenformasyon Tehdidi” bashikli ¢alismasiyla
detayli bir literatiir taramasi yapmakta, dezenformasyon dinamiklerinden yola cikarak yapay zekanin
dezenformasyondaki roliini analiz etmeye calismaktadir. Calisma, yapay zeka kullanilarak iretilen
dezenformasyon igeriklerine ancak yapay zeka ile tretilen tekniklerle karsi Konulabilecegini ortaya
koymaktadir.

Derya Giil Unlii ve Zafer Kiigiiksabanoglu “Dezenformasyon ve Yapay Zeka: Dezenformasyonla Miicadele
Yollarina Yapay Zeka Uzmanlarinin GoOziinden Bakmak” adli arastirmasiyla yapay zeka sistemlerinin
dezenformasyonlamiicadelesiirecindekipotansiyeliniyapayzekauzmanlariningdziindendegerlendirmektedir.
Bu amagla yar1 yapilandirilmis derinlemesine goriisme tekniginin kullanildigi betimsel nitelikli bir alan
arastirmasi gerceklestirilmistir. Sonug¢ olarak, glinlim{iz yapay zeka sistemlerinin dezenformasyonun
arttirilmasinda oldugu kadar azaltilmasi icin de aktif kullanilabilecegi; bu amacla dezenformasyon tespit,
filtreleme ve dogrulama mekanizmalarinin yayginlastirilmasinin gerekliligi vurgulanmistir.

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Yavuz Selim Balcioglu ve Biilent Dogan “Dissecting Disinformation Dynamics: Insights from a Social Media
Environment” baslikli arastirmasinda haberin gercekligini ayirt edebilen ve hizla dogrulayabilen yapay zeka
tabanl bir yaklasimin gerekliligine dikkat cekmektedir. Facebook tizerinden elde edilen 5 bin gonderiyi
kapsayan incelemede, 6nemli dezenformasyon yayginligina dair desenler ortaya konulmaktadir. Gonderilerin
yaklasik beste birinin yaniltici oldugu belirtilmektedir. Dezenformasyonun yayilmasinin ¢ok yonlii dogasi
dikkate alinarak yayilmayi engellemek icin teknolojik ¢oziimler ve kullanici egitiminin bir arada olmasi
gerektigi vurgulanmaktadir.

Burcak Dengiz “Disinformation Campaigns Targeting Migrants in the Western World During the Covid-19
Pandemic” baslikli caligmasinda Covid-19 salgini sirasinda Bati diinyasindaki gd¢men karsiti soylem ve
politikalara odaklanarak karmasik dezenformasyon agmni ortaya ¢ikarmaktadir. Arastirmada Avrupa ve
Amerika Birlesik Devletleri'ndeki drneklere 6zellikle vurgu yapilmakta, pandemiyle birlikte Bati iilkelerindeki
gocmenleri hedef alan dezenformasyon kampanyalari analiz edilmektedir.

Ahmet Fethi Giin “Tiirk Dis Politikasinda Kiiltiirel Diplomasi Pratigi: Yunus Emre Enstitiisiiniin Kamu
Diplomasisine Etkisi” basglikli ¢alismasiyla kamu diplomasisi ve yumusak gii¢c konularina odaklanmaktadir.
Arastirmada Tiirk dis politikasi, gii¢, kamu diplomasisi, yumusak gii¢ ve Kkiiltiirel diplomasi kavramlari ele
alinmakta, Yunus Emre Enstitiisi'niin faaliyetleri ile bu kavramlar arasindaki iligki irdelenmektedir.

Kiymet Sezer Giingdr ve Murat Tinas “Ege Denizi Go¢gmen Krizi: Enformasyon Savaslarinin Iletigim Yonetimi
Perspektifinden Analizi” adli arastirmasiyla Tirkiye'nin Ege Denizi gocmen krizi odakli olarak uyguladigi
enformasyon savasi stratejisi ve uluslararasi arenadaki yansimalarini, ilgili kurumlardan yetkililerle yapilan
miilakatlar ve haber tahlilleriyle ortaya koymaktadir. Tiirkiye'nin iletisim stratejisi ve medya kuruluslarinin
haberleri tanimlayict bazda tematik olarak incelenmekte; bahse konu iletisim stratejisi, kaynak, mesajin
ileticisi ve sonugclari itibartyla analiz edilmektedir.

Ismail Maden “Yerel Basinin Dijitallesmesi Siirecinde Basin ilan Kurumunun Rolii” makalesiyle yerel basinin
6nemini vurgulamakta; diinyada yerel basini yasatabilmek i¢in verilen cesitli kamu tesviklerini incelemektedir.
Yapilandirlmamis goriisme tekniginin kullanildigi calismada Basin flan Kurumu tarafindan gelistirilen
BIK Analitik 6l¢iim sistemi degerlendirilmekte; yeni yasal diizenleme ve ol¢iim sisteminin yerel basinin
dijitallesmesi tizerindeki etkileri tartisilmaktadir.

