Giris: Cift arkus aorta, arkus aortay ilgilendiren, trakea ile 6zofagusa basi yaparak solunum ve
beslenme problemlerine yol agan bir grup anomali olarak tanimlanan vaskiiler ringler tiim
konjenital kardiyovaskiiler anomaliler icersinde olduk¢a seyrek (<%1) goriilmektedirler. Olgu:
Bir yasinda kiz hasta ates, hiriltii solunum, oOkstriik nedeniyle hastanemize basvurdu.
Sikayetlerinin 1 giin 6nce bagladig, hiriltili solunumunun dogustan beri oldugu oOgrenildi.
Hastanin bu sikayetler nedeniyle ¢oklu hastane basvurusu mevcuttu. izleminde hastanin yutma
glicliigiiniin de farkedilmesi iizerine ¢ekilen OMD grafisinde; “6zefagus orta 1/3 diizeyinde hafif
fokal darlik, eksternal vaskiiler bas1?” saptandi. Yapilan bilgisayarli tomografi anjiografide, cift
aortik ark varyasyonuna ait olabilecek goriiniim “(sag aortik arkin orta kesim diizeyinde trakeaya
hafif basi etkisi gosterdigi, sol aortik ark ile birlesim yerine yakin dilizeyde 6zefagusa belirgin basi
etkisi gosterdigi)” izlendi. Sonug: Cift arkus aorta varligi cerrahi onarim 6ncesi yiiksek basing
nedeniyle trakea duvarinda gili¢siizliige neden olan 6énemli nedenlerden biridir. Her ne kadar
oldukca ender goriilse de vaskiiler halka anomalileri yenidogan ve erken ¢ocukluk déneminde
diizelmeyen hiriltili solunum, tekrarlayici pndmoni, beslenme sonrasi artan solunum sikintisi
varliginda ayirici tanida akilda tutulmalidir.
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Double aortic arch in a child with recurrent wheezing attacks:
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Abstract

Introduction: Double aortic arch, vascular rings, which are defined as a group of anomalies
involving the aortic arch and causing respiratory and nutritional problems by pressing on the
trachea and esophagus, are very rare (<1%) among all congenital cardiovascular anomalies Case:
A one-year-old girl patient was admitted to our hospital due to fever, wheezing and cough. It was
learned that his complaints started 1 day ago and his wheezing had been present since birth. The
patient has multiple hospital admissions due to these complaints. During the follow-up, the
patient's difficulty in swallowing was noticed and in the OMD radiograph; “mild focal stenosis in
the middle 1/3 of the esophagus, external vascular compression?” detected. In the computed
tomography angiography, the appearance that may belong to the double aortic arch variation was
concluded as "( the right aortic arch showed a slight compression effect on the trachea at the mid-
section level, and a significant compression effect on the esophagus close to the junction with the
left aorticarch)". Conclusion: The presence of a double aortic arch is one of the important reasons
that causes weakness in the tracheal wall due to high pressure before surgical repair. Although
very rare, vascular ring anomalies should be kept in mind in the differential diagnosis in the
presence of persistent wheezing, recurrent pneumonia, and increased respiratory distress after
feeding in the newborn and early childhood periods
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
