Islam mezhepleri tarihi kaynaklari,
Muslimanlar arasinda cikan firkala-
rin daha ¢ok Sia firkalar icerisinde te-
zahUr ettigini vurgulamaktadir. Bu ca-
lismanin amaci, asirt Sii firkalarin or-
taya cikisi, ortaya cikis sebepleri, on-
larin ileri stirdukleri fikir ve distnce-
leri, Isnaaseriyye imamlarinin asir1 Sii
firkalar ve onlarin liderleri ile irtibat-
lari, imamlarin onlara karsi tavir ve tu-
tumlarini incelemektir. Yontem olarak
ilgili veriler 6nce incelenmis, konuyla
alakali kisimlar degerlendirilmistir.
Tez 6zeti mahiyetinde olan bu arastir-
mada Muslimanlar arasinda mey-
dana gelen asir1 Sii géruslerin hicri bi-
rinci asirda ortaya ¢iktigi ancak yogun
olarak hicri ikinci asrin ikinci ceyre-
ginde zuhur ettigi, asir1 $ii firka lider-
lerinin bazilarinin énce imamlarla ya-
kin iligkisi olup daha sonra imamlar

Abstract
The sources of the history of Islamic
sects emphasize that the extremist
sects that have emerged among Mus-
lims have mostly emerged within the
Shi'a sects. The aim of this article,
which is a summary of the thesis, is to
examine the emergence of the extre-
mist Shi'a sects, the reasons for their
emergence, the ideas and thoughts
they put forward, the Isnaashariyya
imams' contacts with the extremist
Shi'a sects and their leaders, and the
imams' attitudes and attitudes
towards them. As a method, the rele-
vant data were first analyzed and the
relevant parts were evaluated. In this
research, which is in the form of a the-
sis summary, it has been determined
that the extreme Shiite views that
emerged among the Muslims emerged
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tarafindan reddedildikleri tespit edil-
mistir. Ayrica bu firkalarin ulthiyet,
nubuvvet, hulal, tenasth, tesbih,
beda gibi duistincelere sahip olduklar
da calismanin bulgularindandir.

in the first century of the Hijri, but in-
tensely emerged in the second quarter
of the second century of the Hijri, and
that some of the leaders of the extreme
Shiite factions first had close relations
with the imams and then were rejected
by the imams. In addition, the findings
of the study also show that these fac-

tions hold ideas such as divinity, prop-
hethood, hultl, tenasuh, tashbih, and
beda.

Ozet

Islam Peygamberi Hz. Muhammed’in vefatindan birkac yil gectik-
ten sonra Musltimanlarin tictincti Halifesi Hz. Osman (6. 35/656) d6-
neminde Muslimanlar arasinda birtakim siyasi ve itikadi ayrilmala-
rin meydana geldigi gérilmektedir. Bu ihtilaflar neticesinde Hz. Os-
man mubhalifleri tarafindan sehit edilmistir. Daha sonra Hz. Ali (6.
40/661) Muslimanlarin halifesi olarak secilerek géreve devam etmis-
tir. Hz. Ali déoneminde de Siffin, Cemel vakalar1 gibi birtakim nahos
olaylar gerceklesmistir. Sonra Hz. Ali'nin Hariciler tarafindan sehit
edilmesi, Emevilerin iktidara gelmesi, Hz. Hlseyin (6. 61/680) ve be-
raberindeki 70 kisinin Kerbeld’da Emeviler tarafindan sehit edilmesi
ve [slam cografyasinin genisleyerek farkli kiiltiir ve inanglara mensup
insanlarin Islam dinine ge¢cmeleri ile beraber Musliimanlar arasin-
daki siyasi ve itikadi ayrilmalar daha da cogalmaistir.

Imametin dinin esaslarindan oldugunu savunan, Hz. Muham-
med’in vefatindan sonra imametin Hz. Ali'nin hakki oldugunu ve on-
dan sonra imametin nass ile Hz. Ali ve Fatima’dan dogan imamlara
gectigini ileri stiren firkaya, Sia adi verilmistir. ilk dénemden itibaren
zaman zaman bu firka icerisinde Hz. Muhammed, Hz. Ali, imamlar
ve diger bazi sahislara kars: ilahlik atfeden, Islam cizgisi disarisina
cikan sapik ve asir1 diistinceler sergileyen kisi ve firkalar ortaya cik-
mistir. Mezhepler tarihi kaynaklarinda bu tir asir1 gérislere sahip
olan firka ve kimseler icin “Gali” ve “Gulat” kelimeleri kullanilmaistir.

