In this context Josiah Royce, one of the leading philosophers 
of American idealist philosophy tradition, has not been indifferent to 
the relation of philosophy and religion. So, according to Royce, 
beliefs and actions are directly available to be discussed 
philosophically. He believes that the philosophy should be a religious 
aspect when considering the fact that the philosophy put forward the 
rules concerning the actions of people and the discussion of the 
theories about the world. He tries to justify the issue of whether or 
not the religious aspect of philosophy but rather than the most basic 
questions of Kant, such as "How can I know, what can I know and 
what should I do?" In terms of Royce, there are religious as well as 
philosophical importance of these questions. Because both 
philosophy and religion deal directly with these questions. 
Undoubtedly, man would like to show how his philosophy about life 
and his needs in life are connected to each other, and in this point he 
sees what these two fields can be the best answer to his ideal. 
According to Royce, no one should be afraid of asking the above 
questions. Because everyone who thinks should investigate the 
answers to these types of questions and respect the decision made 
as a result of the research.
