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Ozet

Danyanin énemli istilaci yabanci ot turleri arasinda yer alan Persicaria perfoliata (L.)
H. Gross Polygonaceae (Karabugday) familyasina dahil sarilici/tirmanici otsu bir
bitkidir. Bitkinin tek yillik olduju ve sadece tohumla cogalabildigi bilinmektedir.
Ulkemizde ilk kez 1984 yilinda rapor edildikten sonra, bitkinin dagilimi ile ilgili detayli
bir galisma yapilmamistir. Bu calisma; P. perfoliatanin Karadeniz Bolgesinde
mevcut dagihm alanlarinin belirlenmesi amaciyla gergeklestiriimistir. Bu ¢ercevede
Karadeniz Bolgesinde Samsun ile Artvin arasinda kalan yaklagik 500 km mesafe
gridlere bélunmustir. Gridlerin kesisim noktalarina denk gelecek sekilde toplam 211
noktada surveyler yapilmigtir. Strvey calismalari gergeklestirilirken her bir noktanin
GPS koordinatlari, yukseklik, toprak Ozellikleri, bitkiye eslik eden diger bitkiler,
yasam alaninin nitelidi vb ekolojik veriler ile P. perfoliata'nin olusturdugu parsellerin
buyukligu vb bilgiler kayit altina alinmistir. Survey sonuglari bitkinin Dogu Karadeniz
bolgesinde Ozellikle yogun yagis alan bdlgelerde yayginlik goésterdigini ortaya
cikarmistir. Nitekim P. perfoliata bolge de Trabzon’dan Sarp/Artvin arasinda yer alan
yaklasik 200 km uzunlugundaki sahil boyunca yayildidi ve bazi bdlgelerde sahilden
yaklasik 40-50 km i¢ kesimlere dogru gegis yaptigi saptanmistir. Bitkinin bdlgede;
dere ve orman kenarlarinda, yol kenarlari, dékuntl alanlarn ve tahrip edilmis bos
araziler vb tarim disi alanlar ile kivi, findik ve meyve bahgeleri, cay plantasyonlari,
sebzelik alanlar vb tarim alanlarini istila edebildigi saptanmistir. Bitkinin dikenli
olmasinin tarim alanlarinda kontrolint guglestirdidi ve 6nemli isglcli kayiplarina
neden olabildigi belirlenmigtir. Yodun istila edilen bélgelerde bitkinin 4-5 km'lik bir hat
boyunca kesintisiz olarak gérilebildigi ve tamamen bitki ile kaph tarlalara
rastlanabildigi saptanmistir. Sirvey sonuglari bitkinin 6zellikle dogu Karadeniz
bolgesinde (Rize-Artvin) yerlestigini, tarim alanlarinda énemli sorunlara yol agtigini
ve bitkinin sahilden i¢ kesimlere dogru yayllma egiliminde oldugunu ortaya
koymaktadir. Olusturdugu sorunlar dikkate alindiginda, bolgede bitkiye kargi acil
olarak idare stratejilerinin olugturulmasi ve uygulanmasinin gerekli oldugu kanaatine
variimigtir.
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Abstract

Persicaria perfoliata (L.) H. Gross Polygonaceae (Buckwheat) is an herbaceous
twinning/climbing vine included in the most important invasive species of the world.
The plant is annual and reproduces only by seeds. After the first record of the plant
in Turkey in 1984, limited literature is available indicating the distribution and
invasion status of the plant in the country. Therefore, the current survey was aimed
at mapping the current status of troublesome invasive vine P. perfoliata in the Black
Sea region. The Black Sea region (Samsun to Artvin; almost 500 km) was divided
into grids and survey sites were specified to accomplish the task. Total of 211 points
were surveyed on the intersection points of pre-decided grids. Data regarding GPS
coordinates, altitude, soil properties, accompanying vegetation, ecological attributes
and coverage area of P. perfoliata parcels of surveyed sites were recorded. The
results of the survey indicated that the plant has invaded the high rainfall areas of
Eastern Black Sea region. The plant distribution was observed along the Black Sea
Coast from Trabzon province to Sarp (nearly 200 km) border gate. In some region, it
was also observed that the plant has extended its range to 40-50 km inwards from
the coast. The plant invasion was recorded in different habitats including, stream
sides, forest sides, orchards and gardens, waste and abandoned lands, water
channels, non-agricultural areas and agricultural areas such as tea plantations, kiwi
orchards, hazelnut orchards, vegetable grown areas etc. The thorny nature of the
plant makes its control difficult, and huge labor cost is incurred to control the plant in
the agricultural areas of the invaded region. Continuous populations and completely
covered fields with the plant were noted along 4 to 5 km distances in highly infested
areas. The survey was concluded with the findings that the plant has been
established in the Eastern Black Sea region, started causing economic losses in
agricultural areas and initiated to extend its range from coastal areas to inwards.
Keeping in view the problems created by the plant; there is an urgent need for
development and implementation of management strategies against plant in the
invaded region.
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
