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Anadolu halkinin veteriner olmadigi ya da veterinere ulasamadigl zamanlarda veya veterinere
gitmek istemedigi durumlarda, hayvanlarini hastaliklardan korumak ve tedavi etmek igin basvurdugu
uygulama ve islemlerin tiimtne “Halk Veterinerligi (Baytarlik)”denir.

Kirsal kesimde ekonomik yasam buyilk ol¢lide tarim ve hayvancilifa dayanmaktadir. Bu ylizden
gecimini ahirdaki hayvandan saglayan Anadolu insani, hayvanina evindeki insan kadar deger
vermektedir. Anadolu’ya gelmeden Once yasadiklari yerlerde de baslica gecimlerini hayvancilikla
saglayan gocebe ve yerlesik Tlrklerin, hayvan saghgi ile ilgili zengin bir gelenekleri vardir.

Bu calismada, Adana halk veterinerligi uygulamalari, alan arastirmasi yontemiyle derlenmistir. Elde
edilen malzeme siniflandirilarak Anadolu’nun diger bolgelerindeki uygulamalarla karsilastiriimistir.
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FOLK VETERINARY PRACTICES IN ADANA

Itis called Folk Veterinary Medicine, that the applications and processes that are referred to protect
and to treat diseases in animals, when the people can’t find or reach a vet or they don’t want to go
to a vet in Anatolia.

In rural areas, economic life largely based on agriculture and animal husbandry. Therefore, for the
people of Anatolia whose life is based on their animals at the barn, animals are very valuable. Settled
and nomadic Turks were providing their life from animal husbandry before settling to Anatolia. For
this reason they have a rich tradition of animal health.

In this study, Adana Veterinary Medicine applications are compiled by the field research method. The
resulting material is classified and compared with the applications of the other parts of the Anatolia.
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
