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Hayvancilik, folklor yonliinden edebiyatimiza ve inanclarimiza ¢ok seyler kazandirmistir. Sivas halkinin
hayvan sevgisi, kog¢ katimi, davar yiizii (saya gezme) gibi bircok adetleri koklestirmistir.

Calismada, Sivas Folklorunda davar yiizi ve kog¢ katimi térenlerine ait folklorik bilgilere ulasilarak
unutulmaya yiz tutan hayvancilik geleneklerinin degerlendirilmesi amaclandi.

Calismanin materyalini, Sivas yoresinde folklorik veteriner hekimligi ve hayvancilikla iliskili halktan
(halk hekimligi uygulayicilari, hayvan sahipleri ve diger kaynak kisiler) “bilgi derleme formu” yoluyla
09.04.2012 - 10.07.2012 tarihleri arasinda elde edilen folklorik bilgiler olusturdu.

Calismada, kuzularin dogumuna elli gin kala ya da ko¢ katimindan yiz giin sonra, kuzunun anasinin
karninda canlandigina, tiiylerinin ¢iktigina inanilan bu giinlerde “davar yiz{i” ya da “saya gezme”
denilen bir seyirlik oyunun dizenlendigi belirlendi. Dogacak siri yavrularinin saglikli, verimli ve
bereketli olmasi Gmidiyle kisin en soguk ayinda her siri sahibinin kapisinda tek tek oynanan bu
oyun ekibinin bes kisiden (bir Arap, gelin, dede, deve ve tilki) olustugu; ekibin kdyde gezerek, mani
soyleyip yiyecek ve bahsis (arpa, bulgur, yag, yumurta) topladigi; toplanan bu yiyeceklerin hayvanlarin
yemlerine (saglikli dogum, bolluk ve bereket getirmesi dilegiyle) katildigi; kog katim zamani koglarin
“asl toprag1” denilen kirmizi toprakla ya da renkli boyalarla sislendigi, ko¢ katim duasinin okunarak
silahlarin atildigl, hangi koyunun “kogsadigl”, hangi keginin “tekesedigi”nin izlendigi ve bugliniin yeni
bir baslangic tarihi olarak pazarliklarda, borglanmalarda kabul gérdtgi belirlendi.

Sonug¢ olarak, ko¢ katiminin genel olarak sonbaharda yapilmasinin, yavrulama zamanlarini kis
soguklarindan bahar baslangicina 6telemek ve dogacak yavrularin soguktan ve agliktan kirilmasini
onlemeye yonelik oldugu; davar ylzi oyununun da dogacak kuzularin saglikl ve verimli olmasi
dilegini tasidigi sdylenebilir. Bu torenlerin, Orta Asya Tirk kiltlrinin bir devami seklinde gelistigi ve
bu calismalar ile bu geleneklerin Yazili Tiirk Kiltiir birikimine kazandirilabilecegi ileri stirilebilir.
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THE CEREMONY “DAVAR YUZU” AND “KOG KATIMI” IN FOLKLORE OF SiVAS*

Animal husbandry brought many things to our literature and our beliefs in terms of folklore. Animal
love of Sivas people has been rooted many traditions such as “kog katim1” (ramming season, mating)
and “davar yiizi” (saya gezme).

In this study, it is aimed to evaluate animal husbandry traditional that into oblivion by accessing
information related on folkloric of rituals of “davar yiizii”,“ko¢ katimi” in Sivas folklore.

The material of the study, the information obtained by “information review form” from the public
(practitioners of folk medicine, animal owners and other source persons) associated with the folkloric
veterinary medicine and livestock in Sivas. The information data was collected between 04/09/2012
to 10/07/2012.

In this study, it is stated that a spectacle game so-called “davar yiizi” or “saya gezme” were laid out
about fifty days before the birth of lambs or after hundred days of “ko¢ katimi”. In these days it is
believed that lambs rouse up and feathers in their mother’s womb; this game is played by a team
with five people (Arab, the bride, grandfather, camel and fox) in the coldest winter, played in the front
door of every herdsman in the hope of healthy, productive and fertile that will born lambs; the team
toured in the village and sing a folk song called “mani” and collected food and vail (barley, wheat,
oil, eggs, etc.); these foods are fed to animals (in hope of healthy birth and for bring abundance
and fertility); rams dressed up with red soil so-called “asi toprag!” at the time of “ko¢ katimi” and
shooting when reading the prayer of “ko¢ katimi”, and tracing which sheep and a goat wants coition
(kogsama, tekeseme) and this day accepted as a new zero hour for bargain and borrowing.

As a result it could be said that the reason of the fall of “ko¢ katimi” is displaced to birth time from
cold winter to the beginning of spring and thus prevent of lambs from cold and starvation and the
game of “davar yiiz(i” in the hope of to be healthy and productive for these lambs. It can be argued
that these ceremonies, as a continuation of the Central Asian Turkish culture and they can bring in

accumulation of Written Turkish Culture with these studies.
