Ozet

lik kavrami AB uyelidi ile birlikte anilir hale gelmigtir. Bu ¢calismada AB uyeligi ve
insani gelismiglik endeksi arasindaki iliski cok degiskenli istatistiksel yontemlerle
ele alinmigtir. Bu ¢ercevede Turkiye’'nin de iginde bulundudu aday Ulkeler ve AB
uyesi Ulkeler gelismiglik gdstergeleri yardimiyla iki temel gruba ayriimis ve Ulkele-
rin bu gruplara dahil olma durumlari irdelenmistir.
