SUNUS

Humanitas-Uluslararast Sosyal Bilimler Dergisi’nin igiincli sayisin1 okurla
bulusturmaktan kivangliyiz. Dergimizin kurulusunun iizerinden daha iki yil
ge¢meden ulusal ve uluslararasi diizeyde gordigii ilgi mutluluk kaynagidir.
Dergide yayinlanan yazilarin biitiin diinya bilim ¢evresine ve bilgi agina
ulasabilmesi icin, ARASTIRMAX, ASOS, EBSCO, CEEOL, MLA, NKU
ACIK DERGI sisteminde taranmasi saglanmus, 6teki indekslerce de taranmasi
icin c¢aligmalar siirdiiriilmektedir. Kuskusuz derginin elde ettigi bu basari,
yiiksek nitelikli degerli ¢alismalarin1 burada paylasan yazarlarin yani sira her
sayisinda Ozverili ve titiz bir ¢aligma vyiiriiten yaym ve yazi kurulu ile
yurti¢inden ve yurtdigindan emek ve katkilarini esirgemeyen degerli hakemlerin
eseridir. Bu sayida katkisi olan herkese tesekkiirlerimizi sunariz.

Dergimizin {igiincii sayisinda Tiirkge, Ingilizce ve Fransizca on bes makale ve
“yayin degerlendirme” boliimii altinda, yeni yayimlanmig bir kitap tanitimi yer
almaktadir. Bu sayinin gézde alani edebiyat olmakla birlikte; sosyoloji, ¢eviri
bilim, iletisim, cografya, iktisat ve resim alanlarinda birbirinden ilging yazilar
bulunmaktadir.

Bu saymin ilk sirasinda yer alan Cumhur ASLAN ile Olgun BILiR’in ortak
makalesi, hem biyografik hem de otobiyografik bir tarih¢i olan Sevket Siireyya
Aydemir’in “disiinsel/politik degisim ve farklilasma parametrelerini”
incelemeyi amacglamaktadir. Yazarlar bu parametreler cergevesinde Sevket
Siireyya’'nin  Cumhuriyetle birlikte bir degisim siirecine giren Tiirkiye
toplumuna yonelik bakigini tartismaktadir. Turanciliktan, sosyalizme ve oradan
Kemalizm’e evrilen diislinsel evrim halkalan igerisinde Tiirkiye toplumunun
sorunlart karsisinda getirmis oldugu ¢6ziim Onerileri ele alinmakta ve
Tiirkiye’nin diisiinsel iklimi icerisine yerlestirilmeye calisilmaktadir.

Sener BAG, “kurgusal olmayan, arastirma materyallerden olusturulan yazinsal
metinler” olarak tanimladig1 “belgesel yazinin” ilk adimlarinin 1924'den itibaren
Almanya'da Isci Yazisma Hareketiyle (Arbeiterkorrespondenzbewegung) atildigini
ileri strmektedir. Yazar, aksam yazin kurslarina katilan isgilerin iginde
bulunduklar1 olumsuz kosullara dikkat ¢eken roportajlarm bu yazmin ortaya
cikmasinda 6nemli bir rol oynadigini dile getirmektedir. 1966-67 ekonomik krizi
ve Vietnam Savasi gibi gilincel olaylari irdeleyen yapitlarin Almanya’da biiyiik bir
acilim buldugunu, dolayisiyla belgesel yazin1 Alman Yazinina 6zgiin bir tiir olarak
da nitelemenin yanlis olmayacagm ileri siiren yazar, bazi yazarlarm yazin
kavraminin genisletilmesi ve bu yazin tiirtiniin kurmaca olarak sinirlandirilmamasi
Onerilerine dikkat cekmektedir.

