DERGININ KAPSAMI VE YAYIN iLKELERI

TUBA-AR dergisi ilke olarak, dénem ve cografi bolge sinirlamasi olmadan
arkeoloji ve arkeoloji ile baglantili tiim alanlarda yapilan yeni aragtirma, yorum,
degerlendirme ve yontemleri kapsamaktadir. Dergi arkeoloji alaninda yeni
yapilan caligmalara yer vermenin yant sira, bir bilim akademisi yayin organi
olarak, arkeoloji ile baglantili olmak kosuluyla, sosyal bilimlerin tiim uzmanlik
alanlarma agiktir; bu alanlarda gelisen yeni yorum, yaklasim, analizlere yer veren
bir forum olusturma islevini de yiiklenmistir.

Dergi, arkeoloji ile ilgili yeni ac¢ilimlar1 kapsamli olarak ele almak icin belirli
bir konuya odaklanmis yazilar1 “dosya” seklinde kapsamina alabilir; bu amagla
cagrili yazarlarin katkisinin istenmesi ya da bu baglamda gelen istekler Yayin
Kurulu tarafindan degerlendirir. Kazi ve ylizey arastirmalari da dahil olmak {izere,
yeni yorum ve agilim getirmeyen, yalnizca malzeme tanitimi igeren, 6n rapor
niteligindeki yazilar dergi kapsaminin disindadir. Kiiltiir tarihi agisindan 6nemli
bir yenilik getiren 6énemli buluntular “haber” olarak dergiye kabul edilebilir.
Yazarlar dergiye makale gonderdiklerinde, s6z konusu yazinin daha 6nce, ¢eviri
olarak bile baska bir yerde yayimlanmadigini ya da yayimlanmak iizere bir baska
dergiye gonderilmemis oldugunu kabul etmis sayilirlar.

TUBA-AR is an international peer-reviewed journal published biannually by the
Turkish Academy of Sciences (TUBA). The decisions regarding editorial policy,
scope and content of the journal is taken by the Editorial Board that determined
by the Turkish Academy of Sciences Council.

COVERAGE AND PUBLICATION PRINCIPLES OF THE JOURNAL

Principally, the TUBA-AR journal covers all recent studies, comments,
evaluations, and methods in archaeology, and in adjacent areas related to
archaeology, without limitation to any periods or geographic regions. In addition
to studies carried out in the field of archaeology, as a publication organ of an
academy of science, the journal is open to all professional fields of the social
sciences, provided that they are related to archacology; it has also undertaken
the function to create a forum covering recent interpretations, approaches, and
analyses developing in these fields.

The journal may feature writings focused on a specific subject as a “file” in order
to comprehensively cover new initiatives related to archaeology; and to this end,
the Editorial Board decides whether contributions of invited writers are required,
or evaluates any requests received in that context. Articles that do not introduce
new interpretations and initiatives, but are rather in the form of a preliminary
report containing only introductions to materials, including archaeological
excavations and surface researches, are out of the scope of the journal. Important
findings introducing significant innovations in terms of the cultural history can be
accepted as pieces of “news”. When writers send articles to the journal, they are
deemed to have agreed and undertaken that the article in question has not been
published in any other journal, including its translations into any languages, and
that it has not been submitted to any other journal for publication, including its
translations.

Cumbhuriyetin ikinci yiizyilina girdigimiz bugiinlerde, koklii bir arkeoloji gelenegine sahip iilkemizin
arkeoloji yayinciliginda uzun bir siiredir yer edinen, TUBA-AR Dergisi’nin 33. sayisin1 sizlerle paylasmaktan
mutluluk duymaktayiz. Cumhuriyetin kurulus felsefesinde iiretimde yerli, bilimde evrensel bir yaklagim
benimsenmistir. 11k sayisindan itibaren bilimin evrenselligi ilkesine bagl kalarak yayin hayatina devam
etigimiz derginin son sayisinda Anadolu’nun farkli cografyalarindan, uzak ya da yakin ge¢cmisimize dair
makaleleri bir araya getirdik.

