Birbirinden 6nemli calismalari
degerlendirirken dergi ekibi olarak hem heyecan duyduk hem o6nceki
sayllara gore daha yogun bir siire¢ yasadik. Yayinlanan 12 makalenin ve 2
kitap degerlendirmesinin disinda akademik gerekceler ve hakemlerimizin
doniitleri sebebi ile yayinlanmayan ¢alismalarla beraber ¢ok sayida makalenin
degerlendirme siirecini paydaslarimizla beraber yiirtittiik. Calismalarini kabul
edemedigimiz arastirmacilarimiz da dahil olmak lizere, hassas stiregleri bizimle
titizlikle ve anlayisla yiiriiten tiim yazarlarimiza ve hakemlerimize emekleri i¢in
tesekkiirii borg biliyoruz.

Bu sayida iki makalemiz Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti'nin 100. yilinda, bugiinden
gecmise dogru bakildiginda kadin ¢alismalarinin yerini anlamak ve tartismak
ekseninde birlesiyor. Bunlardan ilki, “Ev i¢i Ucretsiz Emegi Cumhuriyet’in Kadin
Idealiyle Okumak” isimli makale. Samet Unlii, bu ¢alismada, Tiirkiye’'de ev ici
licretsiz emegin Cumhuriyet'in kadin idealiyle iligkisini sosyolojik bir bakis
acisiyla ele aliyor ve Cumhuriyet'in kadin idealiyle, kadinin ev i¢ci emeginin
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bir deger olarak goriilmemesi ve bu nedenle iicretsiz olarak yapilmasinin
celiskisini tartismaya aciyor. “Zamane Kizlarr’ Siirinde Geng¢ Tiirk Kizlarinin
Erkek Bakisindaki Temsili” adli makalede Fatma Fulya Tepe ise “kiz calismalar1”
olarak adlandirilan yeni bir alan kapsaminda, erken Cumhuriyet dénemine
iliskin ampirik ¢alismalarda sikca karsilasilan “Cumhuriyet kiz1” modeli ve
kavramsallastirmasini, Selahattin Ertiirk’iin 1941 yilinda yazdigi “Zamane
Kizlar1” adli siirden yola ¢ikarak yeniden tartisiyor.

Hem ulusal hem uluslararasi kurumlar iklim degisikligine kars: politikalar
tiretmeye calisirken, bir yandan da iklim degisikliginin getirdigi tehlike ve
risklerin kadinlar tizerindeki etkilerine dikkat ¢ekiyorlar. Sayimizdaki “Impact
Chain Analysis on Determining the Vulnerability Levels of Women to Climate
Hazards and Risks: A Case Study of Tiirkiye” adli calismada Zeynep Eren ve
Siileyman Toy, cesitli sektor ve temalarin iklim degisikliginden etkilenebilirligini
analiz etmek amaciyla ortaya konulmus metodolojiden yararlanarak Tiirkiye’'de
kadinlarin iklim tehlike ve risklerinden etkilenebilirlik analizine ait etki
zincirinde kullanilabilecek parametreler, bunlara ait veriler ve veri kaynaklari
Oneriyorlar; somut ve karsilastirmaya olanak verecek modelleme calismalarina
katki sunabilecek bir veri seti tarif ediyorlar.

Yasalarda bir problem yokmus gibi goériinmesine ragmen kamudaki
kimi uygulamalarin bir nevi gizli cam tavanlar icerip icermedigi konusunda
onemli bir calisma Sedat Polat ve ilayda Aydin'in emegiyle ortaya cikiyor. “Can
Gender-Responsive Public Procurement Approach be Incorporated into Public
Procurement Law?” baslikli makale, kamuda satin alma siireglerinde cinsiyete
duyarl ihtiyaclarin géz 6niinde bulundurulmasi, kadin ve erkek arasinda esit
kosullarin olusturulmasi, mevcut ekonomik esitsizliklerin azaltilmasina yonelik
destekleyici rol tstlenilmesi ve sosyal acidan sorumlu alim yontemlerinin
benimsenmesi acisindan Tiirk kamu alimlar1 mevzuati ¢ergevesinde cinsiyete
duyarl kamu alimlar1 yaklasiminin uygulanabilirligini inceliyorlar.

