Sema Gumus ve Gamze Coskun Bakir’'in “Markalasma baglaminda sira disi markalarin islevi: Tat,
koku ve ses markalarinin korunmasi” baslikli calismalari, geleneksel olmayan sira disi markalarin
tanimlanmasi ve korunmasina dair mevzuat tGzerine yapilan ikincil bir niteliksel c6zimlemeye da-
yaniyor. Ozellikle giderek daha fazla tercih edilen duyusal markalarin markalasma stratejilerinde,
hukuki dizenlemelerin ve koruma mekanizmalarinin gtincellenmesi gerektigine vurgu yapiyor.

Teknolojik determinizm ve kamusal alan tartismalari baglaminda, #MeToo ve Black
Lives Matter gibi hareketlerin yani sira Turkiye’deki érnekleri de karsilastirmali olarak analiz ede-
rek sosyal medyanin normlar ve degerler Uzerindeki dénUstirici yapisini degerlendiriyor.

Sayinin dérdinci arastirma makalesinde Wafa Righi ve Mehmet Toplu, “Cezayir i¢ savasinda fe-
minist direnisin sinemada temsili: Papicha (2019) Uzerine gdstergebilimsel bir inceleme” bashkl
calismalariyla Mounia Meddour’un Papicha filmi tGzerinden 1990’lar Cezayir’'inde kadinlarin ya-
sadigl toplumsal ve siyasi krizler karsisinda 6zgUrluk arayislarini ele aliyor. Calismada filmdeki
semboller, kiyafetler, mekanlar ve sahne dlzenleri Gzerinden kadinlarin direnis ve 6zgUrlesme
mucadelesi tartisiliyor.

Nehir Durna’nin hazirladigr “Hafiza insasi ve neokolonyal anlatinin mekani olarak muzeler: Petit
Palais 6rnegi” baslkli makalesi, mlzelerin sadece sanat eserlerini sergilemekle kalmayip, hafiza
insasi ve neokolonyal anlatilar acisindan nasil bir mekansal yapilanma icerdigini detaylandiriyor.
Petit Palais MUzesi’'nin tarihsel ve kialttrel baglaminin analiz edildidi calismada yazar, mUzenin
Fransiz ulusal kimligi tanimlamasinin yani sira neokolonyal pratikleri de ortaya koyan anlatisalli-
gina odaklaniyor.
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Seldag Giines Peschke ve irem Merhan’in “Dark patterns in manipulative user interface design”
baslhkl makalesi, “karanlik tasarim” kavrami Uzerinden dijital ortamlarda kullanicilarin manipulas-
yonuna dair iletisim hukuku temelli bir inceleme sunuyor. Kisisel verilere tehdit olusturan ve karar
alma sUreclerini olumsuz etkileyen tasarim uygulamalarinin hukuki ve etik boyutlarina dikkat ce-
kiyor.

Hello! After a dedicated and meticulous process, we are pleased to present the first issue of
im, the peer-reviewed academic publication of Baskent University Faculty of Communication, to
our esteemed readers. As a reflection of our effort to disseminate studies that contribute to the
century-long legacy and interdisciplinary horizon of communication and media studies, im aims
to promote understanding through showing the cultural context of communication, marking the
structural position of the media, and attributing meaning to social transformations—thus foste-
ring an inclusive academic environment.

In the first issue of im, there are five research articles, one review article, and an opinion piece.
The first of the articles prepared in the subfields of news literacy, branding, digital culture, cine-
matic representation, space, and design is titled “News literacy behaviours and practice: A quali-
tative research”. Prepared by ilker Erdogan, this study presents findings from a field research that
demonstrates how news literacy skills can go beyond theoretical knowledge and be practically
applied. Through in-depth interviews, the study compares news consumers’ literacy behaviors
before and after training.

The study by Sema GUimuUs and Gamze Coskun Bakir, titled “The function of extraordinary brands
in the context of branding: Legal protection of taste, smell, and sound marks”, is based on a se-
condary qualitative analysis of legislation related to the identification and protection of non-tra-
ditional, unconventional brands. It emphasizes that sensory brands, which are increasingly prefer-
red, require updates in legal regulations and protection mechanisms within branding strategies.

Beril Ozer’s article, “Cancel culture: A new dimension of social control in the digital age”, exami-
nes the origins and impacts of the cancel phenomenon shaped on social media, shedding light on
its historical roots and current effects. Within the context of technological determinism and pub-
lic sphere discussions, it considers the transformative role of social media on norms and values by
analyzing movements such as #MeToo and Black Lives Matter, along with examples from Turkey.

With their study titled “Representation of feminist resistance in the Algerian civil war: A semiotic
analysis of Papicha (2019)”, Wafa Righi and Mehmet Toplu examine the search for freedom of
women in the face of social and political crises in Algeria in the 1990s through Mounia Meddour’s
film Papicha. The study discusses women’s resistance and liberation struggles through symbols,
costumes, spaces, and scene arrangements in the film.

Nehir Durna’s article, “Memory construction and museums as places of neocolonial narratives:
The example of the Petit Palais”, details how museums serve not only as spaces for exhibiting art
but also as structures for memory-building and postcolonial storytelling. The study analyzes the
historical and cultural context of the Petit Palais Museum, focusing on how the museum’s narra-
tive shapes French national identity and reflects postcolonial practices.

Seldag Giines Peschke and irem Merhan’s article, “The role of dark patterns in manipulating users

in digital environments”, offers a communication law-based analysis of “dark design” concepts,
addressing manipulation in digital environments. It highlights the legal and ethical dimensions of
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design practices that threaten personal data and negatively impact decision-making processes.
In her opinion piece, Sevil Bal comments on the Prof. Dr. Aldeddin Asna 8th Communication and
Public Relations Symposium, held on November 8, 2024, under the auspices of Baskent Univer-
sity Faculty of Communication and led by the Department of Public Relations and Publicity.