Azize Okten ve Hiiseyin Giil “UNESCO Diinya Mirasinin Korunmasinda Diinya Mirasi Fonlar1” calismasiyla
1977 yilindan 2023 yil haziran ayina kadar diinya genelinde onaylanan uluslararasi yardimlari incelemektedir.
Calisma kapsaminda 1977-2023 yillar1 arasinda yapilan 44 Diinya Miras1 Komitesi toplantisina ait raporlarda
yer alan kararlar ve bu kararlar ¢ercevesinde saglanan fon desteklerine ait nicel veriler karsilagtirmali analiz
edilmis ve Afrika Bolgesinde yer alan taraf devletlerin Diinya Mirasi Fonundan diger UNESCO bélgelerine
kiyasla daha fazla yararlandigi sonucuna varilmustir.

Cumhurbagkanhg: fletisim Baskanlig: olarak Tiirkiye Yiizyilrna “Iletisim Yiizyih” vizyonuyla giriyor, Tiirkiye
Tletisim Modelini énceliyor ve sistematik dezenformasyona karsi hakikat miicadelemizi siirdiiriiyoruz. Bu
kapsamda bilim insanlarimizin kamu yararini dikkate alarak yaptiklari calismalari 6nemsiyoruz. Alaninda
uluslararasi referans bir yayin olmasi gayretiyle yiiriittiigiimiiz iletisim ve Diplomasi dergimize génderilen
calismalar1 Baskanligimiz tarafindan gercgeklestirilecek tiim bilimsel etkinliklere katki sunacak bir akademik
ag olusturmasi yoniiyle de degerli buluyoruz.

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From the Editor-in-Chief

Disinformation stands as one of the century's most serious problems. The evolution of media has transformed
data into the most valuable capital. The diversification in the fields of communication and media, as well as
the proliferation of user data, has resulted in the emergence of powerful players, and information wars have
created new cyberfronts for states. There are now small capital organisations and individual actors in the
communication sector, where large capital media enterprises used to have control as powerful actors. The
self-control mechanisms of conventional media put information through various stages of confirmation before
presenting it to the masses. In the world of digital media, however, a new situation is unfolding in which every
consumer is also a publisher.

Individuals' news-receiving habits have shifted as the sources that convey information to the public have
become more diverse in the new media order. As the concept of citizen journalism has gained traction, digital
media have emerged as popular sources of information and news. True, false, incomplete, excessive, distorted,
and manipulated information is being disseminated at a faster rate than ever before. The spread of more data
from more sources raises the question of truth. Deepfakes and artificial intelligence are blurring the lines
between truth and lies, real and fake. The barriers to discovering the truth are increasing, making it more
difficult for individuals to reach the truth.

Our 11th issue under the theme of "Disinformation” is an important piece of work that contributes to the field
with 11 articles, 7 thematic and 4 general, published at a time when the media, on the one hand, facilitates our
lives and offers new opportunities in terms of access to information, but on the other, causes various social
problems, particularly disinformation, with a hormonal growth focused on user data.

In their study entitled "Is Infodemic Associated with Social Network Addiction?" Harun Kirllmaz and Aleyna
Cebeci seek to reveal the association between infodemic and social media addiction, determine the effects
of social media addiction on infodemic and focus on whether there is a significant difference in terms of
infodemic and social network addiction based on socio-demographic variables.

In his article entitled "Disinformation on Social Media: Covid-19 Vaccines the Case of Tiirkiye Example", Orhan
Gevrek discusses the various forms of disinformation encountered during the COVID-19 pandemic. The 37
identified contents were compiled through document review and then evaluated through descriptive analysis,
and the most commonly used form of disinformation has been found to be "distortion". One of the most striking
conclusions of the article is that disinformation content is mostly spread through fake accounts.

The article entitled "Artificial Intelligence as a Disinformation Tool: Analyzing News Photos on Climate
Change in the Example of Bing Search Engine" by Leyla Turgal and Biilent Bahri Kiiclikerdogan utilises the
document analysis method, which is a qualitative research method, and the sample of the study consists of
the Al-powered "Bing" search engine. The study examines how the visuals used in the news on the Bing search
engine that relate to drought, glacial melting, and excessive warming, all of which are key concepts in climate
change, lead to disinformation risks.

Kilig Kogeri provides a detailed literature review in his study entitled " The Threat of Disinformation from
The Political, Ethical and Social Perspective of Artificial Intelligence" and endeavours to analyse the role of
artificial intelligence in disinformation based on disinformation dynamics. The study reveals that Al-generated
disinformation content can only be countered with Al-developed techniques.