Asin goérasla firkalarin ortaya cikmasina sebep olan bazi etkenler
vardir. Bunlardan biri, psikolojik etkendir. Zira insanlarin distnce
algilan farkl olup 6grendikleri nesneler, manevi yénden tesir ettigi
gibi tavir ve davranislar: da etkilemektedir. Bir diger neden ise sev-
gide asiriliktir. Zira sevgide ifrat etmek ve bir seye haddinden fazla
ilgi gostermek kisinin sevdigi seye karsi bakis acisini degistirir ve onu
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ylceltmeye calisir. Bir diger neden, bilgisizliktir. Cahil veya eksik bil-
giye sahip olan kimse 6grendikleri bilgiyi eksik 6grenebilir veya kisi-
lerin tavir ve davranislarini farkl algilayabilir. Bunlarin yaninda top-
lumsal ve siyasi etkenler de kisilerin asir1 gértis sergilemelerine ne-
den olabilmektedir. Sii firkalarin icerisinde asir1 goérislerin ortaya
cikmasina neden olan bir baska husus, Yahudilik, Hiristiyanlik, Hin-
duizm ve Eski Iran dinleri gibi Islam dis1 dinlerdir.

Firak ttra klasik kaynaklara bakildiginda $Sia mezhebi icerisinde
bircok asir1 firkanin adinin gectigi gérilmektedir. Bu firkalarin cogu
asir1 gordsu ileri stiren ve firkaya liderlik eden sahislarin adlar, la-
kap veya kunyeleri ile isimlendirilmistir. Asir1 Sii firkalarin basinda
“Sebeiyye” firkas1 gelmektedir. Bu firkanin ismine Hz. Ali doneminde
gectigi soylenilen ve Hz. Ali'ye ilahlik mertebesi atfeden Abdullah b.
Sebe’ye nispetle Sebeiyye denilmistir. Abdullah b. Sebe ile ilgili hem
Eh-i stinnet hem de Sia mezhebine bagli kaynaklar bilgi vermekteler.
O Hz. Ali déneminde ortaya cikip kendisinin Hz. Ali'nin taraftar ol-
dugunu soOylemis daha sonra Hz. Ali hakkinda ilahlik iddiasinda bu-
lunmustur. Bundan rahatsiz olan Hz. Ali onu beraberindeki kisilerle
birlikte hendege atarak yakmistir. Bir diger rivayette onu stirgiin et-
tigi zikredilmistir. Abdullah b. Sebe, Hz. Ali'nin sehadet haberini du-
yunca kabul etmeyip onun 6lmedigini iddia etmistir. Baz1 kaynak-
larda Abdullah b. Sebe’nin aslen Yahudi olup Hz. Osman dénemin-
deki ihtilaflarin asil figlirti oldugu zikredilmistir. Asir1 Sia firkalarin-
dan bir digeri Keysaniyye veya Muhtariyye firkasidir. Bu firkanin
ismi, hicri 61 yilinda Emeviler tarafindan sehit edilen Hz. Hliseyin’in
intikamini almak icin Kufe’de Muhammed b. Hanefiyye’nin (6.
81/700) imameti ad1 altinda Emevilere karsi ayaklanan Muhtar es-
Sekafi'ye (6. 67/687) nispetle verilmistir. Keysaniyye’nin kurucusu
Muhtar es-Sekafi ve takipcileri imamet teorisini kabul etmis ancak
Hz. Huiseyin sehit edilince Hz. Alinin diger oglu Muhammed b. Ha-
nefiyye’nin imam oldugunu savunarak onun adina hareket baslat-
mistir. Muhammed b. Hanefiyye 6ldikten sonra onun gizlendigini
ileri stirerek mehdi olarak geri donecegine inanmistir. Ayrica o Sia
arasinda beda diistincesini ortaya koymustur. Asir1 Sii firkalarindan
bir digeri ise Beyaniyye’dir. Bu firka Keysaniyyenin alt guruplarin-
dan biri olarak bilinir. Kurucusu Temim kabilesine mensup olan