Petru GOLBAN; Walter Pater, Matthew Arnold ve Henry James gibi yazar-
elestirmen ve John Ruskin gibi profesyonel -elestirmenlerin elestirel
konumlarinin 6nemini ve Viktorya dénemi elestirisinin durumunu ortaya koyan
fikirlerini incelemeyi hedefleyen c¢alismasinda, elestirinin edebiyattan
bagimsizliga dogru ilerleyisini “tipoloji olarak olusumuna ve kendi igindeki
cesitliligine” bagliyor. Viktorya donemi elestirisini siniflandirmanin “neredeyse



imkénsi1z" oldugunu, ancak “biyografik, sosyolojik, tarihi, pozitivist, gercekei,
dogalci, empresyonist, estetik, ahlaki, hiimanist ve benzer elestiri kuramlarin1 da
kapsayan Romantik kuramin etkisini hala siirdiirmekte” oldugunu ileri siiriiyor.

N. Sibel GUZEL, bu makalede kadin metinlerine kars1 ilgisizligin ve yazin
alaninda erkek egemenliginin nedenlerini ¢aligmanin merkezine alarak, on
sekizinci yiizy1l Ingiltere’si orta simf kadin yazarlarindan birisi olan Mrs.
Barbauld’ya ait, goriiniirde ¢ok yazinsal bir deger verilmeyen “Camasir Giinii”
adli siiri inceliyor ve onun da ¢ok degerli bir metin olabilecegini gostermeye
calisiyor.

Cengiz KARAGOZ, en ¢ok tartisilan edebi sahsiyetlerden biri olarak niteledigi
Naipaul’in romanlarim  somiirgecilik kurami ¢ergevesinde ¢oziimlemeyi
denemektedir.

Miimtaz KAYA calismasinda, Istanbul, Hatwralar ve Sehir adli yapiti
yasamoOykiisel ve O6zyasamoykiisel gondermeler baglaminda karsilastirdiktan
sonra bu yapitin, Philippe Lejeune’in 1975 yilinda tamimladig1 6zyasaméykiisel
sozlesmeye ve genel 6zyasamoykiisel Olgiitlere ne kadar uydugunu, okur ile
varilan bir i¢tenlik anlagmasi olup olmadigini, anlasmaya ne denli uyulmaya
calisildigini saptamaya caligiyor.

Yavuz KIZILCIM, Charles Baudelaire ve Can Yiicel siirleri {izerinden suyun
siirdeki yeri ve islevini, dil psikolojisi yontemiyle degerlendirilmeyi deniyor ve
denizin giinliik yasam igindeki eszamanli yer alisinin tizerinde duruyor.

Mustafa SOLMAZ, Fransizca yazdigi incelemesinde, polisiye romanin ve
ozelllikle de Tiirk polisiye romaninin kisaca tarihsel gelisimini romanlardan
ornekler vererek ele almaktadir.

Edebiyat alamindaki son makalede, Ali TILBE, 1950’li yillarda 6ne g¢ikan
Uyumsuz Tiyatronun 6nde gelen temsilcilerinden biri olan Jean Genet’nin
Hizmetgiler, Balkon ve Paravanlar adli oyunlarinda bezem ve donatimligin
sezdirimsel islevi konusunu inceliyor.

19. Yiizyildan itibaren kendi cografyalarinin disinda yasayan Xkiiltiirlerin
sanatlarina ilgi gosteren Batili sanat¢ilardan biri olan Andre Masson’un
Amerikan Soyut Ekspresyonist yapitlarini etkiledigini 6ne siiren Mustafa Cevat
ATALAY, dokiiman inceleme yoOntemiyle ressamin kaligrafiden esinlenmis
oldugu diisliniilen resimleri gostermeyi amaglamaktadir. Birinci bdliimiinde,
sanat¢inin hayat1 kronolojik olarak incelenip yaratim siirecini etkileyen faktorler
tizerinde durulduktan sonra, ikinci boliimde kaligrafik resimler incelenmis ve
bazi eserlerin gosterimi yapilmistir. Yazar ¢alismasinda, sanat¢inin Ozellikle
1945 sonrasinda, Dogu kiiltiirlerine olan ilgisinin arttii, bunun eserlerinin
diline kaligrafik olarak yansidig1 sonucuna varmaktadir.