Kentlesme ve sanayinin hizla biiylidiigii, kirsal alanlarin arkeolojik olarak yeterince arastirilamadigi dikkate
alindiginda yiizey arastirmalarinin 6nemi bir kez daha goriilmektedir. Nitekim bu sayinin ilk makalesi Karaman
Prehistorik Yiizey Arastirmasi Projesi kapsaminda kesfedilen Akoluk Magarasi’dir. Yazar magara ¢evresindeki
buluntulardan yola ¢ikarak tarihdncesine ait olabilecegini 6nerdigi magara resimleri son yillarda bu alandaki
ivmenin 6nemli gostergeleri arasinda sayilir. Kiilliioba’nin i1k Tung-Orta Tung Cag1 Gegis Dénemine tarihlenen
bir grup boyali ¢anak ¢omlegin ele alindig1 makalede malzeme grubu form ve islevleri bakimindan ele alinmis
ayrica sO6z konusu ¢anak ¢omlegin bolgeler arasi iliskiler baglamindaki yeri de degerlendirilmistir. Yine tarihdncesi
donemi, Arslantepe’deki Son Kalkolitik Donem konut yapilarini konu alan bir diger makalede, yazarlar Giiney
Mezopotamya’da ilk devletin temellerinin atildigi Uruk Dénemi’nin dncesinde, Anadolu’da devletlesmeye giden
siirecin ilk izlerini, yerlesimin konut alanlar1 {izerinden degerlendirmektedir. Bitlis-Eski Ahlat Sehri'nde son
yillarda yapilan kazilar Ortacag yerlesimin altinda, blgede daha dnce bilinmeyen bir 1k Tung Cag1 yerlesimini
ortaya ¢cikarmistir. 33. sayida yer alan bu makalede, bdlge icin tipik Karaz kiiltiiriinii yansitan bulgularin yan1 sira
bu kiiltiiriin yayilim alan1 i¢inde bilinmeyen yerel ¢anak ¢omlek ele alinmakta bolgenin tarihoncesine iliskin yeni
bulgular tanitilmaktadir. Keraitai antik kentinin savunma yapilarinin tanitildigi makalede ise Pisidia Bélgesi’nin
daglik bir kenti olan yerlesimde Hellenistik-Roma Imparatorluk Dénemi’ndeki siyasi ve askeri politikalarin
mimariye yansimalari ortaya konmustur. Yazida kentin savunma planinin ortaya konulmasi, savunmayi
olusturan sur, kule, kap1 gibi birimlerin mimari ve askeri ozelliklerinin tanimlanmasi, kent savunmasinin
tarihsel kimliginin belirlenmesi gibi konular tartisitimaktadir. Hellenistik Donem’in basinda yeniden kurulan
Smyrna kentinin koroplastik iiretiminin en karakteristik gruplarindan biri olan Grotesk figiirinler ve onlarla
benzer bir ikonografiye sahip bereket ve dogurganlik kavramlari ile iligkilendirilen Baubo figiirinlerini ele
alan makalede kentin sosyal ve inang diinyasina dair degerlendirmelere yer verilmistir. Yasadigimiz cografyada
yiizeyde goriilebilen anitsal duvarlariyla ¢ok sayida kaleye bulunmasina ragmen bu alandaki arastirmalar
oldukea sinirlidir. Saros Korfezi’nin kuzey kiyisinda bulunan Mecidiye Kalesi’nin ele alindigi makalede kalenin
fotogrametrik belgelemesine yer verilmis, ¢evredeki diger lokaliteler ile tarihi kayitlardan yola gikarak Ibrice
yerlesimi ve limaniyla iliskisi degerlendirilmistir. Ayrica mimari dgeler ve ¢evreden bilinen buluntular sayesinde
kaledeki ilk yerlesimin Hellenistik-Roma Caglarina kadar uzanan geg¢misi ele alinmistir. Son olarak Eski Bir
Ask Hikayesinin Transferi isimli makalede yazar Balatlar Kilisesi’nde ¢ok sayida drnekle temsil edilen ve bir
Cin motifinden esinlenerek Ingiltere fabrikalarinda iiretilmis, Willow-Pattern/Sogiit Agaci deseninin goriildiigii
porselenler konu edinilmistir.