Virgina Wolf'un Kendine Ait Bir Oda adli eseri, kadin ¢alismalarinda hig
sliphesiz tlizerinde en ¢ok konusulan eserlerden birisi. Bu saymmizdaki “A
Manifesto of Her Own: Reading Virginia Woolf’'s A Room of One’s Own as a
Feminist Prophesy” isimli makalede Henrieta Krupa, yaklasik bir asir 6nce
yayimlanan bu eseri sadece feminist bir manifesto olarak degil ayni zamanda
yayimlandigi tarihten sonraki yillarda meydana gelen Avrupa-Amerikan feminist
felsefelerinin belirleyici 6zelliklerini 6ngoéren bir feminist vizyon olarak yeniden
inceliyor.
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Feminizm ve annelik iliskisine dair 6nemli bir makale de Zeynep
Sadikoglu’'ndan geliyor bu sayida. “Feminizmin Anneligi Anlamlandirma
Bicimleri: Tahakkiim Aracindan Deneyim ve Performansa” isimli ¢alismada
Sadikoglu, annelige iliskin feminist bakis acilarini inceliyor ve farkli feminizmlerin
stire¢ icinde anneligi alimlama cesitliliklerine yakindan bakarak feminizm
icindeki annelik tartismalarini ortaya koymaya calisiyor ve bugiinkii okuma
bicimine iliskin sonuclara variyor.

Kadinlarin basortiisii ile iliskileri, cok¢a arastirmaya konu oldu bugtine kadar.
Genellikle basortii ¢ikarmadaki duygu durumunun anlasilmaya calisildigl pek
cok arastirmadan farkh olarak, “Bir Dindarlasma ve Muhafazakarlasma Ornegi:
Sonradan Tesettiire Giren veya Basortiisii Takan Kadinlar Uzerine Sosyolojik
Bir Arastirma” isimli, Harun Tun¢ ve Ceydanur Unli tarafindan yiiriitiilen
calisma, kadinlarin belirli bir yastan sonra basortii takma deneyimlerine
odaklaniyor. “Sonradan” tesettiire giren veya bagortiisii takan kadinlarla yapilan
derinlemesine miilakatlardan hareketle, s6z konusu kadinlarin dindarlasma
ve muhafazakarlasma egilimleri, giindelik yasam pratiklerindeki degisimler,
makalede sosyolojik perspektiften ele aliniyor.

Sanat eseri lizerinden kadinin toplum i¢indeki yerinin okunmasina iligkin bir
calisma olarak bu sayida “Kapitalizmin icadi Uysal Bedenler: Seytan Marka Giyer
Filminde Kadin Temsilleri” makalesi var. Ebru Ugurel Ozdemir bu makalede,
“Seytan Marka Giyer” filminden hareketle kadin bedeninin tarih boyunca tasidigi
anlamlara, s6zkonusu anlamlarin kadinlarin bilingdisina etkisine, bedene iliskin
bu anlamlar sebebiyle kadinlarin maruz kaldiklar1 baskiya, Foucault'nun iktidar
anlayisindan ‘uysal bedenler’ ve ‘panoptikon’ kavramlari cercevesinde 1sik
tutuyor.

olmak tizere 5., 6. ve 7. sinif Sosyal Bilgiler ders kitaplarinda kadin sahsiyetlere ait
biyografileri; erkek sahsiyet biyografilerine gore say1 agisindan, verilen bilgilerin
kisiyi tanitma potansiyeli bakimindan, biyografilerin sec¢ildigi meslek guruplari
ve temsil ettigi toplumsal roller itibariyle inceliyorlar. “Kral Suud Universitesi Dil

yerinde siddete maruz kalmanin, kadin ¢alisanlarin is stresi ve is tatmini tizerine
etkilerini inceliyorlar. “Toplumsal Cinsiyet Baglaminda Tiirkiilerde “Cocuk Gelin”
Gergegi” isimli makalede ise Sena Demirci ve Sibel Pasaoglu, Tiirk Halk Miizigi
arsiv tiirkiilerinden yola ¢ikarak cocuk gelin konusuna yakindan bakiyor ve
¢alismada kadin ve erkek agzi tiirkiilerde ¢ocuk gelin yaklasimi karsilastiriliyor.