In their research entitled "Disinformation and Artificial Intelligence: Looking at Ways to Combat Disinformation
through Artificial Intelligence Experts’ Eyes', Derya Giil Unlii and Zafer Kiiciiksabanoglu discuss the potential
of artificial intelligence systems in the process of combating disinformation through the eyes of artificial
intelligence experts. In order to achieve this objective, an in-depth descriptive field study was undertaken,
utilising semi-structured interviews. Consequently, it is underscored that contemporary artificial intelligence
systems possess the capability to actively mitigate the spread of disinformation as well as amplify it. To this
end, the need to expand disinformation detection, filtering and verification mechanisms has been emphasised.
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In their study entitled "Dissecting Disinformation Dynamics: Insights from a Social Media Environment", Yavuz
Selim Balcioglu and Biilent Dogan emphasises the critical need for an approach based on artificial intelligence
that can accurately identify and promptly authenticate news articles. The examination of 5000 Facebook
posts demonstrates discernible trends in the prevalence of disinformation. An estimated one-fifth of posts
contain misleading information. The importance of integrating technological solutions and user education to
thwart the dissemination of disinformation is underscored, given the complex and multifaceted nature of this
phenomenon.

Burcak Dengiz's research, entitled " Disinformation Campaigns Targeting Migrants in the Western World
During the Covid-19 Pandemic", delves into the intricate network of disinformation by focusing on anti-
migrant policies and discourse that were prevalent in the Western world throughout the Covid-19 pandemic.
With a specific focus on instances from Europe and the United States, this study examines the disinformation
campaigns that were directed at migrants in Western nations during the Covid-19 pandemic.

In his study entitled "Cultural Diplomacy Practice in Turkish Foreign Policy: Activities of Yunus Emre Institutes
towards Public Diplomacy", Ahmet Fethi Giin examines the intersection of soft power and public diplomacy.
The concepts of Turkish foreign policy, power, public diplomacy, soft power, and cultural diplomacy are
examined in this study, along with the correlation between the Yunus Emre Institute's activities and these
concepts.

Through news analysis and interviews with officials from relevant institutions, "Aegean Sea Migrant Crisis:
The Analysis from the Perspective of Communication Management in Information Warfares" by Kiymet Sezer
Gling6r and Murat Tinas reveals Tiirkiye's information warfare strategy pertaining to the Aegean Sea migrant
crisis and its repercussions on the international arena. Tiirkiye's communication strategy and the news of
media outlets are thematically and descriptively examined and the communication strategy is analysed in
terms of the source, the transmitter of the message and its consequences.

Ismail Maden highlights the significance of local media in his article "The Role of Press Advertisement Agency
in the Digitalization Process of Local Press" and explores various public incentives offered to keep local media
alive. Using an unstructured interview technique, the study evaluates the BIK Analytical measurement system
developed by the Press Advertisement Institution, and discusses the effects of the new legal regulation and
measurement system on the digitalisation of the local media.

Azize Okten and Hiiseyin Giil cover the international grants ratified worldwide from 1977 to June 2023 in their
study titled "UNESCO World Heritage Funds for the Protection of World Heritage". Within the scope of the
study, the resolutions in the reports of 44 sessions of the World Heritage Committee held between 1977 and
2023 and the quantitative data on the fund support provided within the framework of these resolutions were
comparatively analysed and it has been concluded that the States Parties in the African Region benefit more
from the World Heritage Fund compared to other UNESCO regions.

As the Presidency's Directorate of Communications, we enter the Century of Tiirkiye with the vision of the
"Century of Communication" while prioritising the Tiirkiye's Communication Model and maintaining our fight
for truth against systematic disinformation. In this regard, we attach importance to the endeavours of our
scientists, taking into account the public interest. We regard the articles submitted to our Communication and
Diplomacy journal, which we strive to be a global reference in the field, as valuable in terms of establishing an
academic network that will contribute to all scientific initiatives to be organised by our Directorate.

On this occasion, we look forward to the submission of original research papers that are closely related to
current issues, as well as compilations prepared with a holistic perspective for our 12th issue, which will be
published in July 2024, in the hope that our Communication and Diplomacy family will grow.

Is Infodemic Associated with Social Network Addiction?

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Bu arastirmanin amaci infodemi ve sosyal ag bagimlihgi iliskisini
ortaya koymak, sosyal ag bagimliliginin infodemiye etkisini tespit
etmek ve sosyo-demografik degiskenlere gore infodemi ve sosyal
ag bagimlihidi acisindan anlamli bir fark olup olmadigini belirle-
mektir.

stratejilerin gelistirilmesi gerekmektedir.
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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study is to reveal the relationship between infodemic and social
network addiction, to determine the effect of social network addiction on infodemic,
and to determine whether there is a significant difference in terms of infodemic and
social network addiction according to socio-demographic variables. In this quantita-
tive study, “Social Network Addiction Scale” and “Obtaining and Verifying Health In-
formation from Digital Media Scale in Digital Environment” were used as data col-
lection tools. The study was conducted in a sample of 422 people over the age of 18
in Kocaeli province. After informing the participants about the purpose of the study
and obtaining their verbal consent, descriptive statistical analysis, correlation analysis,
regression analysis, and difference analysis were used in the analysis of the collected
data. The mean of infodemic and social network addiction of the participants was 2.89
and 2.46 respectively. There is a positive and weak correlation between infodemic and
social network addiction (r=0.244; p<0.01). The effect of social network addiction on
infodemic is significant and positive (F=26.56