Beyan b. Seman’a (6.119/737) nispetle Beyaniyye denilmistir. Beyan
b. Seman, Hz. Ali, Muhammed b. Hanefiyye ve oglu Ebt Hasim Ab-
dullah b. Muhammed’e (6. 98/716-17) asirilik ifade eden s6zlerde bu-
lunmustur. Yine o huldl ve tenastihe inanmis kendisine ilahi clizin
huldl ettigini iddia etmistir. Kendisini takip edenler onun nebi oldu-
guna inanmis ve onun hakkinda asir1 sézler sergilemisler. Sia firka-
lari icerisinde zuhur eden bir diger asir1 firka Mugiriyye’dir. Mugiriyye
firkas1 da adini kurucusu olan Mugire b. Said el-Icli’ye (6.119/737)
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istinaden almistir. Asil meslegi sihirbazlik olan Mugire b. Said,
Sia’nin besinci imami Muhammed el-Bakir (6. 114/733) doneminde
yasamistir. O Muhammed el-Bakir hakkinda ilahlik iddia ederek
kendisinin naibi yani nebisi oldugunu ileri stirmustir. O kendi da-
stincesi ile hadis uydurarak imamlardan rivayet edildigini iddia et-
mistir. Takipcileri ise onun peygamber oldugunu, ismi azami bildigini
ve Cibril'in kendisine vahiy getirdigini savunmuslardir. Diger bir asir
firka ise Ebu Mansar el-iclinin (6. 123/741) kurdugu
Manstriyye’dir. O da asir1 gérusler sergileyerek insanlari sapitmaya
calismistir. Allah’in kendisini miraca c¢ikardigini, kendisiyle konustu-
gunu, Farsca veya Ibranicede kendisine “ey ogul!” diyerek hitap etti-
gini sOylemistir. Ayrica imamlarin da peygamber oldugunu iddia et-
mistir. EbG Mansur da diger asirt gértisli sahislar gibi sapik fikirleri
ortaya koymaya calismistir. O cennet ve cehennemin olmadigini iddia
ederek tevil etmis, mahremlerin kendi ashabina helal oldugunu s6y-
lemis, Kur’an’da haram olarak zikredilen seylerin mubah oldugunu
beyan etmistir. Asir1 Sia firkalardan diger bir firka ise Cenahiyye’dir.
Bu firka Abdullah b. Muaviyenin (6.129/747) taraftarlarindan olus-
mustur. Bu firka da huldl ve tenastih inancina sahipti. Allah’in ru-
hunun Peygamberler ve Abdullah b. Muaviye’ye hulul ettigini iddia
etmislerdir. Ayrica onlar kiyametin zuhur etmeyecegine, kiyametin
dinyadaki yer ve gok olduguna, iyi insanlarin gége ytkselirken kot
insanlarin yerde stirineceklerine inanmislardir. Yine onlar Abdullah
b. Muaviye’nin ilah ve nebi oldugunu savunmuslardir. Asir1 Sia fir-
kalardan bir digeri ise Ebu’l-Hattab el-Esedi’nin (6. 138/755) tesis
ettigi Hattabiyye’dir. Ebu’l-Hattab, Sia’nin altinci imami Ca’fer es-
Sadik (6.148/765) doneminde Kufe’de yasamistir. Kendisini Ca’fer
es-Sadik’a yakin oldugunu soyleyerek onun adina yalan uydurma-
larda bulunmustur. O da diger galiler gibi imamlarin ilah ve nebi ol-
duklarini iddia etmistir. Ayrica Ebu’l-Hattab Batiniligin (Ismailiyye)
kurucularindan oldugu sdylenmektedir. Hattabiyye taraftarlar diger
bazi asir1 Siiler gibi haram olan seyleri mubah saymislar ve kendi
arzu isteklerine gore bazi ayetleri tevil etmislerdir. Bu firkalar disinda
Bezigiyye, Umeyriyye, Muammeriyye, Mufaddaliyye, Muhammise,
Besiriyye gibi asir1 gbérisla firkalarin oldugu da bilinmektedir.