Ayse Banu KARADAG ile Eshabil BOZKURT ortak calismalarinda, Osmanli
toplumunda ¢ok ragbet géren roman tiiriiniin Tanzimat’tan baslayarak Harf
Devrimi’'ne kadar Bati dillerinden Osmanli Tiirk¢esine yiizlerce ¢eviri
yapildiginin altimi ¢izerek, II. Mesrutiyet’ten Harf Devrimi’ne kadar olanlarin
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on soz, son sdz ve kitap kapaklarm incelemektedirler. Makale Israilli
ceviribilim kuramcis1 Gideon Toury’nin “siire¢ dncesi ¢eviri normlar1” kuramini
esas alarak doneme ait ¢eviri politikalarini tespit etmeyi amagliyor.

Cukurova yoresi gecis torenlerinde su odakli uygulamalar {izerine duran Ayhan
KARAKAS, bu uygulamalarin eski Tiirk kiiltiirii ile olan baglantilarim
inceliyor.

Seving KOSE, Lale ORAL ve Hilmiye TURESIN TETIK, ortak ¢alismalarinda,
Y kusagmin ilk yarisinda doganlar ile ikinci yarisinda doganlarin is degerleri
arasinda bir farklilasma olup olmadigini belirlemeyi deniyor.

Derginin son makalesinde Emre OZSAHIN, CBS (Cografi Bilgi Sistemleri)
tekniklerine dayali bir sekilde AHS (Analitik Hiyerarsi Siireci) yontemi
kullanilarak Tekirdag ilinin heyelan duyarlilik ¢oézlimlemesini yapmay1
amagcliyor.

Ayrica Duygu Oztin PASSERAT ve Gamze BESTAS 1n ortak ¢alismas: olan
Gazete Soyleminde Gerekgelendirme baglikli makale, dergimizin 2. Sayisinda
maddi hatadan dolay1 tek isimle yayinlanmis oldugu i¢in, bu sayida iki isimli
olarak yeniden yayimlanmistir. Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti Bagbakan1 Recep Tayyip
Erdogan’in, kamuoyunda olduk¢a fazla tartigma yaratan, sezaryen ve kiirtaj
konusundaki agiklamalariyla ilgili haberi ve bu haber sonrasinda kadinlarin
yaptiklari protesto gosterilerini Sozcii, Cumhuriyet, Milliyet, Zaman ve Yeni Akit
gibi gazetelerin ilk sayfalarinda nasil verdiklerini ele almaktadir.

PRESENTATION

We are glad to present the 3rd issue of Humanitas-International Journal of
Social Sciences. The attention that our Journal has received on national and
international levels since its foundation greatly encourages and motivates us.
The Journal can be scanned on ARASTIRMAX, ASOS, EBSCO, CEEOL,
MLA, NKU ACIK DERGI systems, which provides it with a place in
worldwide science circles and information web, and the studies are still going
on for other indexes. This success does certainly belong to the authors who are
eager to share their knowledge, to the editorial board who works devotedly and
meticulously, and the last and not the least, the reviewers that contribute greatly
to the Journal with their critical efforts. To them we express our cordiality and
sincere gratitude.

The 3" issue of the Journal includes fifteen Turkish, English and French articles
and a presentation of a new published book under the title of ‘Publication
Evaluation’. The dominant concern of this issue is literature; however, there are
also interesting articles on sociology, translation, geography, economy, and
painting.

The first article, co-authored by Cumhur ASLAN and Olgun BILIR aims to
analyze ‘the parameters of intellectual/political change and differentiation’. This
study also aims to discuss Aydemir’s proposed solutions, which vary
ideologically from socialism to Kemalism, to the problems of Turkish society,
and to find the true place of Aydemir within the Turkish intellectual climate.

Sener BAG claims that the first steps of documentative literature were taken
with Worker Correspondence Movement (Arbetierkorrespondenzbewegung) in
Germany in 1924. The author supports the idea that the workers attended
literary courses in the evenings and they started to join literary activities. In
these activities, the commonly used forms were the interviews that attracted
attention to the hard conditions with which working class had to struggle. It can
be said that in the 1960s works categorized as documentative literature and
examined current matters like 1966-67 economic crisis and Vietnamese War
gained importance in Germany. He thinks that some writers who produce works
in this field suggest to broaden the term not to categorize it as fiction and to
remove the obstacles like difficulties of understanding documentative literature
and division problem between artistic and inartistic works.