Yukarida derlemeye ¢alistigimiz gibi, konu edindigi donemler ve cografi dagilimiyla biiyiik bir ¢esitlilik sunan bu
makalelerin yayina hazirlanma siirecinde katkisi bulunan tiim meslektaslarimiza ve TUBA-AR Dergisi ekibine
tesekkiir ederiz.

EDITOR’S NOTE

As we welcome the second century of the Republic of Tiirkiye, we are so honored to share with you the 33rd issue
of the TUBA-AR Journal, which has long been a part of archaeological publishing in Tiirkiye, a country with a
deep-rooted tradition of archaeological research. The founding philosophy of the Republic of Tiirkiye has always
had a local approach in production, however, a global approach in science. In the latest issue, we brought together
articles from different parts of Anatolia about our distant or recent past, sticking to the principal of science being
universal as always since the first issue.

Considering the fast widespread of urbanization and industrialization, on the other hand insufficient archaeo-
logical investigation of the rural areas, the importance of surveys is evidently strong. One of the recent proofs of
the growth of data on this field is reflected by the first article in this issue is about the Akoluk Cave, discovered
within the Karaman Prehistoric Survey Project. The cave paintings found in the Akoluk Cave are suggested to
date back to prehistoric times by the author who associates them with the archacological findings around the cave.
The second article includes study of an assemblage of painted pottery from the Early Bronze-Middle Bronze Age
transition layer at Kiilliioba. The published material is analyzed according to their shape and function, and eval-
uated with a scope of their wider interretional implications. In another article on the Late Chalcolithic residential
buildings at Arslantepe, the authors evaluate the first traces of the process leading to statehood in Anatolia before
the Uruk Period, when the foundations of the first state in Southern Mesopotamia were laid. Excavations at the
ancient city of Ahlat in Bitlis have uncovered a previously unknown Early Bronze Age settlement beneath the
medieval settlement. Another article published in Issue 33 presents new discoveries on the prehistoric period of
the region, including the Karaz culture, which is characteristic for this area, as well as local pottery, which is
absent in the area of distribution of this culture. In the article on the defensive structures of the ancient city of
Keraitai which is a mountain city of the Pisidian region, the reflection of the political and military policies of
the Hellenistic-Roman Imperial Period on the architecture of the settlement is revealed. The article discusses
issues such as the defense plan of the city, the definition of the architectural and military characteristics of units
such as walls, towers, and gates, and the historical identity of the defense system. The next article in this issue
discusses the grotesque figurines, one of the most characteristic groups of the coroplastic production of Smyrna,
which was reestablished at the beginning of the Hellenistic period, and the Baubo figurines, which have a similar
iconography and are attributed to the concepts of abundance and fertility. Although there are many castles with
monumental walls visible on the surface of the geography that we live in, research in this field of study is quite
limited. In the article about Mecidiye Castle on the northern shore of the Saros Gulf, photogrammetric documen-
tation of the castle is included and its relationship with the settlement and the port of Ibrice is evaluated based
on other localities in the vicinity and historical records. In addition, the architectural elements and finds known
from the surrounding area have been used to trace the history of the earliest settlement in the castle, dating back
to the Hellenistic-Roman period. In the final article with the title, The Transfer of an Old Love Story, the author
discusses the porcelain with the willow tree pattern, inspired by a Chinese motif and produced in factories in
England, of which there are numerous examples in the Balatlar church.

With our effort to sum up the articles published in this issue above, we would like to thank all our colleagues and the
TUBA-AR Journal team for all their contributions to the publication of articles presenting great diversity of different
periods and geographical settings.