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As the Journal of Women’s Studies, we keep on moving forward in each issue by
aiming and planning a few steps ahead of where we are, in terms of both technique
and content. Again, we have innovations in our June issue. Our Journal Field Editor
Board continues to expand. We would like to thank Asst. Prof. Lale Ugan in the field
of history, Assoc. Prof. Neslihan Ozcan Aric1 Ozcan in the field of psychology, Asst.
Prof. Hacer Ayaz in the field of religious sociology, Asst. Prof. Hesna Haral in the
field of art history and design, Assoc. Prof. Tuba Acar Erdol, in the field of educational
sciences, for accepting our offer and contributing to our journal.

Our editorial board is also enriched by our internationally esteemed lecturers who
conduct remarkable studies in the field. We are pleased to say that Dr. Adis Duderija
(The Griffith University, Australia), Dr. Shuruq Naguib (Lancaster University, UK),
Prof. Larbi Sadiki (Middle East Council), Asst. Prof. Layla Saleh (Qatar University,
Qatar), Prof. Emma Murphy (Durham University, Durham, UK) and Prof. Gavan Pat-
rick Gray (Tsuda University, Tokyo) will support the editorial board of our journal.
We are grateful to them.

The number of our articles also increased. As the journal team, we both felt excited
and experienced a more intense process compared to previous issues while reviewing
the important studies. Apart from the review of 12 published articles and 2 books, we
carried out the review process of a large number of articles together with our stake-
holders, including the studies that were not published due to academic reasons and the
feedback of our referees. We owe a thank to all our authors and referees, who carried
out sensitive processes with us meticulously and understandingly, for their efforts,
including our researchers whose studies we could not accept.

In this issue, our two articles meet on the axis of understanding and discussing the
place of women’s studies, looking from today to the past, on the 100th anniversary
of the Republic of Tiirkiye. The first of these is the article titled “Reading Unpaid
Domestic Labor with the Republic’s Ideal of Women”. In that study, Samet Unlii
addresses the relationship between unpaid domestic labor in Tiirkiye and the Repub-
lic’s ideal of women from a sociological perspective, and discusses the contradiction
between the Republic’s ideal of women and the fact that women’s domestic labor
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is not regarded as a value and therefore it is done for free. In her article titled “The
Representation of Young Turkish Girls in Men’s View in the Poem ‘Zamane Kizlarr’
(‘Today’s Girls’)”, Fatma Fulya Tepe rediscusses, within the scope of a new field
called “girls’ studies”, the “Republican girl” model and conceptualization, which is
frequently encountered in empirical studies on the early Republic period, based on the
poem “Zamane Kizlar1” written by Selahattin Ertilirk in 1941.

While both national and international institutions are trying to produce policies
against climate change, they are also drawing attention to the effects of the dangers
and risks introduced by climate change on women. In the study titled “Impact Chain
Analysis on Determining the Vulnerability Levels of Women to Climate Hazards and
Risks: A Case Study of Turkey” in this issue, Zeynep Eren and Siileyman Toy suggest
parameters, data and data sources that can be used in the impact chain of the analysis
of women’s vulnerability to climate hazards and risks in Tiirkiye, and describe a data
set which is concrete and can contribute to modeling studies that will allow com-
parison, by utilizing the methodology put forward for analyzing the vulnerability of
various sectors and themes to climate change.

Although there seems to be no problem in the laws, an important study on whether
several practices in the public sector incorporate some kind of hidden glass ceiling is
coming out with the efforts of Sedat Polat and Ilayda Aydin. In the article title “Can
Gender-Responsive Public Procurement Approach be Incorporated into Public Pro-
curement Law?”, they examine the applicability of a gender-responsive public pro-
curement approach within the framework of Turkish public procurement legislation
in terms of taking into consideration gender-sensitive needs in public procurement
processes, creating equal conditions between men and women, assuming a supportive
role for reducing existing economic inequalities, and adopting socially responsible
procurement methods.

Virgina Wolf’s 4 Room of One’s Own is undoubtedly one of the most commented
works in women’s studies. In the article titled “A Manifesto of Her Own: Reading
Virginia Woolf’s A Room of One’s Own as a Feminist Prophesy” in this issue, Henri-
eta Krupa reexamines that work, which was published nearly a century ago, not only
as a feminist manifesto but also as a feminist vision that anticipates the determinant
characteristics of Euro-American feminist philosophies that emerged in the years after
its publication.