Yukarida adi zikredilen firkalarin farkli inan¢ anlayislarina sahip
olduklar tespit edilmistir. Bu anlayislarin bazilari, ulthiyet, ntibtv-
vet, huldl, tenastih, tesbih, tefviz, vasilik, mehdilik, beda gibi inanc-
lardir. Isimleri zikredilen asir1 gériislii bu firkalar, Sia gruplarn ara-
sindan zuhur etmistir. Bu firkalarin ortaya cikisinin her ne kadar Hz.
Ali déoneminden itibaren oldugu sdylense de asir1 gortisla firka ve sa-
hislarin ¢cogunlugu Muhammed el-Bakir ve oglu Ca’fer es-Sadik do-
neminde ortaya cikmistir. Bu zatlarin bazilarinin Muhammed el-
Bakir veya Cafer es-Sadik’in etrafinda olan yakin taraftarlarindan
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oldugu bilinmektedir. Ancak $Sia kaynaklarinin bircogu Asiri firkala-
rin Sia ile hi¢bir alakalar: olmadigini savunmuslar. Sia imamlari 6n-
celeri yakin irtibatlari olsa da haklarinda iddia ettikleri yalan ve asiri
s6zlerinden dolay: asir1 gortisli sahis ve firkalari reddetmis, taraftar-
larindan onlara glivenmemelerini ve onlardan uzak durmalarini iste-
mislerdir. Bu dogrultuda o6zellikle Sia kaynaklarinda imamlardan
nakledilen bircok rivayet gecmektedir. ibn Hayyun’un naklettigi bir
rivayette Feyz b. Muhtar adinda biri Ca’fer es-Sadik’in yanina gelerek
firkalar arasinda olan ihtilaflardan sikayet eder. Bunun Uzerine
Ca’fer es-Sadik soyle der: “evet! insanlar devamli bizim hakkimizda
yalan uydurmaya calismaktadirlar. Sanki bu isi Allah onlara farz kil-
mus gibi. Bunun disinda baska bir sey yapmiyorlar. Ben onlarin birine
bir s6z séyltiyorum ancak yamumdan uzaklasinca séztimii hakiki anla-
mindan cikartarak tevil ediyor.” Tasi’nin naklettigi bir diger rivayette
Ca’fer es-Sadik soyle der: “kim kendine ben nebiyim derse veya ki ki
bu konuda stiphe ederse Allah’in laneti tizerine olsun.” Bu arastir-
mada $ia mezhebi icerisinde zuhur eden 6zellikle Hz. Muhammed,
Hz. Ali, Ehl-i beyt ve bazi sahislara karsi ilahlik, ntibtivvet gibi sézler
ifade eden grup ve firkalar arastirilmistir. Asir1 Sii firkalarin tarihsel
sUireci, ortaya cikis sebepleri ve ileri stirdtiga fikir ve diistincelerine
deginilmistir. Yontem olarak arastirmayla ilgili tim veriler toplana-
rak analiz edilmis sonra konuyla alakali kisimlar degerlendirilmistir.
Bu arastirmada daha cok klasik Sia kaynaklari merkeze alinarak ta-
rih bilimi yéntemi cercevesinde bilgiler incelenmistir. Bu arastirma
neticesinde on iki imamin bazilarinin déneminde $ia firkalar iceri-
sinde ve ozellikle kendilerini imamlara yakin gosterdikleri sahislar
arasinda asiriliga kacan sahis ve gruplar teshis edilmis, imamlarin
onlar1 kabul etmeyerek onlara karsi sert sozler ifade ettikleri ve etra-
findaki insanlar1 onlardan uzak durmalarini istedikleri tespit edil-
mistir. Tez 6zeti olarak hazirlanan bu calismada arastirma ve yayin
etigi kurallarina uygun bicimde hareket edilmistir.

Abstract

A few years after the death of the Prophet of Islam, Muhammad
(pbuh), during the reign of Uthman (d. 35/656), the third Caliph of
the Muslims, a number of political and theological divisions emerged
among the Muslims. As a result of these disputes, Uthman was
martyred by his opponents. Later, Hazrat Ali (d. 40/661) was elected
as the caliph of the Muslims and continued in office. During the reign
of Ali, some unpleasant events such as the incidents of Siffin and
Jamal took place. Later, with the martyrdom of Ali by the Kharijis,
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the coming to power of the Umayyads, the martyrdom of Hussein (d.
61/680) and 70 people with him by the Umayyads in Karbala, and
the expansion of the Islamic geography and the conversion of people
from different cultures and beliefs to Islam, the political and theolo-
gical divisions among Muslims increased.