Petru GOLBAN in his study investigates the significance of the critical status of
the professional critics, like John Ruskin, and writer-critics, like Walter Pater,
Matthew Arnold and Henry James, and discloses their ideas by showing the
condition of Victorian criticism. He claims that the route of criticism towards
independence from literature means its own diversification and organization as
a typology, although it is almost impossible to categorize Victorian criticism, it
is Romantic theory still being influential, to which biographical, sociological,
historical, positivist, realistic, naturalistic, impressionistic, aesthetic, moral,
humanistic, and other types of criticism are added.
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N. Sibel GUZEL in her study discusses the reasons of male dominancy to the
literary canon and foregrounds a different approach to a seemingly insignificant
female text, namely “Washing Day” by Mrs.Barbauld, to justify that even an
insignificant text can be invaluable for university syllabuses.

Cengiz KARAGOZ tries to analyze the novels of Naipaul in post-colonial
context.

Miimtaz KAYA in his work determines the biographical and autobiographical
elements in Istanbul, Hatiralar ve Sehir and compares it to Philippe Lejeune’s
definition of autobiographical contract.

Yavuz KIZILCIM tries to present the universe of water story with the method
of language psychology under the lights of the elements which establish the
main axis of its poetics, such as sea, ocean, water of fountain, lakes, rivers,
floods, and wrecks by exemplifying the poems of Charles Baudelaire and Can
Yiicel.

Mustafa SOLMAZ in his article which he writes in French, deals with the
history of detective novel, particularly Turkish detective novel by giving
examples from various novels.

As the last article on literature, Ali TILBE analyzes the implicational function
of costume and accessory in Les Bonnes, Le Balcon, and Les Paravents, three
plays by Jean Genet, one of the major representatives of the Absurdist Theatre
that flourished in 1950s.

Mustafa Cevat ATALAY aims to present Andre Masson’s paintings which are
thought to be influenced by calligraphy with document analysis method, and
claims that he influenced the American Abstract Expressionist works of art. In
the first part, the life of the artist is examined chronologically while focusing on
the elements that affect the creation process. In the second part, the calligraphic
paintings are analyzed and some works are demonstrated. The author concludes
that the artist is interested in Eastern cultures especially after 1945, and this is
reflected calligraphically through his paintings.

Ayse Banu KARADAG and Eshabil BOZKURT in their co-authored article aim
to analyze translations of the novels produced during the time between the
Second Constitutional Period and the Language Reform in the light of the
information presented in prefaces, epilogues and book covers of these
translations, within the framework of translation studies. Their paper is based on
the Israeli translation scholar Gideon Toury’s concept of “preliminary norms”.

Ayhan KARAKAS, who focuses on water based applications in Cukurova
region, investigates their relations with old Turkish culture.

Seving KOSE, Lale ORAL and Hilmiye TURESIN TETIK, in their co-authored
study, aim to find out the possible differences in work values within the
generation Y; which is divided into two groups, in order to point out the
variation in work values in between the older and younger members.
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In the last article of the journal, Emre OZSAHIN analyzes the landslide
susceptibility analysis of Tekirdag province through the AHP method based on
GIS techniques.

In addition, the article Argumentation Theory in Journalistic Discourse, which
is co-authored by Duygu Oztin PASSERAT and Gamze BESTAS was
published as a single authored article because of a technical error in the
previous issue. For that reason we are publishing it again as a co-authored
article. It deals with the news of women’s protests upon the prime minister of
the Republic of Turkey Recep Tayyip Erdogan’s controversial speech about
abortion and caesarean section and how the newspapers such as Sozcii,
Cumhuriyet, Milliyet, Zaman and Yeni Akit reflect it on their front pages.