An important article by Zeynep Sadikoglu about the relationship between femi-
nism and motherhood is coming in this issue. In the study titled “Ways of Feminism to
Interpret Motherhood: From a Tool of Domination to Experience and Performance”,

Sadikoglu examines feminist perspectives on motherhood and tries to reveal the dis-
cussions of motherhood within feminism by looking closely at the diversity of recep-
tion of motherhood by different feminisms in the process and reaches conclusions
about today’s reading style.

Women’s relationships with headscarf have been the subject of much research
to date. Unlike many studies that generally try to understand the emotional state in
taking off the headscarf, the study titled “An Example of Becoming Religious and
Conservative: A Sociological Research on Women Who Begin Wearing Hijab or
Headscarf Later”, conducted by Harun Tung and Ceydanur Unlii, focuses on women’s
experiences of wearing headscarf after a certain age. Based on in-depth interviews
with women who began wearing hijab or headscarf “later”, the tendency of women
in question to become religious and conservative, and the changes in their daily life
practices, are addressed from a sociological perspective in the article.

This issue features the article “Docile Bodies, the Invention of Capitalism: Repre-
sentations of Women in the Movie ‘The Devil Wears Prada’” as a study on reading the
place of women in society through works of art. In this article, Ebru Ugurel Ozdemir
sheds light on the meanings carried by the female body throughout history, the impact
of those meanings on women’s unconscious, the pressure that women are exposed to
because of these meanings related to the body, within the framework of the concepts
of ‘docile bodies’ and ‘panopticon’ from Foucault’s understanding of power based on
the movie “The Devil Wears Prada”.

Textbooks, along with good examples reflecting the perspective on gender, also
appear as places where the sexist perspective is generated and reproduced. In this
issue, two different articles explore gender attitudes in completely different textbooks.
In the study titled “Examination of Biographies in Social Studies Textbooks: “How
Are Female Characters Presented in Biographies?”, in order to examine the biogra-
phies in Social Studies textbooks and analyze how female figures are presented in
these biographies, Melis Akay Sahin and Mehmet A¢ikalin examine the biographies
of female figures in Social Studies textbooks of 5th, 6th and 7th grade students used
in the academic year 2021-2022 including the Ministry of National Education and
private publications in comparison to biographies of male figures in terms of number,
potential of the information given to introduce the person, profession groups from
which the biographies are chosen and the social roles they represent. In the study titled
“Gender in the King Saud University Linguistics Institute Arabic Textbook Series”,
Emine Bagmanci examines a highly preferred textbook series for Arabic lessons in
terms of gender attitude, based on the potential of textbooks, the basic material of
foreign language education, to carry the culture of the language they teach.
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Violence and child marriage, the primary most important problems faced by wom-
en worldwide, constitute the main topics of two different articles. In their study titled
“Prevalence and Impact of Violence Against Women in the Workplace in Tiirkiye: A
Cross-Sectional Survey Study”, Salih Dursun and Esra Ozdemir examine the effects
of exposure to violence in the workplace on the job stress and job satisfaction of fe-
male employees. In the article titled “The Reality of ‘Child Bride’ in Folk Songs in the
Context of Gender”, Sena Demirci and Sibel Pasaoglu take a closer look at the matter
of child brides, based on Turkish Folk Music archive folk songs, and the approach of
child brides in folk songs written by men and women is compared in the study.

The books reviewed in this issue are Witness of the Revelation, Interpreter of the
Qur’an, Her Holiness Aisha and Who is Doing This Housework, My Dear? Home and
Womanhood, from Modernization to Robotization.

The book titled Witness of the Revelation, Interpreter of the Qur’an, Her Holiness
Aisha, written by Hatice Gormez based on her postgraduate thesis titled “Tafsir Nar-
ratives of Her Holiness Aisha”, was reviewed by Faima Israfilova. The review on the
book titled Who is Doing This Housework, My Dear? Home and Womanhood from
Modernization to Robotization, the book form of the 2-year research project of Leyla
Bektas Ata, Defne Karaosmanoglu, Bahar Emgin titled “Social History of Electri-
cal Home Technologies in Tiirkiye (1930-2020): Modernization in Women’s Daily
Lives”, supported by TUBITAK 1001, was made by Esra Demirci.

We would like to thank all the academics and researchers who contributed and
leave you with this issue as we keep on working for the next issue. We hope that the
reading will be fruitful, and the findings and outputs will contribute to the literature
and shed light on the field.