The sect that defends Imamate as one of the fundamentals of the
religion and claims that after the death of Prophet Muhammad, the
Imamate is the right of Hazrat Ali and after him, the Imamate passes
to the Imams born from Prophet Ali and Fatima with a certainty, is
called Shi'a. Since the early period, from time to time, there have
emerged within this sect people and sects who ascribed deity to Prop-
het Muhammad, HazratAli, the Imams and some other individuals,
and who exhibited deviant and extreme thoughts that went outside
the Islamic line. In the sources of the history of sects, the words
“Ghali” and “Ghulat” are used for the sects and individuals with such
extreme views.

There are some factors that led to the emergence of these extremist
sects. One of them is the psychological reason. Because people have
different perceptions of thought and the objects they learn affect their
attitudes and behaviors as well as affecting them spiritually. Another
reason is excessive love. Excessive love and showing excessive inte-
rest in something changes one's perspective towards the thing one
loves and tries to glorify it. Another reason is ignorance. People who
are ignorant or have incomplete knowledge may learn incomplete in-
formation or perceive people's attitudes and behaviors differently. In
addition to these, social and political factors may also cause people
to display extreme views. Another issue that causes the emergence of
extremist views within the Shi'a sect is non-Islamic religions such as
Judaism, Christianity, Hinduism and ancient Iranian religions.

When we look at the classical sources, it is seen that there are
many extremist sects within the Shi'a sect. Most of these sects are
named with the names, nicknames or identification tags of the indi-
viduals who put forward the extreme view and lead the sect. The “Sa-
baiyya” sect is one of the most extreme Shi'a sects. This sect was
named Sabaiyya in reference to Abdullah Ibn Saba, who is said to
have lived during the time of Hazrat Ali and who ascribed divinity to
HazratAli. Both Shi'a and Ahl al-Sunnah sources mention Abdullah
Ibn Saba. He appeared during the reign of Hazrat Ali and said that
he was a supporter of Ali then claimed divinity about Hazrat Ali. Haz-
rat Ali, who was disturbed by this, threw him into a ditch and burned
him with his companions. In another narration, it is mentioned that
he exiled him. When Abdullah Ibn Saba heard the martyrdom news
of Hazrat Ali, he refused to accept it and claimed that he was not
dead. Some sources mention that Abdullah Ibn Saba was originally
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Jewish and was the main figure in the disputes during the reign of
Hazrat 'Uthman. Another one of the extreme Shia sects is the

Kaysaniyya or Mukhtariyya sect. This sect was named after Mukhtar
al-Sakafi (d. 67/687), who revolted against the Umayyads under the
imamate of Muhammad Ibn Hanafiyya (d. 81/700) in Kufa to avenge
the death of Hazrat Hussein, who was martyred by the Umayyads
The founder of the Keysaniyya, Mukhtar al-Saqafi and his followers
accepted the theory of imamate, but when Hazrat Hussein was
martyred, he started a movement on his behalf, arguing that Hazrat
Ali's other son, Muhammad Ibn Hanafiyya, was the imam. After the
death of Muhammad Ibn Hanafiyya, he believed that he would return
as the Mahdi, claiming that he had concealed it. He also introduced
the idea of beda among the Shi'a. One of the extreme Shia sectss is

the Bayaniyya. This sect is known as one of the sub-groups of the
Keysaniyya. It is called al-Bayaniyya in relation to its founder al-
Bayan Ibn al-Saman (d.119/737), who belonged to the tribe of al-
Tamam. Bayan Ibn Saman made extreme remarks against the Haz-
rat 'Ali, Muhammad Ibn Hanafiyya, and his son Abt Hashim 'Abdul-
lah Ibn Muhammad (d. 98/716-17). He also believed in huldal and
tawassu' and claimed that a divine body had come to him. His fol-
lowers believed that he was a prophet and made extreme statements
about him. Another extreme sect that emerged among the Shia sects
was the Mughiriyya. The Mughiriyya sect was named after its foun-
der, Mughire Ibn Sa'id al-Ijli (d.119/737). Mughire Ibn Sa'id, who
was a magician by profession, lived during the reign of Muhammad
al-Baqir (d. 114/733), the fifth Imam of Shia. He claimed divinity
about Muhammad al-Baqir and claimed that he was his messenger.
He fabricated hadith in his own mind and claimed that they were
narrated from imams. His followers, on the other hand, argued that
he was a prophet, that he knew the name azam and that Jibril bro-
ught revelation to him. Another extremist faction is the Mansuriyya
founded by Abu Mansur al-[jli (d. 123/741). He also tried to lead pe-
ople astray by exhibiting extreme views. He said that Allah took him
to the miraculous ascension, spoke to him, and addressed him in
Persian or Hebrew as O son! He also claimed that the imams were
prophets. Abti Mansur, like other extremists, tried to put forward de-
viant ideas. He claimed that there is no heaven and hell, he interpre-
ted them, he said that the intimate parts are lawful for his compa-
nions, and he declared that what is mentioned as haram in the
Qur'an is permissible. One of the extreme Shi'a sects is the
Jannahiyya. This sect was formed from the followers of Abdullah Ibn
Mu'awiya (d.129/747). This sect also held the belief in hulal and te-
nasuh. They claimed that the spirit of Allah visited the Prophets and
Abdullah Ibn Mu'awiya. They also believed that the Day of Judgment
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would not occur, that it would be the earth and the sky, and that
good people would ascend to heaven while bad people would crawl
on the ground. They also claimed that Abdullah Ibn Mu'awiya was a
god and a prophet. Another Shi'a extremist sect was the Khattabiyya,
founded by Abu al-Khattab al-Asadi (d. 138/755). Abu al-Khattab
lived in Kufa during the reign of the sixth Imam of Shi'a, Ja'far al-
Sadiq (d.148/765). He claimed to be close to Ja'far al-Sadiq and fab-
ricated lies in his name. He, like other ghalis, claimed that the Imams
were gods and prophets. He is also said to be one of the founders of
Batinism (Isma'iliyya). The followers of al-Khattabiyya, like some ot-
her Shi’a extremists, considered what was forbidden as permissible
and interpreted some verses according to their own desires. In addi-
tion to these sects, it is also known that there are other extremist
sects such as Bezigiyya, Umayriyya, Muammariyya, Mufaddaliyya,
Mukhammisa, and Bashiriyya.

It has been determined that the above-mentioned sects have dif-
ferent conceptions of belief. Some of these beliefs include beliefs such
as divinity, prophethood, huldl, tanasukh, tashbih, tawhid, guardi-
anship, mehdism and beda. As mentioned above, these extremist
sects emerged from among the Shi’a groups. Although the emergence
of these sects is said to date from the time of Ali, the majority of the
extremist sects and individuals emerged during the reign of Muham-
mad al-Baqir and his son Ja'far al-Sadiq. Some of these figures are
known to have been close followers of Muhammad al-Bagqir or Ja'far
al-Sadiq. However, most of the Shi'a sources have argued that the
extremist factions have nothing to do with Shi'a. The Imams of Shi'a,
although they had close relations with them at first, rejected the
extremist individuals and sects because of the lies and extreme sta-
tements they claimed about them, and asked their followers not to
trust them and to stay away from them. In this direction, we see that
there are many narrations narrated from the imams, especially in
Shi'a sources. In a narration narrated by Ibn Hayyun, a man named
Feyz b. Mukhtar came to Ja'far al-Sadiq and complained about the
disputes among the sects. In response, Ja'far as-Sadiq said: “Yes!
People are always trying to fabricate lies about us. It is as if Allah has
made it obligatory on them. They do nothing else except this. I say a
word to one of them, but when he walks away from me, he interpreted
it away from its true meaning.” In another narration narrated by al-
Sasi, Ja'far as-Sadiq said: “May the curse of Allah be upon him who
calls himself a Prophet or whoever doubts about it.” In this study, the
groups and factions that emerged within the Shi'a sect, especially
those who expressed words such as divinity and prophethood against
Prophet Muhammad, Prophet Ali, Ahl al-Bayt and some individuals,
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were investigated. The historical process, the reasons for their emer-
gence, and the ideas and thoughts put forward by the Shi'a extre-
mists have been mentioned. As a method, all the data related to the
research were collected and analyzed, and then the relevant parts
were evaluated. In this research, information was examined within
the framework of the method of historical science by focusing more
on classical Shi'a sources. As a result of this research, it has been
determined that during the period of some of the twelve imams, indi-
viduals and groups who went to extremes among the Shi'a factions
and especially among the people who presented themselves as close
to the imams were identified, and it was determined that the imams
did not accept them and expressed harsh words against them and
asked the group around them to stay away from them. In this study,
which was prepared as a summary of the thesis, the rules of research
and publication ethics were followed.
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
